Ins the site of the Confederate Navy-
Yard, on May 1". following the exer-

The tablet adorns a, huge James

River Kranite bowlder. In the center ol
« tria null lot' pint of ground at the in¬
tersection of I,ester. Maple anil Ash
Stueets, and has been dedicated by the
city as Confederate Navy-Yards Park.
Around th«' bowlder arc a number oi
shells used during the War Between
the States.
The Confederate colors will be un-

furled from a sixty-five-foot llasi staff
The massive pole is the sift of the
Richmond Cedar Works, and at times
It will he used to fly "Old dory," the
city flag and to display weather sig¬
nals, as the pole can be viewed from
nil sections of the harbor.
Captain W. M. Myers, of the Howit¬

zers, has assured the Junior Associa¬
tion that, unless his battery is active¬
ly engaged, it will be present to lire
the salvo.
