Can Lend Money
to Alien Germans

Sccrclary of State Lansing Gives
Interesting Opinion to At¬

torney George Bryan.
Is It legal for a bank to lend money

at the present time to a llrrmnn alien
\\ lin is a resident of this State'.'
This question was put l>y two of

Kichmond's larsest (tanks to t,i<>orsH
Hryan. counsel for the Virginia Hank¬
ers* Association, who. In turn, pro¬
pounded the query to Secretary of
State I^ansincr. The Secretary of State
helri that such a loan is legal. The

'decision i« of general interest to busi¬
ness men for the law in regard to
loans must he the same as the law in
regard to all other contracts w ith alien

. enemies.
Mr. Rryan brought the question to

the attention of the Secretary of state
through Representative A. .1. Monta-
gue. of the Third Virginia 1'Mstriot.
He sought advice as to whether or not
it is competent for a Virginia hank
to lend money or otherwise' to con-
tract with a person who has been
domiciled ntxi doing hu*ine?,< in Vir¬
ginia for many years, but who is a sub¬
ject of the German empire.
Secretary 1-ansinc. in a letter to

Representative Montague. quotes a
number of authorities bearing on the
general question of commercial inter-
course between the nationals of hos¬
tile nations, and says:

"I have the honor to inform you that
the department knows of no legal ob-
stacle, so far as the laws of this coun-
try are concerned, to prevent the ron-
elusion of contracts of the character
referred to by Mr. Bryan, since it ap-
pears that the German subject in ques-
tion Is domiciled In the United States."

CHURCH SHOULD LEAD
IN PATRIOTIC CAUSE

Rct. f'harlpn t.. Cioodell Cloaea Sunday
School Training: School With

ItlnKlng Addrn».
"The New Crusade" was the subject

of the address delivered last night at
Cenlenarv Methodist Church by Rev.
Charles 1,. Goodell, D. D.. pastor of St.
Paul's Methodist Church, New York
City. The service closed the Sunday
School Training School which has been
held this week at Centenary Church by
the Methodist Sunday School Society
of Richmond. N. Courtlce Scott had
charge of arrangements for the train¬
ing school.

Dr. Goodell said at the beginning
of his address that he had never been
more proud of his country than since
she had entered the war. He favored
America's taking an active part In the
fighting and declared himself clearly
in opposition to the pacifists.

"It waB for our own liberty that we
fought In 1776. and for our own in¬
terest? that we fought in 1861," he
said. "Now we have joined in the
world war to fight for universal democ-
racy and to secure for every man the
right to life, liberty and the pursuit
of happiness. The church should take
the >ad In the patriotic cause.!
Patrick Henry delivered his great
proclamation of liberty in a church,
and the heroes of the battle ot^ Rex-
ing ton began the fight as they were
coming from a church service."
The present Sunday school move-

ment. according to the speaker, re-
sembled one of the Crusades when 30.-
000 children of Europe marched to the
Holy I,and to rescue the tomb of Christ
from the unbelievers. The Sunday
school Is training a vast army of
young people to do the work of the
next generation.

Nearly all these eighty men have

ing, either at a military school or in

ters of indorsement, and have been
awaiting orders to take the examina¬

Unusually larRO blocks of granite

will be used ill the construction of the
pedestal, which will be about thirty-one
b\ t u i ntj feet at I lie base and twenty
feet liieh. This will be surmounted
by the bron/.e st;itue. giving the inoini-
ment a total height of about thirty-
six I'cet.

Mr. Cowman said yesterday that his
company will proceed immediately with
the execution of the granite work, with
the view of completing the pedestal by
next November.

Three Men Join \avy, Two Ihr Army
mid One ihr Marine Corp*.

Recru iting in Richmond was little

tnorr than a name yesterday, the tlire*
branches of service being re-enforced
only to the extent of six men. Three
enlistments were in the army, two in
the navy and one in the Marine Corps.

C. The one
marine recruit was sent to Port Royal.
S. C.: the three army men to Fort
Thomas. Ky. and the navy men to
Portsmouth.

It was by far the lightest day that
the local stations have had thus far.
A rush is expected at the army station
to-day. thore being between lifteen
and twenty recruits in sight who will
be enlisted and sent on to I'ort
Thomas. The Roy Scouts have also
promised to extend assistance to the
army officers to-day by distributing
literature dealing with army life.

cers' training camp at Port Myer,
stated last night that he will receive
no further applicants after -4:3."» o'clock
in the afternoon.

It was hoped that
United States Senator Claude A. Swan-
son might be able to come to Rich¬
mond to address this meeting, but awire! received from the Senator yes¬
terday stated that it would be im¬
possible for him to he present.
Those taking part in the speaking

last night were John Stewart Rryan.
Samuel I*. Kelley, Hill Montague and
William A. Crenshaw. At rhe con¬
clusion of the meeting Mr. Rryan
asked for the pledges of any of those
who would declare their intention of
enlisting. One young man answered
the call.

'contemplated by the "War I >eparttnent,
furnished the State Hoard of Phar-
niacy yesterday with matter for serious
discussion. !t was estimated by ofll-
ccrs of the board. which met yester-
day in annual session, that about SO
per cent of the registered and repls-
tcred assistant pharmacists would brelfgiblo for service under the tirmt
draft.

It was pointed out that for the most
part men of this class are iindnr twen¬
ty-live years old, unmarried ami with¬
out dependents. Unless the War De¬
partment should discrimnate in their
favor on the ground that they were
engaged In work indispensable to the
public welfare, half of the young plior-
inacistM would be drawn into the first
army, and many diufj stores in the i
State would face a serious problem.
The places of the men drafted into '

the army could be filled only with the
greatest difficulty, it was pointed otjt.
since the scarcity of registered pilar-
mncists would he felt in every State.)
I'nder the law no one not holdinc .*
State license could be employed. Thf

j board re» oKnize«l the uravity of tin-
problem but took no action It 1* be-
lieved that the matter will be laid be-
fore the authorities in charge of con¬
scription when the. draft b'.'.l become.-'
law. witli tin* object in view of obtain¬
ing <legree of exemption for li¬
censed pinrmaclsts employed in drut;
stores which would be crippled b-
their conscription.
