OFFICIAL GEHMAN REPORT
OF RAID ON LONDON

BERLIN (British Admiralty
Wirelass Press, via London), July
One German alrplane was lost in ves-
terday's rald on London, and a Brltish
plane was shot down over the city, it
e announced ofMeclally.

The announcement also says no mill-
tary damage was done hy the aerial at-
tacke on Friday night on
towna. The statement follows;

"On Friday night, In addition
bomb-dropping near the front. there
warsa encounters in German territory.
Enemy aviators dropped more than 100
incendlary bombs in the Westphallan
Industrial region, on Treves and the
nelighborhood, and also on Mannheim,
Ludwigshafen and Rodalben. No mili-
ftary damage was caused., One enemy
alrplane fell into our hands,

“On the morning of July 7, one of
our aviatlon squadrons attacked l.on-
don. At 11 o'clock bombs were dropped
frealy on docks, harhor
warehouses on the Thames.
explosions were observed, One Brit-
{sh alrplane was shot down over Lon-
don. Bombs were dropped at Margate,
on the east coast of England. Our alr-
planes all returned except one. which
was compelled to make a descent to
the sea and could not be saved by our
naval forces.

“In aerlal encounters at the front
and by antiaircraft fire, the enemy yes-
terday lost nine airplanes.'”

YOUNG MEN IN AMERICA

CHICAGO, July 8.—As one of the
heirs to the estate of Marshall Field,
famous merchant of Chicago, Henry
Field was ona of the richest young
men in America. He was married last
February tn Miss Nancy Keene Per-
kins, of Richmond, daughter of one of
the famous Langhorne sisters of Vir-
ginia, her aunts being Mrs. William
Waldorf Astor, Mrs. Charles Dana
Githson, Mrs. Paul PPhipps, and Mrs.
Robert Brand, of London, formerly
Mrs. Reglinald Brooks.

Henry Field was the second son of
Marshall Fleld, 11, who died In 1905,
His mother, later Mrs. Maldwin Drum-
Henry
IField was educated abroad, like his
brother, Marshall Field, 111., and his
sister, Gwendolin., At the outhreak of
the BEuropean war Henry served for a
time in France as an ambulance driver.

HaUAN TUNG ABDICATES
A3 EMPEROR OF GHINA

Youthful Emperor Gives Up, After
Defeat of Imperialistic Forces
by Republican Troops.

CHANG HSUN'SE MEN DESERT

Forelgn Diplomatic Representatives
in Peking Expected to Mediate Be-
tween Opposing Forces—DPalace in
Forbidden City Is Bombarded.

'LONDON,  July 8-°The abdlcation of
Hsuan Tung, the youthful Emperer,
who was placed on the throne of China
only a week ago by General Chang
Hsgun, it I8 Indlcated by press dla-
patches received here from Peking, fol-
lowed upon the defeat of the Imperial-
istic forces by republican troopas at
Langfang, ssuth of Peking, and the
degertion of many of Chang Hnﬁm's
soldlers. The forbidden city virtually
Is hemmed In on all sides, and the
Peking-Kalgan railway, Chang Hsun's
only means of escape northward, is in
the hands of the republicans, whe are
holding Nankow Pass,

The engagement at Langfang, Reu-
ter's carrespondent at
was not severe, and General Chang
Hsun's forces retreatsd to Fengtal,
several miles south of Peking, on the
Tientsin rai‘}wn'r +without offering
much reslstadce. Desertions are sald
to have depleted the army of General
Chang Hsun, and the repnhlicans
pressed after it rapidly, ecapturing the
prineipal roads and rallways entering

the city from the southeast, southwast
and north.

PALACE IN PEKING

LONDON, July $.—The dispateh from
Peking early this morning announcing
the abdicating of Hsuan Tung, the
young Emperor, who was put back on
the throne by General Chang Hsun, (s
corroborated by a cablegram recelved
to-day from Reuter's correspondent
there.

Requires Licensing of Ship-
ments of Most Import-
ant Commodities.

FIRST TO LOOK OUT FOR
AMERICA AND HER ALLIES

Effort Is to Check Sending of
Foodstuffs to Neutrals Ad-
jacent to Germany.

NATION'S POLICY 1S DEFINED

Through Handling of Coal and Fuel,
Government Intends to Take
Firm Grasp on Shipping.

WASHINGTON, July S§.—Presldent
Wilseon to-aay Issued his long-expected
embargo proclamation, and made It
plain that Jf the Unlted States Is to
feed the world she Is golng to control
the business with an lron hand.

The embargo Includes gvery hasle
commodity In the llst of things that
may not be exported without the licenso
of the Secretary of Commerece. Tha
Presaldent specifies every country In
the warld—uallled, neutral and enemy—
as countries o which thse embargo
commodities may not be shippad.

But primarlly the embargo was |a-.
sued’ to check the export of foodstufts
to neutralas adjacent to Germany. The
FPresident |s determlned that no more
sustenance shall reach our enemles
through thess mediuma.

To-day's proeclamation does not mean
that none of the ecommoditics named
miy be exported. They may bs ex-
ported only in such quantities as:

Firet—To relleve the stringency and
high prices In our country.

neutrale from sending any possible sir-
plus into Germeany.

Third—To provida, as far as possible,
en equable distribution of the food,
foel and Iron suppiy smong the natluny
of the allled world,

BUYING COUNCTIL FOR ALLIES
TO BE ESTABLISHED

The first effect of the proclamation
will be the Immediais organlzation In
London of the buying council for the
allies. Onece established, this counecll
will proeesd with the purchase of
wheat through one central agency, and
ita allotment to all the cou.tries of
the world outside the eentral powers,

The counall immediately will establish
an agency In the United States for
the purchass of our wheat, It Is probs
able that the Federal food administra-
tion will be asked to perform this funec-
tion under the direction of Harbert C.
Hoowver.

Thia step was nnot taken without
Strenuous opposition both from the
neutrals and from BEngland. The Presi-
dent has finally been convinesd, how-
ever, that the instrument of control
must be placed in the hands of the
United States. If, as the neuntrals al-
lege, thelr present Imports from this
country are no more than enough to
make up something like their own
needs, in view of the cutting off of
other sources of supply like Russia
and Roumania, they will have to show
this to the exports couneil,
GOVERNMENT'S AGENTS

SIZE UP SITUATION

And the exports council will have to
be “shown" beyond the shadow of a
doubt. This will ba difficult for the
neutrals to do. It is known here that
the government's own agents have
sized up the situation abroad In a very
thorough manner. The best opinion is
that the recent figures made public as
to the amount of foodstuffs fAinding its
way through neutrals into Germany
were very conservative,

The exports license division of the
Department of Commerce will have
complete charge of the jssuance of -
censes to export. 1t will work in con-
nection with the Stata Department and
with Herbert Hoover, of the food ad-
ministration. There will be no appeal
from its declsion. It will consider the
applications for licensa solely in view
of the need, domestic and foreign, for
the shipment of the gaods In question.

A separate license will have to be se-

cured for each shipment, Secretary
Redfield said here to-night that
he was anxious to make the bur-

den as light as possible on the export-
ers, and hoped that most of the appli-
cations could he settled at the branch
offices, once general policles had been
lnid down. Many applications, how-
ever, will have to be forwarded to
Washington for settlement with the
help of the food administration, and
tha State Departmeont,

PROCLAMATION ISSUED

“By the President of the United States
of America—A proclamation:
“Wheraas, Congress has enacted, and
the President has, on tha 15th day uf
June, 1917, approved, a law which con-
taina Lhe following provisions:
" “Whenaver during the pressnt war
the President shall find that the pubs
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
