WASHINGTON. July 8.."Huh, this
Is Democracy with a big *D" and with
a vengeance." remarked a male visi-
tor at the office of Dr. Ray Lyman
Wilbur, heart of the food conservation
department of the food administration,

"Yes, that's what it is meant to be,"
piped up a little stenographer, who
was taking dictation from the high- |
est-pald woman editor in the United
States. "You sec. we put these uni- |
forms on to-day to have our pictures
taken, and we are going to wear 'em
right 'long, now."
The uniform was the kitchen garb of

the food administration to be worn by
women who register as members of the
food administration.
"We" included two or three of the

leading experts on household econom¬
ics in this country: a millionairess of
national note, who has devoted years
to social work; the third woman in
this country to drive an automobile up
Pikes Peak: half a dozen stenogra¬
phers at S40 a month: a woman bunt* i
ness manager of a newspaper, '.vho is
proud of"*thc fact that she can go Into
the composing room Just before press
time, and help set up "ads." and scv-
oral women with M. A.'s. Ph. D.'s and
a long string of alphabetical recogni¬
tions of their achievements.
"You know it was a mt-an trick to

play on me," quoth one of the stenog-
raphers. "This uniform makes every-
body look alike, and one lady came
in here this morning and began asking
me questions about cooking. I told jher some recipes 1 thought this olflc.e
ought to put out, and she listened, and
thanked me. and when I learned that
she had taught domestic science at
Columbia and at Wisconsin University, |and had written a lot of books about i
cooking. 1 nearly fell through the
floor."
Democracy is the keynote of the food

conservation officc, just as it Is to be
of the registration campaign. Mrs.
"Woodrow Wilson was the first to sign
a pledge. An assistant cook was the
second. Only last week a school-teach¬
er camo down from Pennsylvania to
spend her vacation working for the
food administration for nothing, and
the same day a globe-trotter, who hau
spent many summers In South America
investigating the condition of women
there, did the same thing.

WIDELY KNOWN BUSINESS MAN

Was Chairman of Board of Stewards
of Centenary Methodist Chujrcb
and Prominent in Masonic and
Club Circles.

David Garland Whitehead, president
of the Everott Waddey Co., and one

Of the best-known business men of
Richmond, died at 8:50 o'clock last
night at St. Elizabeth's Hospital, after
an illnoss of about three months. His
death was not unexpected. He was

flfty-four years old.
The funeral will probably take placo

some time to-morrow from Centenary
Methodist Church.

Mr. Whitehead was the son of Col¬
onel Thomas Whitehead, for many
years secretary of the Virginia Depart¬
ment of Agriculture, and Mrs. Martha
Henry Garland Whitehead, of Amherst
County, where he was horn on March
1. 18G4.
He came to Richmond twenty-eight

years ago and entered the. employment
of the Everett Waddey Co. He rose
rapidly, and upon the death of Mr.
Waddey. seven yea'rs ago, was elected
president of the company.

In 1894 he married Miss Annabelle
Brown, daughter of Rev. A. G. Blown,
of Ashland.
He was active In church work, hav¬

ing been chairman of the board of
stewards of Centenary Methodist
Church, and was prominent in Masonic
circles. He was a past master of Joppa
Lodge. No. 40, A. F. A A. M He was
also a member of the Westmoreland
Club. Business Men's Club and Cham¬
ber of Commerce.
Mr. Whitehead leaves four brothers,

Thomas W. and I. P Whitehead, of
Lynchburg, and Dr. R. C. and John
Whitehead, of Norfolk. He also leaves
five sisters, Mrs. J. D. Murrell, Mrs.
Stuart Mlehaux and Mrs. lCdward Sny¬
der. of Richmond; Mrs. Henry D. Per¬
kins, of Norfolk, and Mrs. Theodore
Hough, of the University of Virginia.

the offensive were also ousted, he said.
While admitting that serious mistakes1
were made, he asserted the drive was
nevertheless a real success.
There were stormy scenes In the

chamber. Deputy Acambray was hoot-
ed down when he charged the gov-
ernment with sending men to the
United States who had been relieved
of thelc commands by Parliament, and
who were trying to use America as a
"springboard."
Minister Painleve, amid cheers,

quoted from President Wilson's war
message. He said peace now would
mean German domination of the seas
and of the whole world's commerce.
A vote of confidence In the govern¬

ment was adopted. 375 to 53.

SENDS MESSAGE TO U. S.
OF UNSHAKEN OPTIMISM

/

Prince Lvoff, Russian Minister of Interior, Declares Coun¬
try Is Marching Toward Reconstruction and Stabil¬

ity, &nd That War Id Developing Toward Victory.
PETROGRAD. July ~ (delayed).A

staff correspondent of the Associated
Press was receiv«ri this morning by
Prince Lvoff. Minister of the Interior,
who made a statement for the Informa¬
tion of America on conditions nt the
Russian front; measures whereby
America can assist In the struggle
against German domination; Internal
and diplomatic problems and the In¬
fluence of the revolution and war on
world problems.
Prince L.volT began by declaring his

unshaken optimism that notwithstand¬
ing grave difficulties to be faced, Rus¬
sia Is marching toward reconstruction
and stability, and that the war la de¬
veloping toward vioiory.
"Regarding the war," continued the

prince, "say that the latest action of
our army inspires In mo full hope. I
am convinced that the new advance.
even if temporarily stayed, Is not fin¬
ished. but Is a prelude to much greater
successes. The advance thoroughly
lonfutes the pessimists who unanimous¬
ly predicted that an offensive by our
supposed disorganized troops was Im¬
possible. From actual intercourse with
delegates from the army, and with
other observers on the spot, I know
that the offensive spirit is spreading.

"This is no gradual reconstruction
of the army, but the first stage of a

complete process of recreation, which
is almost miraculous, proving, in my
judgment, that the troops are infected
with a genuine revolutionary and cru¬
sading spirit, and the consciousness of
a mission to save Russia and influence
¦world events In the direction desired
by all progressive men.

GIVES FRANKLY DOTH
GOOD AND RAD SIDE

«"Naturally. I am aware that not
everything can be done by enthusiasm.
I give you franHly the Good and the
bad side. J"The good side is the army's supply
of munitions and other necessaries, in
which we are markedly better off than
last year; In fact, guaranteed for the'
immediate future.
"The bad side is the transport dlf-

Acuities, which still are serious. These
are an evil heritage from the old rff-
eime, and, naturally, it is impossible jto restore order in thj*ee months cro^a-
cd with revolutionary activities. Even
with stable political conditions, the,,
creation of efficient transport is a

problem of years Our present hope of
speedy Improvement lies with the
Stevens commission (the American com¬
mission), from which we expect much.
"With regard to American help gen-

trally." said the prince. "I lay down no
specific program. It will be simplest
to say that all conceivable American
tld is wanted In every domain. But
the key to the solution of all our mili¬
tary and economic difficulties, is trans¬
port amelioration, in which it is im¬
possible to do too much.

"I hope also for further American
financial support. America should not®
that we ourselves are ready to bear the
heaviest monetary sacrifices, and have
svlready passed more draBtlc measures
respecting taxation on property than
any of the other helligerents. and are
ready to go much further.
MOST VITAL. ECONOMIC

PROBLEM IS FOOD
"Among our other economic problems

.Note." he said, "that though every
week there have been loudly adver¬
tised plans to overthrow the govern¬
ment by force. there tuia .not been one
attempt lo execute the plans made.
Furthermore. 1 may deny the rumor?j of reactionary ahd revolutionary agi¬
tation. and threats of Jewish pogroms,
of which there la no sign whatever.
"On the whole, the nation Is satis-

fled with the provisional government
because the government, thouch hamp¬
ered by grave military and diplomatic
preoccupations, has already success¬
fully carried through internal reforms
which embody the traditional aspira¬
tions of Russia's progressives.
"Naturally." be said, "the separatist

movement In Finland and Ukralno
causes anxiety. In this there are two
contrary features.the first, a rightful
desire for increased self-government
and legitimate historical and cultural
aspirations, and secondly, irresponsible
separatism, which menaces Russia's
essential unity.
"With regard t« the Hrst, the gov-

eminent stands for a policy of con¬
cessions, but until the constituent as-
seinbly definitely offers the empire, we
have no right to give way on the scc-
ond point. 1 wait impatiently f.>i the
convocation of the constituent astern-
blv in October. The assembly, expreas-
nig the will of all Russia, will arm the
government with legal authority to
take repressive measures against an¬
archy and dissolution, if. unhappily
these are still necessary

"In the meantime, as an evidence oI

our growing power, note that In the
last few days we have been able lo
take sharp measures against extreme
disorders, even arresting particularly
vicious agitators."

Prince Lvoff went on to declare that
diplomatic relations \4ith the allies
were much improved; that, notwith¬
standing three months of stagnation on
the part of Russia's army, and the
critical attitude, of her democracy to
the allies, the program of mutual con¬
fidence was unshaken.

"That," explained the prince, "is the
result of our new democracy, which is
absolutely frank and truthful. I am
convinced that it means a new era of
international relations.
"Equally satisfactory are our rela¬

tions with America. Let me here ex¬

A FtftBNCH SEAPORT. July 9.The

American troops have entered on th6
final steps of the mobilisation that
will prepare them to Iftve within a

few days for a permanent training
camp somewhere behind the rtrine line.
Th® unloading of supplies Is almost
finished and rolling Btoek Is being con-
centrated here. The days have been
used profitably for a double purpose.
The more Important one was to put

the majority of the soldiers through a

vigorous grind of eight full hours each
day. French ofiicers who had seen
servloe at the front toolf part in these
exercises. The drills Included a dally
plunge in the sea.
Another advantage taken of the time

spent here was to employ smaller
groups of the more seasoned troopers
to put the final touches on the camp,
so It will be In first-class shape. The
camp In tha last few days has been
expanded enormously until to-day It ex¬
tend* for miles, and can accommodate
a large number of men. Water ha«
been piped from the town, and the
system is equipped with every luudern
device.
The drill ground Is not only Ideal

for the purpose, but has the advant-;
age of being at a dlatanoe, so the men
get a dally hike of five miles.
For the men arriving at this and

similar mobilization bases, the Ameri¬
can system of living in tents or wooden
shacks will be followed, but when
they arrive at a permanent camp they
will he billeted among the townspeo¬
ple and live in houses.
Few if «\jy of the soldiers know Just

where they are to be sent, but all arc
enthusiastic at the prospect of getting
nearer the scene of action. Their
health Is the best, with the exception
of a few oases of mumps.
Yesterday morning a military fu¬

neral was held fcr the only man who
died since the American troops arrived
here. He was Boatswain's Mate J. .1.
Dunn, who was drowned when he fell
overboard from a launch ajid was car¬
ried under before his comrades could
reach him.
