ANOTHER BARRICADE TO

STOI" LIQUOR TRAFFIC

Upon the receipt of advices from
Washington, telling of the ruling of
the Department of Justice,
sloner Peters lssued the
statement:

“The decision of the department to
prosecute those who transport liquer
in their personal baggage will prove
another barricade against the illegal
traffic In whisky, and gives us added
co-operation in our work. In many
communities, where low whites and
blacks are operating illictly, we will
be more able to cope with the situa-
tion, and shall have the help and as-
sistance of the Federal authorities,

“In some sections there have been
wholesale violations of the law in the
personal use and unlawful sale of
whisky. In addition to the ‘boot-
leggers' and bluckaders, there are a
large number of residents of Fairfax,
Alexandria and Loudoun Countles and
the clty of Alexandria, who, because
of their close proximity to Maryland,
are frequently bringing into the State
large quantities of liquor for their
personal use, and bringing it in more
frequently than every thirty days, as
provided by the Mapp bill

“With the department's decision mak-
ing this traflic unlawful, together with

following

* the provisions of the State prohibition

law, it ia expected that these people
will hesitate in the future before they
continue such trafe.'

Mr. Peters declared that in certain
sections of the State “bootlegging"
had been far more serious than In
other communmnities, but that with the
department’s fuling of yesaterday, this
traffle, he believed, would be wvirtually
