California Second, In 1016, In Number
ol Motor Cnra In Proportion
to Fopulntion.

WASHINGTON, July 4.—Jowa led
the United States In 1916 in the num-
ber of motor cars registered In pro-
portion to population. She had one
car for every eleven persons. Cali-
fornla was n close sccond with one car
to every twelve inhabitants. Nebraska
anfd South Dakota had one for every
thirteen. Arkansas could show but one
for every 116. ‘The average for the
United Htates (s one car for every
twenty-nine persons, according to
figures presented by the Oftice of Pub-
lic Roads, United States Department
of Agriculture, in Clreular 73, “Auto-
moblle Reglstrations, Licenses and
Revenues in the United States, 13916."
