to the local dealers is *3.25 f. o." b the
mines, the contracts with the opera¬
tors having been mado on April 1. of
this year.
Since then the Council of National

Defense has announced that the price
the operators should charge at the
mines for New River and Pocahontas
coal is $2.15 the ton.
None of the local dealers has dared

tp claim this price, however. They
fear that if they bring suit to obtain
the coal at the price fixed by the council
the operators will refuse to supply-them
with any coal at all. claiming- that the
dealers have violated their. contracts
by demanding a price tower than that
agreed upon on April 1. The efTect of
sucn refusal on the part of the opera-
tors1 would bo that the local dealers

.1°l S.UPP,>' the factories, hotels
ana other large customers in Rich-
mona.

Fortunately, however, tht supply of
port coal is adequate for the needs of
factories and other consumers in 'Rich*
mond. Yet the situation i« not satlsfac-"
tory, because yesterday thene were
rumors among the local dealers that
the coal supply 0f many of the muni-,
tlon works in France had passed the
danger mark, and tlj^t only the most
heroic efforts to rush soft coal across
the ocean could prevent these fac¬
tories from either being put upon part
time or shutting down entirely urttil
coal could be obtained.

POST-OFFICE GAINS
Sale* of Stamps In August Larger Than

In August One Year
Ago.

For the past month, ending August
31, 1917, the Richmond post-office shows
a substantial increase over the postal
receipts for the corresponding month
of last year. This means that the Rich¬
mond post-ofTice is still in the million-
dollar class. Bccauso of the fact that
the Richmond post-olTlce is in the mil¬
lion-dollar class this increase Is con¬
sidered to be quite a large one. For In
postal circles, after a post-office en¬
ters the million-dollar class lt Is very
hard to exceed to any extent previous
figures, and even an Incroase of 1 por
cent Is an entirely favorable figure.
Although the month of September Is,not far gonei all of ttie present indi¬

cations from post-oftlce authorities
would tend to show that postal receipts
for this month will mean a gain over
the same month of last year.
The stamp salcB for tjj.e month of Au¬

gust, 1917, amounted to $73,7£4.43, while
the stamp salos for the month of Au¬
gust, 1916, totaled $73,220.53.
Moreover, the receipts of speclaj de¬

livery letters for August, 1917, show
an Increase of 33 per cent over the
receipts from special delivery letters
during tho month of August, 1918.

of the summer home of Lord Athelstan,
publisher of the Montreal Star.

Elie Lalumiere, head of the consti¬
tution's, an anticonscription organi¬
zation, was also arrested on a warrant
charging attempted murder. Lord
Athelstan's house In Cartiorville was
dynamited on the morning of August
9, after ho had received numerous let¬
ters threatening him with death on
account of the conscription policy of
hlB paper. Six men in an automobile
were seen driving away from the
vicinity soon after the explosion.

Ar a result of the misery and suffer¬
ing among the Jews of Palestine, Rus¬
sia and tho other countries ill the war
zone, a misery which is being accen¬
tuated with every passing day of the
war, great demands are beinj made
upon tho American people for liberal
contribution to the war relief fund, and
Hlchmond Jews aro expected to do their
bhare in helping to alleviate conditions
among the Jews u> war-stricken
Kurope. Plana aro being made by the
war relief committeo of Richmond, of
which L,eon Wullei stein is chairman,
for prosecuting a vigorous campaign
to raise an amount of mono)' common-
auraio with tho wealth of the Jews of
Richmond.

Mr. Wallerstein is unable at present
to state the method to be pursued by
the committee in the campaign, but
says that he feels confident that the
Jtichmond Jews will not be found want¬
ing. In the last campaign in Rich¬
mond the committee raised J35.000, but
expects to cxcell that amount during
the coming campaign, due to the fact
that there la a greater need for money
as tho war progresses.

Advantage is to bu taken of the

Jewish Holy Days, beginning Septum-
ber 17, with the advent of tho Jewish
New Year, Rosh Hashonah, which, in
the Jewish calendar, is the year DOTS, i
and which will continue until Voin
iKippur-.the day of atonement, Sep¬
tember 'Jii.to raise 11,000,000 in the
United States toward the $10,000,000
Jewish war relief fund. During the
Holy Days more than 1,000 important
cities throughout the United States will
be the scenes of special appeals in the
synagogues, and speakers have been| assigned to practically every synagogue
in the country for the occasion. It is
the purpose of the American war re-

'lief committee to raise $l,0o0,00u, and
it is absolutely necessary that that
amount be raised, for the reason that
tlM: offer of Julius Rosenwald, of Chi-
cago, to give 10 per cent of all funds
raiBcd in America up to $10,000,000, ex¬
pires on November 1. If 110.000,000 is
raised prior to that date, the com¬
mittee will receive J 1,000,000 from Mr.
Rosenwald.

In announcing the plans for the cam-
paign Henry II. Rnuenfelt, assistant to
the executive director of the American
Jewish relief committee, made the fol-
lowing statement:
"The solemn occasion, of Yom Kip-

pur has ever been the signal for
thouRhts and deeds of unseltish klnd-
n«-ss on the part of the Jewish people.
It is not too much to say that such con-

j ^'lutlons as America has thus far made
lu tho causo of the Jewish war relief
alone have prevented the obliteration,
the absolute extermination of the Jew*
ish race in many lands by starvation."

Kurthormore. they should bo an ex¬
ample to every Biuckor who should
be lirnniied with an irremovable s'.ig-
ma of disgrace and dishonor."
The writer of this unusual kind of

letter to Governor Stimrt did not sign
her name, but merely wrote at the bot¬
tom. "An American Citizen." She as¬
serted that thorft was a large number
of girls who had already signified their
intoiuio desiro to aid their country by
other than the ordinary mcanti that
th« y were afforded.
