PATRIOTIC DUTY TO ASSIST

Bureau of Mines Prepares Free Rut-
letlns, Showing Application of Sci¬
entific Methods. Lower. House
Temperatures Mean Good Health.

WASHINGTON. September 13..

Through the Chamber of Commerce of
the United States, Dr. H. A'. Garfield,
fuel administrator, has appealed to
American business to assist In the con¬
servation of coal. Dr. Garfield's appeal
appears to-day in the official publica¬
tion of the chamber as follows:

"It 1b the duty of every American to
Have coal this winter. If every family
will save a ton of coal, If every Indus¬
trial plant will save 10 per cent of the
coal It uses, which 10 per ccnt It now
¦wasted, the coal problc#i will be largely
solved. There Is plenty of coal in the
ground, but there is a shortage of cars
and of labor at the mines.
' "If every family will reduce the tem¬
perature of Its house at least 5 degrees,
it will mean that millions of tons of
coal will be saved and the health of
the nation will be Improved. This is
not a hardship; It Is a health measure,
for most Americans live In superheated
houses.
"The coal supply can be conserved

by more economical methods of firing,
by sifting ashes, .by watching the fur-
nace door and by heating only the
parts of the house In use. To do thin
is a public duty. If the householders!
of the country save one ton out ot
twelve they save 10,000.000 tons of coal, j
The Bureau of Mines states that many jplants waste as much as 50 per cent of
the coal they buy through unscientific
tiring and inadequate c-riuipmcnt.

UXOII.MOL'H SAVIXG OF COAL
"Immediate changes to efficient equip¬

ment arc in many cases impossible Just
now when our need to save Is greatest;
but efficient firing and Intelligent ef-
fprt on the part of all power plant
operators to do the best they can with
the equipment they have, would mean
an enormous saving that would make
the coal situation safe Instead of crl-
tical,
'The opportunity here for business

men's organizations throughout the
country to co-operate with the State
and local fuel administrators now being
appointed is obvious. It is the patri¬
otic duty of every manufacturer to con¬
sider the problem of scientific firing
and to see that his firemen are properly
instructed. Advice and Information can
be had for the asking from the Bureau
of Mines, which has made extensive In¬
vestigations of the whole subject of
scientific coal using.
"The solution of the coal problem

lies largely with the American people.
The government cannot save coal for
them; they must save it for themselves.
They must not rely wholly upon price
fixing, nor upon the already overtaxed
transportation system of the country,
nor upon the effort to increase produc¬
tion. nor upon the apportionment of
coal, nor upon the enforcement of the
law. All must co-operate. The con¬
sumer of com in hou.se and factory can
co-operate most effectively by the
economies huggesteri."

NO SPECIFIC ACTION

AT FIHST CONFERENCE
The first conference Is expected to

deal largely with general questions,
without specific action, except possibly
on undisputed revisions. The principal
contests will come over the war profits,
income, postage and inheritance sec¬
tions.
The House members are expected to

stand out for revision of the pre¬
war graduated war profits system and
for higher rates on "swollen" profits
and large Incomes. Elimination of the
Senate parcel post stamp tax provi¬
sion also will be sought, and there may
be light for the second-class postage
increase. Many of tl,e Senate's revi¬
sions are expected to be accepted by
the House, and a large number of
important provisions are not in dis¬
pute, the Senate having made no
changes. <

Favorably Report
Suffrage Measure

Resolution Rescued From Senate
Committee for Vcte Dur¬

ing December.
[By Associated Pren.]

WASHINGTON, September 13..The
Susan B. Anthony resolution for nation¬
wide woman suffrage by constitutional
amendment was favorably reported to¬
day by tbe Senate Suffrage Committee,
and will take place on th» calendar for
a vote at the session beginning In De¬
cember.
Whether the suffrage resolution can

command the necessary two-thirds vote
in- the Senate and later In the IIouso,
is a question. President Wilson so far
has refused to put the influence of the
administration behind it. although urged
to adopt It as a war measure.
Suffrage supporters, however, regard

getting It out of committee with a fa¬
vorable report as a forward step, and
they wclcomo the opportunity to get a
record vote on It in the open.
Without debate or objection, the Sen¬

ate to-day passed Senator Shafroth's
bill authorizing the Hawaiian legisla¬
ture to give women, who have property
and other qualifications of men, the
right to vote in territorial elections. It
also authorises the legislature to sub¬
mit to the territory the question of
giving women unrestricted suffrage
there.
