Labor's Duty in This Crisls

OUR program of war preparation has been

marred by the first great strike In the
refusal of 25,000 iron workers in San Fran-
cisco to continue at their posts. These men
have walked out and have held up work in-
definitely upon $150,000,000 worth of ship
construction under government contracts.
They demanded a flat increase of 50 per cent
in their wages, declined a 10 per cent com-
promise and insisted that they would not
leave their case to arbitration.

In time of peace this would not be dis-
quieting. There have been hundreds of such
strikes within recent years, and we have feit
only casual interest in such incldents, except
when they were staged at our own door. DBut
we are at war. We are just beginning to
equip ourselves for a {itanic struggle with
a powerful’ enemy. We are just beginning
to realize the vastness of ouy undertaking
and the necessity for throwing our full weight
as a nation into the scales. At such a time
the strike of 25,000 men in one industrial
center, men engaged in work that is of the
utmost importance, is disturbing. \We can-
not regard {t merely as a local affair. It is
netional in its bearing, and the national gov-
ernment is fully justified in exercising all
the infiuence it can command in an effort to
settle the differences. A thing like this has
a tendency to spread. Already the ship
workers of Seattle, who are at work upon
similar construction, have laid down thelr
tools, apparently out of sympathy for their
friends in San Francisco. It may be remem-
bered, moreover, that these strikes have come
within a month of the signing of a treaty
between the government and labor, a treaty
that was intended to bind both parties to
an amicable adjustment of all disputes while
the war lasted. The Pacific Coast strikers
may not feel that they were parties to any
such pact and that they are not repudiating
it. Even so, they are unlon men. and it
was union labor which pledged itself through
its national offlcers to the agreement with
the government.

It Is the clear duty, therefore, of the labor
leaders In the present situation to keep the
falth. They owo it to themselves and to the
great organization of which they are spokes-
men to take over the entire San Francisco
controversy and settle it without delay. We
do not presume to say that the iron workers
of the Californfa shipyards should continue
at work under the existing scale of wages.
Wa do not know anything about the merits of
the dispute or the justice of the demands
which have been made. But we feel, as
nost anxious people [eel, that labor owes
exactly the same loyally to the government
in this erisis that capital owes., that the sol-
dier owes and the farmer owes. And it is
the duty of iezbor's leaders to ifmpress this
fact upon the gréat body of men whom they
represent,

President  Wilson fully appreciates the
fmportance of a common basis of under-
standing, whereby all Interests directly af-
fected by these labor disturbances may find
& way of reconcilement. To this purpose he
has announced the appointment of & special
commission, headed by Secretary of Labor
Wilson, to represent him personally in a gen-
erul juvestigation of conditlons. This com-
wission will spend several weeks in the West
conferring  with labor leaders, emplovers,
Inidustrinl Workers of the World agents,
State Governors and others who may be able
io throw light on past disagreements and
exert influenco fer future industrial harmony,
§0 neccssary to the sunccessful prosecution
of the war. It is hoped ond believed that
the information gathered by this commission
will prove productive of splendid results
when made accessible to the President for
such action as he mnay see fit to take in the
effort to put a stop to these strikes.

Where Is the Opposition?

HE other day thie United States Senate

pessed a bill authorizing a $11,000,000,-
000 bond issue without a dissenting voice.
This wes the first war measure that has come
before that body that did not find arrayed
against it a group of Senators who have de-
bated and delayed for days, and sometimes
weeks, action that they knew 1o he inevitable.

But all at once this opposition has sub-
sided. It may he but a temporary truce,
but temporary or not, it was highly signifi-
cant., It seems lo mean that the Ly Follettes,
the Stones and the Reeds have concluded
that they were in an indefensible nosition,
not only before the country, but hefore the
world,  Already Senator Stone has
devoted some hours In an effort to justify
the position he took upon various bills in
the earlier days of the session. No BOVern-
ment, in war, can hope, it seems, for the
unanimous support of its people. Few gov-
ernments hiave had the unanimous sipport
of its legislators. But ours is the only gov-

ernment now at war whieh has had an
element of opposition inspired direct Iy by
tho enemies of our country. The pro-

CGerman interests of America are as much the
enemies of the United States as the Germans
of Germany, and the legislator who makes
their fight in Congress cannot elaim convie-
tion as his guide. He must confess, if he is
honest, that politieal expediency {s his only
excuse,

Fortunately, the war majorities in both
Houses of Congress have been so overwhelm-
ing that the enemy abroad could derive but
little comfort from the action of the minority.
This minority has been able to ohstruct, hut
it has been unable to defeat or even danger-
ously amend a single measure proposed for
the efliclent conduct of the war. Delay has
proven serious in more than onoe instance,
but it has not proven disastrous. The ac-
tion of the Senate in passing a %1 1,000,000,-
000 credit in one day without wrangle or
