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II lookB as though fusion had broken down
In Norfolk County, as well as in New York
City, and that the two Democratic legislative
nominees Channing \V. Hull and Q. S. Davis,
will be unopposed. They are tried legisla¬
tors and havo made good records. The old
fusion combination dies hard, but its deijise
is dpe, and should not be further delayed.

It* is interesting to learn from Major
Gratfson M. P. Murphy that i'ersliiug's mou
are keeping diaries of their experiences in
Europo. These rocords will have a high
value, as well as vivid interest. They will
be 'sources of information which could uot
.well' be collected otherwise, and may furnish
warnings and guidance for those who will
latet wish to profit by the errors and suc¬
cesses of the American vanguard.

Itev. W. Russell Bowie, D. D., in announc-
iug*~that a careful record will be kept of the
members of his congregation who enter the
military or naval service of the nation, is
setting an example worthy of general imita¬
tion. The authorities of the counties and
citigk should keep similar lists, to preserve
tho^-names of those who will serve their com¬
munities in the war, for a memorial to their
patriotism and to solve many difficulties that
may hereafter arise in the settlement of
estates and in other legal proceedings.

Virginia oysters are said never to have
been more abundant and of finer quality than
at the opening of the present season. Nat¬
urally, with the cost of' living mounting
higher and higher, the demand is great, ex¬
ceeding the Bupply on the market. This is
due to labor conditions, much of the help
heretofore depended on to gather the oysters
having been diverted to other channels of
industry. In view of the relatively cheaper
coBt of ojisters, fas compared with beef, mut¬
ton and-pork, it is hoped that the demand
for the luscious bivalves and the profits of
the industry will prove sufficiently attractive
to overcome the labor supply difficulty.

The country has been warned that the
shortage of wool and the heavy government
demand for woolen goods with which to out¬
fit Its soldiers means higher prices for
woolen clothing than in the past. With the
view of holding down prices as much as pos¬
sible, government authorities are endeavor¬
ing to prevail upon the makers of woolen
gooda and clothing to uso a much larger pro¬
portion of cotton in their product than here¬
tofore. The manufacturers, no doubt, will
ba perfectly willing to meet the government
request, provided the public is like-minded
and will take readily to the mixed output of
their factories. Statistics as to the available
supply of wool emphasize the importance of
doing this, otherwise prices are certain to
climb skyward. Although the ability of the
American people to buy what they want is
beyond questioning, the needs of our allies
makes it a patriotic duty for us to restrict
our wants as much as possible, that the lat¬
ter may uot suffer for actual necessary cloth¬
ing to protect them against the hardshipsol winter.

The problem of taxation is one of the most
Intricate with which political entities have
to deal. Under modern conditions of prog¬
ress and development, property values take
on so many forms that the ingenuity of the
profoundest students of the Mibject is taxed
to its capacity to devise means for arriving
at a perfect system of equitable apportionment
and assessment. Anil the problem is ren¬
dered still more complex by the growingdemand for increased revenues to meet the
extensions of government service in response
to public needs. To the solution of the multi¬
tude of confusing questions involved in the
arrangement of a just systi-m of taxation
which shall be burdensome to no interest,but shall be so apportioned as to encouragethe reproduction of wealth in its varied
forms of investment, Virginia statesmanshiphas addressed its best thought. Though
progress lias been slow in evolving a just
system adequate to revenue requirements, it
has been steady, until to-day Virginia ranks
among the most progressive States of the
Union in having a workable plan designed to
accomplish equitable levies upon all forms
of wealth which may legitimately be re¬
quired to produce the revenue needed for
the support of its governmental activities
For tho latest improvement in the Virginia
plan of taxation and its gratifying results
in increased revenue, large credit is due our

present Governor and the far-sighted gentle¬
men who have co-operated with him In se¬
curing Its adoption. Alter only a brief trial,
but sufllcleut to Judge of Its value, the plan
has yielded results that meet the most san¬
guine expectations. It marks a step for¬
ward toward the Ideal plan which is the
aspiration of the patriotic citizenship of
every State in the Union.

Retail Prices for Coal

Fuel administrator garfield has
announced a system of profits for re¬

tailers of coal, and has invited public con¬
fidence in that system. The plan proposed
may bo very clear to him and it may be
readily grasped by the dealer acquainted with
trado affairs, but haB not much relevancy for
ua dear consumers.

In brief, the plan Is designed to allow the
retailor to have all tho margin between the
cost of his coal and his sales in 1915 plus
30 per cent of that margin. The "plus" is
an increase meant to reimburse him ^or the
higher cost of handling fuel, meaning, of
coiirso, lis delivery to our bins. The retailer
who was not in business in 1915, and who,
therefore, does not know what tho margin
of that year was, is permitted to sell at tho
market price until an adjustment can be
reached with tho government. If Dr. Gar¬
field had told us and our coal dealer, at the
satno time, that the latter would bo allowed
to mako 50 cents a ton profit or 75 cents or
some such figure, wo could have calculated
tho cost of our fuel ourselves. But to ox-
press this profit In terms of "margins," based
upon tho coal cost to the dealers two years
ago, all the while allowing the dealer to de¬
termine what those costs were, only confuses
us. We have no more Idea now than wo
had a week ago whether coal is being sold at
fair prices. We quite understand that Dr.
Garfield might have been unable to fix a
horizontal retail profit that would he equitable
in every coal distribution center of the coun¬
try. To fix a fiat figure might have allowed
ono retailer too much profit and another not
enough. But to merely inform us that we
are to pay all we paid for coal In 1915 with
30 per cont of tho dealer's margin added,
does not encourage the public confidence
which tho fuel administration has sought to
engage. Incidentally, the fact may be noted
that tho mine prices havo been increased in
about a scoro of "outlying" fields. This has
been brought about within a little more than
a month of the President's order establish¬
ing tho original prices. It has no doubt
been effected through tho vigorous com¬
plaints of producers that they were unable
to mine coal at tho original figure, and, if
true, It Is only a matter of Justice to give
them more money for their coal.

Meantime, the miners In about half of the
remaining coal districts are clamoring for
higher wages. Thoy have been in pro¬
tracted conferences with the operators for
whom they work. And they have deadlocked.
Having reached thlB stage of negotiation,
they havo marched to tho office of the fuel
administrator with tho demand that the price
ot coal at the mine bo increased, which may
confidently be expected, and wo may as well
preparo ourselves to pay It.

Will La* Folletto Be Tried?

REPORTS from Washington indicate that
thero is no inclination on the part of

tho Senate to act upon the petitions urging
tho expulsion of Senator Robert M. La Fol-
lette on tho ground of disloyalty to his coun¬
try. These reports aro no doubt founded
upon fact. Tho Senato Is a close corpora¬
tion. Its members may fight desporately
among themselves, but they often fight as
desperately In behalf of each other when an
issue is raised.
We recall tho stubborn contest over the

right of Senator Lorimer, of Illinois, to hold
his seat in tho face of conclusive evidence
that it had been gained by fraud. Two com¬
mittees wero required to Investigate tho
charges against him, and both of them by
majority action held him blameless. Not¬
withstanding this circumstance, the Senate
finally unseated Lorimer, repudiating the
findings of its own committee. But this ac¬
tion was taken in direct response to public
opinion. Tho people became firmly convinced
that Lorimer was a corruptionist, and that his
presenco in tho highest deliberative body in
tho land was an indefensible thing. This
conviction made Itself felt from end to end
of tho country, and tho pressure became too
great for the Senate to resist. Tho result
was tho ousting of this man and tho purging
of our public lifo of a personality which had
seemed to disgrace it. This same public
opinion may compel the Senato to act In tho
La Folletto case. Senators at this time may
not feel disposed to give attention to the
charges which havo been laid before them.
They inay attribute these charges to pa¬
triotic hysteria or to tho passion of the hour.
And these statesmen prido themselves upon
their obstinacy in the face of passion. The
Uoubo may bo swept off its feet, they admit,
but tho Senate, never.

But wo shall soe. The demand that our
legislators, above all other citizens, bo loyal
to their country in time of war, Is not a
nioro whim. It is not the outburst of a
small group of men In Minnesota or another
small group of bankers in Atlantic City. It
proceeds from tho great body of tho Ameri¬
can people. Theso people would not con¬
sciously do injustice to Senator La Folletto,
but llttlo by little they arc arriving at tho
conclusion that he does not represent them
in tho Senate, and a representative who fails
to represent has no placo in our system of
government.

Contrary to many predictions, the draft
law Is having tho effect of stimulating tho
volunteer spirit. Tho applications pouring
into tho oflice of Adjutant-General Sale from
Chase City, Lynchburg, Clifton Forge and
other points for tho Third Virginia Infantry
Regiment is ovidenco that many Virginians,
not under compulsion to service, are ready
to swell tho State's quota of fighting men.

Tho best way for the militants to avoid
tho annoyances of Occoquan is to behavo
themselves.

Wo wore going to say no man orwoman need be loo skinny, either, but ournerve falls us. It Is so easy to toll a faL nerson how to grow thin, and still easier for afat person to do It. But we frankly admit tlii*the business of fattening up a constitutionalfeatherweiKht Is no trilling job. A Now Yorkphysician serving on ono of the draftinir bo ndswas quoted to tho effect that rejection of candidates on tho score of insufficient weight ouirhtto bo unnecessary, since a good tonic wouldprobably build up most of the skinny men ina short time. The only weak point In the doc¬tor's laudablo scheme is that he failed to specifythe tonic. We have mado a wide research ofthe tonic field, but no such remedy has everdisclosed itself to our eager scrutiny.Any one who is too fat eats too much. Thatis undebatable. We don't care how mad ourfat friends feel nbout it, nor how hlrdllko theirappetites may really be; they eat more thantheir metabolism demands. Ihit the reversedoes not hold true. Many a featherweight eatt»like a horse, yet remains a featherweight never¬theless. Sometimes, Indeed, we have seen thoweight increase very steadily when the dietwas considerably reduced for a few weekswhich tends to show that an excess of foodmay be tho burden which uses up energy thatwould otherwise bo stored as fat.There are certain genernl rules to be fol¬lowed by young folks who aro too skinny and Ianxious to put on weight. Llo late mornings.Take a short nap after lunch. Doii't indulge in 1

strenuous exorcise. Acqulro the habit of rood
posture In standing, walking or Hitting. Drink
water anil other wliolesomo beverages frooly,but <ln not wash down morsels of food with
liquids. Let mastication bo complete boforo
you drink. Include In the diet a generous ration
of sugar, candy or other sweets, as dessert, not
Irregularly. Always tako a lunch at bedtlmo;crackers and milk, bread and milk, a sandwich,
or bread and butter and sugar on. Fats and
greasy foods are not only digestible, but fat¬
tening. and should bo avoided becauso of anyancient prejudice against them. Avoid cold
baths; a warm or tepid bath Is quito as health¬
ful, and favors increase of weight. Use whole
cereals, such as whole wheat (need wheat),whole corn and unpolished rlco. These natural
foods contain vitamlnes which aid digestion.Improve the blood and render cathartics un¬
necessary.
Many young persons are underweight by rea¬

son of some latent constitutional disease, such
as tuberculosis, and therefore It Is always wlso
to have a thorough physical examination.

Is there any remedy which would
restore, the movement to a joint rendered per¬fectly stiff? W. H. G.

Answer..Plaster of Paris Is certainly stiff,obstinate stuff when set. but the stiffness of
your knee must be due to the diseiixiv of the
joint, for the application of plaster Ot, [Paris to
normal joints (or other purposes) fallAAo cause
any subsequent stiffness. If the Joint Is
ankylosed by bony union, the only remedy Iknow Is the Murphy operation for the restora¬tion of joint function, which demands a com-
potont surgeon. If there Is even the slightestmovement in the joint, patient, prolonged pas¬sive movements, electricity, hot-air baking,
massage and active exorcise will offer a goodchance of restoring function.

WORKING AT CAPACITY

Monthly Trade Lfttfr of American
Hunk. Ilevlevrn Cenerul Bual-

nena Condition*.

"Figures on basic lines as a whole
show un casing oft which should not
bo taken to mean that business Is get¬
ting dull," says the general letter on
trade conditions and business forecast
of the American National Bank for
the month of October, which was Is¬
sued yesterday. Tho letter says that
In many cases ordors aro not being
placed becauso there is little hope of
having them filled In tho near future.
Almost every Industry Is working at

capacity. Tho labor shortage, duo to
men withdrawn from their usual oc¬
cupations for war service, coupled with
an unusual number of men on strike.Is really tho only deterrent factor. Tho
report tabulates tho bank clearings In
181 principal cities of tho country,showing a gain In clearings of 29 percent., while merchandise exports are
shown to have decreased In July. Com¬
mercial failures decreased slightly as
compared with tho previous month, and
substantially as compared with last
year.
After reviewing practically everylino of business, and dwelling upon tho

various problems confronting each, tho
report closes with tho statement thatthe total value of all crops grown In
the United States is estimated at from
$13,000,000,000 to $15,000.000.000. As itis safe to assume the farmers of the
country will have at least J3.000.000.-000 more Income than usual this year,thero Is here a most Important factorIn tho stabilizing of business and in
the contlnuanco of prosperity.

Dentli of Decatur.

ron in a duel near Bladenaburg, Md.
March 20, 1820. When In command of
the Chcsapcako (1807), Barron refused
to surrendor three alleged British de¬
serters demanded by Captain Humph¬
reys, of the British Bliip Leopard, and
was attacked (in time of peace) and
captured. Tho Chesapeake wns taken
unprepared and fired only one gun dur¬
ing the action. Barron was court-
martialed and deprived of his rank
and pay for five years. On his return
to duty he was refused an active com¬
mand, with a result that a duel was
fought between him and Commodore
Decatur, who had oppoRod him, and
the latter was killed. Barron, thoughseriously wounded, finally recovered
and in 183B became senior officer In the
ngiry.
