j School of I.ocnl Kronomr Announces
Afternoon f'lasae* In Hejilth

anil Social Service.

The Richmond School of Social
t Economy, a training school for social
workers and public health nurses,
announces the beginning of a new

course of instruction for social work¬
ers. The school, which began on Oc-
tober 1. provides in its morning and
afternoon classes a course fur social
workers and public health nurses who
are preparing for professional posi¬
tions. But to provide training for vol¬
unteers briefer courses arc to be
offered in the afternoon classes. This,
of course, is the result of the creat
demand the war has made on the great
body of professional nurses and social
workers. It is essen'.ial. therefore, to
increase the body of the profession an.,
the volunteer workers.

It is hoped that a larpe registration
In these courses will follow their .an¬

nouncement. Already the nurses of
the Instructive Visiting Nurses' As-|
sociation, of the Health Department.1
of the senior class of the Memorial
land the Sheltering Arms Hospitals have!
registered in these classes, which are
as follows.

1. General introduction to social
work. Tuesdays and Thursdays from
5 to 6 P. M. This is a course tn gen¬
eral principles and methods, and will
cover in a briefer and more concen-
trated manner all the subjects of tho
regular courses in the social work
department.

2. Social science. Wednesday from
j4 to 6 P. M. This course is offered
through the co-operation of the faculty
of Richmond College, and will cover
the principles of economics, political
science, eociology and social psychol-
r,gy. The lectures will be given by
Professors D. R. Anderson. W. j.
Young, IC. Ij. Ackiss and D. N. David-
son.

3. Preventive medicine and public'
health. Mondays and Fridays from ]
4:30 to 5:30 P. M.. under the direc-
tion of Dr. Knnion G. Williams. This
is principally a course covering all
the phases of sanitation and the pre¬
vention of communicable diseases.
These courses will begin in the week

of October 22-29. The first and the
third are eight months' courses of two
terms. No. 2 will end February 1, at
the ending of the first term.

FREIGHT CARS OF A SIZE
Railroads* War Hoard Inimeurate*

.Movement In Klcclit Olreotlnn.
Cam to He Stnrdnrdl/.cd.

At the meeting held in Washington
last week under the auspices of the
National Association of Cotton Manu¬
facturers, Howard Elliott, of the Rail¬
roads' War Board, announced that tho
board has appointed a committee on
the standardization of freight car# to
thirty, forty and fifty-ton capacity, re¬
spectively.
Commenting on this movement, tho'

Manufacturers' Record says: "If stand¬
ardization of freight cars Is accom¬
plished to the satisfaction of the rail¬
roads and the public, a great step for¬
ward in transportation afTairs will
have been taken. Standardization of
certain features of freight-car con¬
struction.couplings, for instance.is
already a fact and lia3 existed for some
years, but standardization as to length,width and height of cars with regardto capacity is yet to be realized. For
instance. If it can bo aerang:c? that a
box-car of, say, thirty-ton capacity will
be built of such and such dimensions
it will be known by all railroads, and
to all active shippers at least, how
much that car can carry of any givenproduct. There would be no need fordoubt on the part of a shipper as tohow many cars he would have to order
10 load any given shipment, and the
same knowledge would apply to equip¬ment of other capacities and types,gondolas, flat cars, hopper cars, etc"
