WITH THE AMERICAN ARMY IN

FRANCE. November 2..Some of the
American soldiers who have Just been
relieved after service In the trenches
had thrilling: stories to tell on return¬
ing to the billets. On clear days es¬

pecially, German snipers became ac¬

tive. Bullets went singing harmlessly
? .overhead. American infantrymen were

told off to uttend to any sniper who
became active and more than one of

*" *'lcro will snipe Americana 110 more.
This tame of sniping the sniper was

highly popular. The only' complaint
beHrd to-day was that there was not

^
enough rifle shooting to satisfy the In¬
fantrymen. Several of the soldiers said
they went out to light but did not get
enough. There Is no scarcity of expert
riflemen when a sniper starts In.
A colonel had an exciting experience

when the Germans nearly cot the range
of an observation post In which he
and his aid were. They lost no time In
takinj temporary cover.

Th..- artillery on both sides was rather
more active during the last few days.

,
*n wl>ich tjie first contingent of Ameri¬
cans was In the trenches. The Ger¬
mans shelled the back areas and ap¬
proaches, putting shrapnel and high
explosive shells in the direction of the
trenches and battery positions. Aside
from livening up things for a while
nothing was accomplished bv the
enemy.
The Infantry In one section had quite

« lively time two nights. Th* Germans,
thinking a hostile patrol was near
them, opened fire with their rif.es at
the point where the opposing trenche*
are nearest The Americans let the
Ocrmans fire for a time and then they

»_,themselves began to Are.
Several German airplanes, which flc*

.over the trenches. eere targets for
rifles and machine guns.
The morale of the Americans Is dis¬

tinctly pleasing to the French. The
troops marohed out of the trenches in
the dark, their wet and muddy clothes
< tinging lo them. As soon as they were

out of hearing of the Germans the
men swung along whistling or singing.
OOlcers of all the groupt- commented

on the remarkably small amount of
sickness which developed. There are

some bad colds, but as far as reported
1 here are less than half a dozen cases,
including "trench feet" and pneumonia!

An officer said the splendid physical
condition of the men was responsible
for this showing.
The battalions sent in t-» relieve the

men who have Just left the trenches
found the ground frozen when they
came up. The sector remains normal,
according to the latest reports avail¬
able.

offices. A committee has been work¬
ing, under instructions of Commission¬
er Daniel C. Itoper, for some time, its
recommendations were put into effect
by order of Commissioner Itoper.
Perhaps the most important change

is the designation of the present chief
clerk, Paul H. Myers, to the newly
created position of executive attorney,

Controlling Crushers.

WASHINGTON. November 2..Itegu-

latlons to prevent hoarding and specu¬
lation in cotton se<-d and cottonseed
products will be issued to-morrow by
the food udministrution. Ginners. seed
buyers, merchants, crushers and re-
llners were put undT license Novem-
bcr 1.

"The chief object of the regulations,"
said a food administration announec-
ment to-day. "are to protect the pro-
ducers by controlling the various fac¬
tors who handle th«> cotton seed on

its way to the consumers, and to insure
that at no step in the process does
any one receive more than a reasonable
profit.' The food administration hopes
to impress upon th<> millions engaged
in producing, handling and manufac¬
turing- cottonseed products that it Is
their patriotic duty to place their goods
on the market as rapidly as Is needed,
and to eliminate wasteful methods,
which reduce the amounts available
for consumption."
The rules will provide that a licensee

acting as a merchant or seed buyer
ahull not keep on hand for a period
longer than sixty days any quantity of
cotton seed exceeding twenty tons. A
crusher will not b«> permitted to have
on hand or under contract any greater
quantity of cotton s^-ed than is equal
to his normal crush for sixty days,
nor to hold any cotton seed for a

longer period than sixty da.vs, except
.during the period of actual operation
of his mill. Crushers will not be per¬
mitted to hold any oils longer than
sixty days, nor to have on hand at any
time a quantity of oil exceeding thirty
days' production.
Crushers will not be p«rmited to buy

or sell any cottonseed oil other than
that of their own manufacture.
Dealers in cottonseed meal and cake

will not h»- allowed to have any con¬
tract for shipment or delivery more

than sixty days from date of such con- »

tract.
A general provision is that no

licensee shull have on hand or under
contract any cotton socil or cottonseed
products In excess of the reasonable
requirements of ills business for a rea¬
sonable time.

Profits will" bo determined, not by
the market or by replacement value
at the time of sale, but on a basis of
a reasonable advance over the cost and
the expense of dolnK business. Thus
nothing would be gained by holdingthe products for hlKhcr prices aft* t It
left the producer.

CIRCUS ENDS SEASON !
WITH SHOW IN ROUND

Animals, Tents ami Piintpiieriiulia
Arc Sent by Special Trains

to Bridgeport.
liAItGK FOKC'H IS PAID OIK

Many of Workmen Kntl Season's Kn-
naKenient Here.I'erformaiice Is
Knjoyed Despite Stinging Cold
Wind Whistling About Tents.

Knrly this morning when th*- last
car In the last section <jf the circus
train had been loaded and several hun¬
dred workmen gathered around the
cashier's ofllce to draw their last, pay
checks for the season, Joy rpit;tied in
the camp of liarnuni and Bailey's
Greatest Show on Karth. Richmond
was the last city on the circuit, and,
after "workinn" twice yesterday, the
tented city was packed aboard special
trains and started for its winter quar¬
ters at Bridgeport. Conn.
When the equipment will reach that

city was the cause of much specula¬
tion among the show people. For
weeks the railroads of the country
have been badly congested. especially
along the Atlantic Coast. Train move¬
ments are confined almost entirely to
troop trains and government supplies.
The circus during the end of Its season
experienced considerable difficulty at
times In moving from city to city, and
that was largely responsible for its
lateness In reaching Richmond.

In the early morning hours yester¬
day the special train pulled into this
city. Railroad facilities near the show
grounds, located at the corner of Broad
Street and the Boulevard, were not
available, and the equipment was haul¬
ed from down-town yards. No time
was lost in raising the "big top," and
long before the hour of the afternoon
performance, everything was In readi¬
ness for the show. The attendance was
one of the largest ever seen at a cir¬
cus in Richmond, despite the chilling
atmosphere which ..aused the audience
to shiver In its seats.

WORK OF ACHOIIATS
Under the "bit; top" last nluht sev¬

eral thousand . people were crowded,
braving the freezing air. The t»-nt.
close and well put up, cut off much of
the cold, but feet wer quickly chilled.
The audience, however, remained until
the end of the performance. With
abbreviated costumes, the night was
not In accordance with the wishes of
the performers, and to keep warm they
"worked" in a hurry. The ddet" pep

pleased the crowd, while the antics of
the half-hundred clowns brought forth
rounds of applause.
Performances on tho two stages ami

three rings were on a par with any
i vor seen In Kiehtrond. and many were
much better than the acts that "get
l>y" in vaudeville. Despite the un-
t'avorahle conditions under which the
actors worked, the entire performance

It appeared
as if a champion football match were
in progress, as the negroes went pell-
mell into a heap in the center of the
tield with poor "Molly" underneath.
Finally one long lanky negro rose up.
giving a yell and holding high the
trophy of the hunt. Kaeli negro's
mouth was watering as they all were
called back to duty.
