tie says, after all. is the only tit form
jf government for Russia.

It is this design of the Bolshevlki,

.eirime. Active propaganda has long

Daniels, the war Imposes on eqWal bur¬
den on men and women, and it iH part
of women's far-reaching work that the
bravo lads at the front may be en¬
couraged to "ro 'over the top'.and
smile."
Mrs. Daniels aaid that her four sons

had been the inspiration of her life.
Her brothers also are military men.
and she knows what war means to the
mothers and sisters of soldiers in stress
and worry and anxiety. It has been
her experience, she said, that the men
in this country have lived up to what
the women expect of them, and when
the women demand a "single standard"
for men and women, then the single
standard will be a fact.

Mrs. Daniels spoke with deep convic¬
tion of the value of the "hostess'
houses." whtch are Important features
of the war work policy of the V. \V.
C. A. From the viewpoint of a mother.
with sons in the army, nhe realizes
keenly that where the right kind of,
women can come to a camp of soldiers
and s-eo and talk to their sons and
brothers, husbands and sweethearts,
the wrong kind" of woman does not
dare to p'.iow her face.

Mrs. Daniels stressed the fact .that
to carry on the great work planned bythe War Council, St.000.000 would be
needed, since the work was no longerconfined to America. There are nine
secretaries of the Y. W. C. A. now inRussia and twenty-one in France, andthe call was urgent for moro workers
in the devastated countries of theallies.

Miss Katharine If. Hawes, president
of the Richmond V. \V, G. A., and a
member of the National War WorkCouncil, followed Mrs. Daniels in a
brief address, outlining more specific- ]ally the plans of the council. Miss
Hawes is always a popular speakerbefore a Richmond audience, particu-lurly an audience of young people and'
the mothers of young people.
Quoting Mrs. Daniels with whimsical

humor, she began her talk by sayingthat her boys had been an Inspiration
to her, and that the reason she loves
girls so much is because she loves boy*
no much, and that there is nothing
nicer in the world than boys.exceptgirls.
Miss Hawes spoke first of the hostess

house at Camp Dee. which has been i
erected to meet the needs of. girl3 and
women who are coming to the camp to
sec their men folk, and which will be
"a little hit of home" for the woman

of relationship occasioned by presence Jof soldiers.
These arc only conditions that face

thousands of American girls, but when
it hrcomes a <|uestion of the girls In
the cpuntrics of Furope, conditions are
unspeakably worse for them and fo*
the American girls who have gone out
as Red Crc.«s nurses to do duy after day
the grueling work in the base hos¬
pitals.

"Since we asked for a million last

become fourfold, so we are now asking
for $4,000,000 instead of $1,000.000."

Fact That It Is Spared Bombard¬
ment Leads to Belief Supreme

Smash Is Being Planned.

COUNT ON SURPKISE ELEMENT

As to Possibility of Whole Splash
Being Used to Mask Retreat, There
Is Nothing in News to Strengthen
Theory.
LONDON*. December 14..Why are

the German gun* "laying oft" of Flan¬
ders?
That is the only front that has not

yet heen subjected to concentrated
bombardment since Hlndenburg began
the massing of his maximum strength
in men and guns In the west, lie
started at Cambra I, followed It up with
Infantry assaults, then switched to Hie
French front. Verdun, Alsace, the
Ithelms sector, the lines north of tho
Alsne and in the Argonne.all have
been "In for" terrllic drumming, nnd
to-day his heaviest ploccs pounded the
Champagno front.

Often. In previous offensives, when
one sector has been spared by the
preliminary bombardments. It turned
out to ho the spot where tho blow
was struck, great advantage lying Inthe surprise element and in the oppo¬
nents having drawn reserves away to
the bombarded fronts. Military crlt-
ios here venture tl\e guess, there¬
fore. that the supremo smash will
come near the sea. Many believe It
will be a plncer drive, with Verdun
and Calais the chief objectives.
As to the possibility that the whole

splash now being made by the strongly
re-enforced Germans In tho west!
may be intended to mask a retreat, jthere is nothing yet In the news from
the front that might tend to strengthen
that theory. Still there are some who
cling to It. Their argument Is that the
Germans micrht well afford to get out'
of the awkward Flanders position,!
provided they can make peace with
Russia, and hand that achievement to
the people as a consolation for dlfsap-jpointment, and, further than that,'
could point to the powerful concentra-
tifcn In tho west, coupled with the
elimination of Russia, as insuring suf¬
ficient guarantee for whatever way jhappen in the spring.

tills case, which was a test yase to de¬
cide whether tho physician's certificate
was necessary or not.

Thomas W. Shelton represent¬
ed tlie Southern Express Company, and
announced that 011 Saturday afternoon
ho would argue bofore the justice a
motion for an appeal. Alfred
Anderson, of Norfolk, also represented
the Houthorn Express Company. Wil¬
liam M. Crurtipler was attorney for the
plaintiff. lloworton claimed that lie
was willing to sign an affidavit that
the whisky was ordered for medicinal
purposes, but that he refused to get
a physician's certificate.
