Revival in Shipping Brings Prosper¬
ity to American Seaboard

Towns.

ONCE BUSY MARTS OF TKADfc

Same Spirit That Ma<lr, Old Salem
Klrh Now Seen in Merchant Ma¬
rine's Development. New Ports
Springing Up.

WASHINGTON. February 3..One ef¬
fect of the present rapid expansion of
the American merchant marine is a
sudden anil unprecedented revival of
business at certain American ports
which a. few years uk<j were thought
to have passed their zenith.

Hath, lie., is cit«:«i as an example. In
thi prosperous nineteenth century days
of Bailing ships Bath was the coun¬
try's leading shipbuilding port. It de¬
clined steadily after the iutrodij'itlon
of steel as a building material.
Now Bath, building both steel and

wood vessel.", is so prosperous that the
housing of the workmen taking jobs
tliT< is n pressing problem. The same
i:t true of several otlw r North Atlantic
ports, while in other sections por,ts
«rr springing dp where none existed
before.

t'lose observers ..f the present revival
in shipping say that before the I'nlted
States Shipping Hoard's present con¬
struction plan is completed. a plan by
which a vnat new merchant licet is to
be brought into beinn.the develop¬
ment of American port will parallel on
.< larger scale that which took place
in the "good old day of the square
riggers."

In earlier times*, as at present, every¬
body in a port touched by the pros¬
perity of seagoing was Keenly inter-
e-ted in shipping. I'rcsent-day secrecy
about contracts, sailings and dividends,
had its prototype in the secrecy that
envelope! such matters more than 1"0
yen.'s ago. in a score of American
ports, notably in Salem, Mas:.

In those days, we are told, "rival
merchants sometimes drove the work
of preparation for vov.ikcs night and
'lay. Ships which set out for foreign
ports were watched when they slipped
their cables and sailed away by night."

In those times there was a more per-
sonal touch in voyages than now, as
every man making a voyage was al¬
lowed a certain spa'C in the hold tor
goods of his own. I'eople in the home
p^rt of a ship outward bound intrusted
their saving;- to their seafaring neigh¬
bors for ventures in far countries.

This spirit of commercial adventure

is finding expression to-day on a larger
and i'ss personal j-'-ale, -.ay the expert
of the Shipping Hoard: ar.d these stu¬
dents of conditions trace the present
enthusiasm of the nation for seafaring
to beginnings in definite periods in
which our old-time ports were at tlu
height of their prosperity. In to do¬
ing. they cite Salem as a good example
of what a venturesome people may gain
upon th rsca.
.Salem at one time stood at the head

of the cities of the I'nlted States la
the value of us imports.

I :i 1 SI 2 It had 125 ships in the deep-
water trade, and of these, fifty-eight
were East Indiamen. These vessels
brought home cargoes of fabulous rich¬
ness.silks, indigo, spices, ivory and
other products of the Ear East. They
also traded to European ports with
great profit.
There are old people living in Salem

who remember when the city's ancient
warehouses were full of "hemp from
l.uzon. pepper from Sumatra, coffee
from Arabia, palm oil from the west
enast of Africa, fottnn from Hornbay,
duck and Iron from the Baltic, tallow
from Madagascar, salt from Cadiz,
wine from Portugal and the Madeiras,
figs, raisins and almonds, from the
Mediterranean, teas and silks from
I'hina; rum. sugar and molasses from
the West Indies: ivory and gum-copal
from Zanzibar: rubber, hides and wool
from South America: whale oil from the
Arctic and Antarctic, and the sperm
from the South Seas."
Salem ships were pioneers in open¬

ing new routes, of commerce. Salem
merchants were the first to bring pep¬
per from Sumatra, rubber from South
America and coffee from Mocha. The
Salem ship Recovery. Captain John
Tiopes. was the coffee pioneer, and be¬
tween the landing of her first cargo of
the fragrant berry in 1T0S and lSOO,
Salem imported not less than lC.Of'O,-
000 pounds of Mocha coffee.
Salem men were perhaps no more

active than other American deep-water
sailors of the period, but their records
were better kept.
Kxamlning the causes of Salem's

great fame won upon the sea. a recent
historian of the merchant marine found
that it was "not in her harbor nor in
her store of shipbuilding timber. . . .

It was Salem men. . . . Americans
of the Americans who built up the ro¬
mantic commerce that left no sea tin-
visited. no land unexplored. . . .

Their business required iron will and
iron nerve, a noble imagination, belief
In themselves and in their fellow-man."
The case of old Salem, and of the

newer ports now flourishing under the
impetus of the country's present com¬
mercial expansion, convinces the mari¬
time specialists that the qually which
won in both cases is a constant one,
being nothing less than American en¬
terprise.

BRITISH HOUSING PLANS
FOR AFTER-MR PERIOD

(jovcrnmont to Provide Small, but
Artistic, Modern Huihlin^s for

Working People.
WIIX itl IM) BOO.OUO IIOMIIS

Pluj'Kronnd.s ami Provisions Aealnst
Overcrowding Called For in He-
port of Technical Committee of
Tow ii'l'lntmiiiK Council.

WASHINGTON*. February 0.A copy
f the report of i'on.suI Mcllrlde, of

London. which has just been received
by the government, shows a curtail¬
ment of building operations.
A law prohibiting construction work

of all kinds in the United Kingdom
went into effect souii after the out¬
break of the war, ami since that time
no building operations have been a 1 -
lowed the cost <>f which wouhl exceed
£500 (roughly, Jj.r.00). This floes not
affect construction work undertaken
by the government or buildings erected
under j»«.. i1 licence for v ar purposes,
but the complete cessation of the con¬
struction of residences in now resulting
iti a decided shortage of houses, es¬

pecially marked i:i the districts given
over primarily to the laboring classes.
It is held that during the war these
condition: will have to be borne, but
the government i? fully alive to the
fact that immediately after the close
of hostilities a comprehensive program
must be. undertaken to solve the hous¬
ing problem.

'l'he technical committee set up by
the national housing and town plan¬
ning council has now submitted its
interim report to the local govern¬
ment board. The committee took as
a basis of its Inquiries the statement
by the president of the local govern¬
ment board that 300.000 houses for the
working classes shouhl be built by
the state in ICngland and Wales alcfoe.
This estimate doe* not cover the press¬
ing needs of Scotland. It is said that
in order t > carry out this program the
organizing fbility of at least one-half
of the employers in the building trades
at 0 the labor of .100.00') men will be
required. 'I be committee points out
that if 200,^00 urban and 100,000 rural
houses are < iccted, this will do no uicr_>
than to make u.i for tho shortage «>r
new house, directly due to stoppage
of building during the war, and will
h-ave untouched the general housing
problem with overcrowded dwellings
in town and country.

The report says that it will be neees-

arv a*, the close of the war to ask
t!.% tenants of the new houses to pay
higher rents than those current before
the war. Vor this reason the houses
must I .» made attractive to be well
worth the extra rent charged.

It is recommended that the govern¬
ment should furnish money for these
projects only when the general plan of
the housing estate or area meets with
the local government board's approval.
Tiie areas should be laid out on mod¬
ern town-planning lines, and the num¬
ber of houses per acre in urban dis¬
tricts should not exceed twelve. Re¬
creation grounds, playgrounds for chil¬
dren. and open spaces should be pro-
vided. No house shouhl be more than

yards from a playground, which
should be accessible without crossing
a main road. I^ocal authorities should
have power to exclude heavy traflic
from the residential streets, and it is

further provided that residential
streets may l»o narrow. Iiut main roads
should he sufficiently wide t«j accom¬

modate. all traffic.
The report also calls attention to the

fact that the supply of bricks and
stono for 300.000 houses is a question!
of considerable Importance, though it
U not regarded aa an insuperable cl i111 -

culty. At present the brick-making
industry throughout the country is not
In a prosperous condition, and it was
pointed out that some action should be
taken for keeping the brickyards in
efficient working order so that large
stocks of bricks will be available at
the close of the war.
