VIRGINIA NEGRO FARMERS
MAKING MUCH PROGRESS

An They Prosper I'mler Mmlorii Hiile«
nnil ln*1 ruction* They tlilllil
Churches nnil Sclioolliaii*c».

HAMPTON. VA. June 2!' The col-
ored farmers in Virginia are h-ginning
to see daylight in their upw.trd strug¬gle from poverty and ignor;. John
It. Pierce, district negro agent in chargeof negro f.irni demonstra*t .. work,!with whom the Virginia cmiitiv agents jconducted demonstration work, raised
practically ;ill their home supplies:
opened new bank accounts. and 1,233
increased their bank deposits
Some people have declared that col¬

ored farmers do not know how to use
their money and therefore should be
satisfied with a bare subsistence. This
is what lias happened to some of the
colored farmers' increased earn -.us. ac¬
cording to the district agent's report:

In Brunswick County one new patent
roller mill was installed last \<:ir; in
Caroline County two were installed.
The following ch'irchos were remod¬
eled: Now tlrove. I.unenburg County:
Morning Star. Nottoway Coun''-: Mt.
Marlah and Cypress. Surry County.In Carolina County eight *- raded
school buildings were constructed at
an average cost of $1,500 each.
W. Young, of Greensville County,is one of the progressive farmers with

whom demonstration work h:.s been
conducted. I {r- owns f>'< 4 acres of land
and has large barns and granaries suf-
fi-ient to shelter all his live stock and
feed, machinery and farm tools. lie
has seven horses and mules, live rows,
fifty-one hoes, one pure-blood Jerseyhull, and one pure-blood Berkshire
boar. His improved machinery in-
eludes a tractor engine, gang plow and
disc, mowing machine, stalk cutter, ma-
n'ire spreader, corn, cotton and peanutplanters, fertilizer drill, corn shredder!and hunker, and coiton gin. His sue-
cess as a farmer is a great incentive
to others.

Agricultural fairs were held in the
seventeen counties In which colored
farm demonst rat ion agents are at work.

CASH-AND-CARRY SYSTEM
GETS ANOTHER BIG BOOST

Richmond Produce Bxohanjce at llt-
qupit of Govrriiiufnt Adopts Weekly

t'redlt, Srjtfin With Hrfallria.

The Richmond Produce Exchange
held a very Important meeting Friday
evening in which action was taken that
means a long step in the direction of
inaugurating a strict "cush-and-carry
system" In Richmond. A lotter was
read from the food administration
heartily approving former efforts of the
exchange looking to this end and the
administration further urged the com¬
mission and produce merchants to come
to the help of the government by mak¬
ing it possible in all ways In sight to
have business done at less expense.
After mature deliberation and not a

little discussion the exchange adopted
what is termed the weekly credit sys¬
tem, that is, requiring all of their cus¬
tomers among the retailers and market
men with whom they have been in the
habit of keeping accounts to settle tip
in full once u week (on Wednesdays)
and not »o wait for a collector to call,
but t<> brint; the money to the commis¬
sion men's otlico every Wednesday
morning when they come to lay in (that
day's supply of goods. This system is
to go into effect July 12 and after that
date all bills will have to be settled on
Wed nesda y.s.
A form of letter to the retailers and

market men (th%ir customers) was
agreed upon, which the Cary Street and
Thirteenth Street men were mailing out j
to their customers yesterday. The let-'
ter explains why the action was taken
and the reasons the food administration
;i.-kei| for It and then reads: "With'
these facts and conditions before us.
and with att earnest desire to comply
with the wishes of the government,
that all business oe conducted with all
possible economy, both as to expense
ard man power, our merchants have de¬
cided lo adopt the weekly credit sys¬
tem; to dispense with collectors, and to
earnestly request our customers to
whom credit is extended to settle their
accounts in full not laler than Wed¬
nesday of ea. li week following pur¬
chases and at our offices."

1'resident Carpenter and Secretary
Hardwicke, of the exchange, yesterday
expressed the opinion that there will
be no trouble whatever In carrying out
the rules adopted, as the retailers and
market men will readily see tbe neces¬
sity end the reasonableness of the re¬
quirement and patrloticallv acquiesce in
th« operation of the plan. It Is fur¬
ther believed by many of the com¬
missioned men that this will further
lead to the'adoption by all of the re¬
tailers and market inen of the cash-
and-carry system.
