
HOW GERMANY TET HOPES
TO DOMINATE THE WORLD

Major Haldane Macfnll Explains Ger-
many'H War Aim So That It Can

Bo Easily Comprehended.
CITES INCIDENTS FORGOTTEN

Tells of Gradual Preparations Blade
by Huns to Subdue Nations of the
Earth.First Need Was an Enor¬
mous Navy.

[Never before the vital issuen in this great
"war of nations ha* been explained more
Plainly for the comprehension of tho men
on the street than Is expounded In the fol¬
lowing article by a military author of in¬
ternational repute.)

What are the ticriuan war aims?
Ask the average man in the

street and he cannot tell you. He
doesn't know. Jn hl« ignorance
lies our present chief danger.

If only our people' could be
brought to see how and why Ger¬
many has been scheming and plot¬
ting for many years, and how she
deliberately forced the war on civ¬
ilization because her aims were too
slow In their accomplishment, we
should have fewer labor troubles
and less carping at government re¬
strictions and the working of the
ubiquitous D. O. R. A.
They do not know that if Ger¬

many is permitted to retain "Mlt-
teieuropa" (as described by Ma¬
jor Macfalt), and which she now
holds, our existence in Kgypt and
the ISastern Mediterranean will be
In constant and most extreme peril.
They do not know that Germany

devised this cunning "Mitteleu-
ropa" plot for the avowed purpose
of ultimately taking the Suez
Canal, which they open'y describe
as the nerve center of the British
empire.
They do not know that the de¬

struction of the British empire is
merely the first step in obtaining
Germany's longed-for domination
of the world, and that no "peace
by negotiation" would ever make
her consent to abandon this "Mlt-
teleuropa" for which she went to
war.
As an example of German meth¬

ods. how few people know about
that attempt of the boches In 1906
to obtain a footing in Madeira by
threatening to send their fleet to
Lisbon if their demands were not
acceded to!
A British fleet promptly respond¬

ed to an appeal from Portugal by
moving to the mouth of the Tagus,
and news of this maneuver was
allowed to leak through unoflicial
channels to Germany.
The German Minister at Lisbon

thereupon discovered that he had
misunderstood and exceeded his
Instructions, and the British fleet
returned to Gibraltar.
Could we have thus prevented

Madeira from being turned into an
Atlantic Heligoland on our main
trade route if Germany had been
able to threaten Kg.vpt by land,
¦while our only route for re-en¬
forcements, lay through a sea mails
"stiff" with submarines?
Supposing that Germany was

thus able to squeeze England and
establish herself In Madeira, what
about the Azores, another Portu¬
guese Island possession strategi¬
cally placed for dominating the
Atlantic?

Well armod with heavy guns and
furnished with unlimited provi¬
sions. munitions and mines prior
to another war, a nice thorn th'-se
Islands would be as submarine
bases on the Atlantic trade route!
No wonder the L'nlted States, and

now Brazil, are in this war!
No. our people don't know all

these things, for our so-called
rulers for years jmst have consid¬
ered the miserable game of party
politics of more importance than
the plots for our undoing that were
being hatched in "furrln parts."
Can any man calling himself a

Briton or a friend of the allies
know all these things and still be
in favor of opening "negotiations
for peace" with an underfeated

Germany?
Can he not see the futility of ex¬

pecting any lasting peace until
the German people have learnt, by
bitter experience, that war is not
a paying business?
And what of German teaching

and character, of German faith¬
lessness and callous brutality?
How can a "peace by negotiation"
be made with such a nation un¬
less It be rendered incapable of
further evil?
To my mind, any man knowing

all these things and still willing
to advocate a "peace by negotia¬
tion" la either a new form of dan¬
gerous lunatic or a secret enemy
agent.
Whatever happens, we must hold

out until America comes in with
all her strength to take the place
of Russia.

Falling this, we shall infallibly
go down, and go down for good.

What Is the world-war about?
It is no use listening to scandal, or

the abuse of the Huns by Jingoes, any
more than to the sweet reasonable¬
ness of the gentle pacifist, or the pass¬
ing gossip of the street, about Ger¬
many. We have to go to Germany and
find out from the German what bo
made his war about, and why, and how
be intends to carry it through. It ij
not of the slightest value to consider
what anybody else thinks the German
ought to do, or is going to do. To see
through Germany's aims is what we
soldier-folk call piercing tho enemy's
.'strategy."

Defeat of German People.
From the day the Frussian stood

triumphant in Faris tho whole German
people went under his heel; tho war
of 1870 only defeated and humiliated
France.it conquered Germany. Hence¬
forth the Germans became a different
people. Day and night, from the cradla
to the grave, every German since 1870
has been nurtured in the moral ^f
ruthlessness and on the dream ot
world-dominion.
From 1890 there was not a German

the wide world over who was not de¬
liberately taught and trained to be¬
lieve in the Germans as the predestined
overlords of the rarth, as by right of
selection by nature tho conquerors of
the universe.and few challenged it.
It sounds mad, but we must not judge
the enemy's soul by our soul, nor nls
standards by ours. That way the
gentle pacifist lies.
How was the German to put the wide

world under his vile heel?
How make his contorted language

the universal tongue and his brutish
ordering the universal law?
How was he to fling down the "out¬

worn moral that came out of Galilee,"
and replace it with "an original Ger¬
man Kultur.a higher master-moral"?

Well, he saw from the first that "tho
British and their American kin wore
the supreme enemy" to his ambition.
If democracy must first be slain, Drltain
and America were clearly the enemy.
The first need, therefore, was a fie !t

.the German built a fleet. And as
commercial conquest could go on In
"pdace," Germany carried on a com-*
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mercial brigandage called "peaceful
penetration." which was soon making
the whole German people eo affluent,
that the idea of the. German dominion
over the whole world became an ab-
solu'tc necessity, as well as a dream,
In every .German home. All solid op-
position was soon nilenced.
Ko rapid was the triumph of this va?t

commercial treachery in every indus¬
trial field that one is amazed to think
of the arrogant folly of Germany in
going to war at all before her com¬
mercial conquest of the world was
complete.
However, from the Kaiser to the

scavenger, every activity and nerve a.id
energy of the whole people were set
on the conquest of the whole world.
How was it to be done?
It was certain that if Germany boldly

attacked Britain, France would at once
leap at the chance to fly at the Ger¬
man's throat, and would bring Russia
with her. Therefore. Britain and
America must be tricked into neu-
trality until France and Russia were!
first smashed and rendered powerless.
this would have the added advantage of
seeing the German assault on Britain
being carried out. not only with a sul-
len and deserted France looking on
aloof.or. rather, what remained of
France.but with Germany at the sea-
gates of Britain and commanding the
channel.
There were then set up two plana of

Timpaign. The ultimate plan, which
we had better call the first, or su¬
preme, plan of campaign.indeed, tho
German knew full well that it must 02
the supreme and final act.was to at¬
tack France and Russia. The latter
would be held off defensively.as th«j
slower to get into action, but the more
dangerous when once set going.until
France was rapidly and utterly crush¬
ed. when the invincible German legions,flushed with victory, would turn and
rend Russia asunder. Britain ana
America being lured Into neutrality tho
while. As this would give Germany a
new frontier across the North of
France to the mouth-of the Somme,the whole of the channel ports, with
He Iglum and Holland, our enemy would
be in complete possession of a jump-
.T'g off ground for the conquest of
Britain and America. Note that the
French fleet would bring up the Ger¬
man strength and complete the degra¬dation of Britain's sea power.

r>\o (icrimn Plana of Campaign*.
Perhaps the best way to make yourordinary man realize what this would

have meant for us all is for him to
grasp what Alsace-Lorraine has meant
to Germany since 1S7J. If Germanyhad not had Alsace-Lorraine she could
not have armed her troops nor mu¬
nitioned them for this world-war, for
three out of every four tons of Ger¬
man iron comes out of Lorraine; which
is to say that three out of four of her
guns, machine-guns, submarines, bat¬
tleships, bayonets, rifles, shells, three
out of every four bombs dropped out
of the night sky on London town, all
come out of Lorraine.

Will those who clamor for pcace tryand think?
From sheer ignorance, our then pro-(¦erman court and government betray-ed France in 1S71 by allowing Alsace-Lorraine to be torn from her, and we

are to-day righting a Germany thatcould not have fought us without Al-sace-Lorraine. it is worth broodingupon this, our deserved punishment. Isthere any man of real British blood to¬day Who would consent to betrayFrance again?

JSvery man ought to havehad it clearly put before him tho daythat war broke out. and his not know¬
ing It now is an absolute danger to ali.However, here it is, and as it is that
on which victory or defeat for us all
now hangs, It would be just as wellfor every man to try and get a gripof It.

Before attacking France and Rus¬
sia and striking his first great blowIn his first plan of campaign, tho Ger¬
man saw that he could make himself
a hundredfold more powerful and se¬
cure for his assault on Britain on "the
day" by carryfn* on the masterly tra-
dltion he had learnt from Blamarok of
first increasing his war machine to Its

uttermost power. To do his best: in
other words, to prepare ana perfect a
second and more overwhelming ma¬
chine for the swift conquest of Eng¬
land. as th«' supreme onslaught must
be on England herself, the German had
but to create a vast Pan-German em¬
pire from the Atlantic and Baltic to
the Persian Gulf. \
At once Germany would have a solid

central Europe.Mitteleuropa . served
by k swift railway system free from
nttack by the sea, as a magnificent
jurnpIng-olT-ground from which to leapforward to her mighty world adven¬
ture. It would split the world apart,
.md Germany would be on the wedge.By perfecting its railway communi¬
cations, Mitteleuropa is safe from all.
British attack from the sea. Indeed.it commands the Eastern Medlterrane-
an, as the Gallipot! camps gn proved,
at the same time that it »>iakcs Brit-
ain's sea power of little avail.

It would command Egypt and India,while cutting off Britain from India
and her Australian commonwealth. Ger¬
man armies could be poured at will by'.he .quickest routes into India orEgypt, their movements screened and
tecure from all attack. As Eord Den¬bigh pointed out in the Times, the greatGerman canal which is being under¬taken to join up the Atlantic water¬
ways with those of the Black Sea.would soon have seen the swift trans¬fer of German battle craft and subma¬
rines from the North Sea to the BlackSea and Eastern Mediterranean. asagainst the longer sea-»ound of theBritish voyage.
The great advantage of creating thisPan-German empire, as an ideal posi¬tion from which to march forth toworld conquest, had the additionalstrategic merit that, unlike the firstplan of campaign, which must startleEurope and put the world on its guardif balked at Its first onrush, the secondplan of campaign.the creation of Mit¬teleuropa.would not alarm or put ontheir guard even the peoples againstwhom it was designed, Britain andAmerica.
The chief excuse for it, the more toconceal its strategic aim, was to be an

arrogant and noisy claim to commore#and expansion for commerce, for com-
mereo always raised the delusion of I
peace. This commercial excuse, to
conceal her war strategy, if constantlykept before the world, would hoodwinkthe "nation of shopkeepers" and "her'.\ulgar spawn, the American," and
turn and keep their greedy eyes an¬grily to the mere commercial aspectof it. Even so, Germany would be onlytoo delighted to get wealth and com*|mercial advantage thrown In as apleasant side issue.

Confusing the Ileal Issues.
Above all, the British and American

governments were so utterly lackingir all strategic vision and guidance, as
was their press, that Britain would go
on bungling in the Balkans over out¬
worn diplomacies, little recking of the
vast real Issues arising, while it would
lull all suspicion in America, which
would never realize that her greatest
peril lay in such a strange corner of
the earth as the distant Balkans, un¬
til it was too -late, and America's bul¬
wark, Britain, was gone!
This Pan-German empire was so dog¬

gedly and skilfully developed under
the noses of all the embassies that it
was all but complete when Germanydtcided that the hour had struck. Aus¬
tria and Hungary were In It. Italy,
though an ally, was suspected, and not
allowed too much into it. Bulgaria
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was secretly party to It, as wan the
Court of c.reece. Turkey was absolute¬
ly committed to it, her tryant Knvcr
being completely bought. Roumania
and Serbia alone barred the way; Rou¬
mania was too close to Russian sup¬
port. The gate of Serbia must at all
costs be smashed in and the Pan-Ger-
rr.an map and empire would be com¬
plete. Besides, once Serbia was down
and the iron highway of the map com¬
plete, Roumania, like Belgium and Hol¬
land, could easily be swallowed.
Now the man In the street will easily

understand why Germany launched her
war over "an affair with Serbia"; will
understand why Serbia was not a mere
c xcuse for the war; will understand
why Germany fought tho heroic lit¬
tle people of Serbia with such dogged
and bitter hate, for he can now see
that once Serbia was overthrown, the
I'an-Gennan ertlpiro of Mitteleuropa
was a reality.
By the strange irony of circum¬

stances, Germany won, without war,
her whole Pan-German map, except the
gateway through Serbia. She still
hoped to bully Serbia into surrender
without a wide conflagration and so
be able to set to work to consolidate
her empire for the great war of her
first plan of campaign; but the heroic
little people of Serbia saved the world.

How Srrltin Snved the World.
So It came about that in trying to

complete her second plan of campaign
Germany suddenly found herself head-
ed on the mad career of her full first
plan of campaign. She had to launch
her vast legions at Prance and Russia.
To Germany's consternation, Britain
struck.and from that moment it was

almost inevitable that the first plan of
campaign was lost. It was Germany's
gross strategic. blunder, and was car¬

ried on in blunder after blunder.
Prom the moment that Germany was

defeated at the Marne her first plan of
campaign .wilted, and all hope of vic¬
tory in the west perished. Hopelessly
defeated in the west, the German could
only look to snatching sufficient vic¬
tory in the east to save him his second
plan of campaign.his Pan-German
Kmplre; and the moment he could get
that, then peace must be sprung on

the world at all costs.
It may be thought that merely to

crush Serbia and call for peace were a

pretty easy affair. It may bo said:
Why attack Russia before flying the
peace-dove only Serbia needed break¬
ing to complete the Pan-German map?
It so happened that Serbia refused to
bo crushed.indeed, crushed her
enemies instead! And Russia would
not allow her to be crushed.
Again, while Turkey and Bulgaria

and the Greek Court were only waiting
for a great German success to declare
themselves openly for the German, the
German armies were being defeated
everywhere, and these treacherous
partners in the Pan-German Empire
did look for some sign of German In¬
vincibility. The only safeguard for
them was for Germany to prove her¬
self able to punish Russia. So, while
the German knew that he could not
now destroy Russia, he bent with
frantic address his every nerve, and
brought the weight of his every man

and gun. to defeating Russia sufficient¬
ly to secure the Serbian gate. That
done, she would fly the peace-dove as

magnanimous conqueror, and every day
made more urgent the need for that
flight.
So Germany went to earth in the

west, nnd Jashed out at Russia.In¬
vaded Poland; was disastrously de¬
feated and (lung back. Things looked'

black for the second plan of campaign.
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so Turkey had to he called to the Ger¬
man's aid. Bulgaria dare not act, so

Germany Invaded Russia a second time,
and for a second time Hindenburg was
to wade In defeat and disaster. The
third desperate Invasion of Poland byHindenburg at last won success, and
the Russian generals, baulked by the
treachey and corruption of the Russian
court, had to fall back In one of the
most skilful retreats known to human
skill and indurance, leaving Poland in
German hands.

ntiljrarln'a Grnnri Twtohery.
So by the autumn of 1015, Bulgaria

was safe from the Russian, and could
commit the great treachery, she stab¬
bed little Serbia In the side as the Ger¬
man assailed the heroic people in front.
The Pan German map was complete.
Germany's second plan of campaign
was won.

Germany's sole strategy thenceforth
was peace; to make a peace that should
establish her Pan-German empire of
Mltteleuropa.
Now let teh man In the street get

a good, clear grip of this thing; It
means victory or defeat for him; it

means a lasting: peaco or continual and
brutal warfaro.
Do not 1st him listen to any peaco

talk or war talk about side Issues.
The boIo thln^ that matters In this
war la whether Germany comes out of
It as Mltteleuropa or not.
Victory or defeat depends on the

peace map of Europe.
Nothing else can decide victory or

defeat.
If the German, having- failed utterly

in his strategy in the west, can secure
a peace that leaves him his l'an-Gor-
man map, ho hafi won' his war. No
matter what humiliation bo put upon
nim, no matter if ho surrender Belgium
and Northern France or even Alsace
Lorraine, If ho pay heavy Indemnity
and make reparation for his crimes In
tlio west, so long as he secures Mlttel¬
europa tho German has won his war.
Finally established on that map. Ger¬

many is strategically mistress of the
world. A few years to discipline and
consolidate her new and vaster
strength, Germany can launch upon
her dream of world dominion with
enormously increased prospccts of suc¬
cess.

Why Germany Crien for Pence.
So that in all this wild talk and dis¬

tracted shouting about peace and tho
rest of It, the German shouts the loud¬
est to keep all attention from that of
which ho rarely utters a whiBper. And
the peoples and their governments,
misled by tho German hullabaloo,
raises cry and countercry.
Hut there is one thing that the Ger¬

man dreads at the peaco table; it is that
firm statement of democracy which
President Wilson's voice sent across
the seas on the day he decided that
the German law was the law of tho
brutes.that day that ho gave forth the
democratic resolution that America,
being in, would not lay aside the rifle
until the peoples on that Pan-German
map were made free. The rights of
nationalities to determine their own

lives and government and destinies
means the tearing to pieces of the Pan-
German map.tho dissipation of the
hideous nightmare of Mitteleuropa.
There can be no lasting peaco in the

world until tho peoples are free.to
make the people free is the only way
to win the war against Germany.

All other victory only means revenge
and the arming against revenge.the
shifting and reshiftlng of alliances,
with no other eventual aim but war.

The German must be defeated hero
and now, or peace will have left tho
earth. The Germans themselves can

only be made free by defeat.
Dnieper on Heart of Gorman*.

But the old diplomacies yield their
futile oflico with reluctance. The old
diplomacies died In. July, 1914, and lie
burled in unhallowed graves. Pedants
shake solemn heads over tho "partition
of Austria," as though Austria or Ger¬
many were a holy thing. Austria and
Hungary are subject peoples governed
by a sham.they are not oven German.
Bohemia and Poland, the Serbian peo¬
ple, and the Hungarians and Rou¬
manians have a right to be free. Let
the Armenians, the Arab3, the Jews, the
Greeks, the Danes be free, even If they
combine for protection! And at once

you set h. dagger at the heart of the
German dream of world-dominion, and
bring decency again to this troubled
earth.
Before he casts a vote for peaco or

war, let every man know what the
war Is. He who casts a vote for peace
out of ignorance, cartts a vote for the
most brutal militarism that has ever
defaced the earth.casts it. in nil his
sincerity of folly, for tho thing lye most
loathes. If labor delegates know what
the war is about, not a man of thom
would cast a vote against the prosecu¬
tion of the war until tho peoples were
freed, and the government would
thereby be tho more mightily strength-
