Baron Burian Thinks Face-to-
Face Meeting Would

End Struggle.

INVITES AN INTERCHANGE

In Address to German Journalists
. Austrian War Minister Seeks

to Reach Allies.

AMSTKRDAM. September 10..An cx-

rhaiigB of views between the central
powers anil the entente was tentative¬
ly sussresied by Baron Burian. tne
Au'l ro-Hungarian Foreign Minister, in
an address to visiting oerman news¬
paper men. according: to a Vienna dis¬
patch to-day.
"This reflection arises." said the

Foreign Minister: "Isn't It a crime
against humanity even to think of
completely pulling down a structure
whirh has become historical, and
which certainly, here and there, needs
improvement, hut is only capable of
improvement in <«rder to found a para¬dise in future on its ruins? The de¬
fect in this, however, is that. In ac¬
cordance with ihe destructive methods
of our enemies. It can only be created
with a much too great sacrifice.

September 10 r: =h-
teon-year-old boy s and men thirty*
seven years obi and older will not bo
¦ ailed in the'-next draft. They must
r^pivier »,n September 12 with all
others between the agts of eighteen
and forty-live, except those who have
already registered and men now in the
service, but they will not immediately
r<< eive questionnaires nor be imme¬
diately classified.

it is now planned thai ibey will not
bo railed to the colors until class 1
of the proup reBisterinK between .tires
of thirty-two and thirty-six. inclusive,
a »id nineteen and twenty has been ex¬
hausted. Then '-lass 1 of thr older
Kroup and the eighteen-year-old men
will be called, hut by that time the
r;ightoen-year-old registrants probablywill have passed nineteen years.
These facts were announced to-day

by Provost-Marshal-'Jenera I i.'rowdor.
The establishment of these two groups
was decided on, first, lo take the m
effective. man power available for
fightinc at onee, and. second, to speedthr operations of the draft.

With a total registration expectedof over 1 3.00fi,noo men, the task before
the draft boards to complete the regis-tration and classification within the
lime before which men must b>» mov-
ins to training camps seemed well-
nigh hopeless. Then the general staff
was of the opinion that in the thirties
the fighting power and endurance of
man wanes rapidly.
On both of these grounds a separa-

lion of the new registrants into two
sreneral groups, without in any way
affectinjr the classifications already es¬
tablished. seemed best.

The
previous figure* on the estimated man
power expected from the registration
of ni"n from thirty-two to forty-five
was Roi.non. and "he provost-marshai-
general expo.-is the largest part of
this to be within the aces of thirty-
two to thirty-six, inclusive.

the necessity for making claims for
deferred classification. The registrant
may make such a c.aiin, iits employer
or business associate, or the local draft
board may see t.ie necessity, or the

! and make the claim foi him, but Gen-
j eral Crowder points out that it is im¬
possible tor thu local boards to burden
themselves with tiie duly ot searching
all the Questionnaires on this point.
The provost-inarshal-general makes

an Appeal to a!J employers to scaren
their forces and see just what men
arc essential. They 'should equip
themselves with full information as
to what extent their employees are
affected l>> the liability of registrants
to military service; the extent 10 which
other influences of depletion have af¬
fected it (such ajs volunteering and
transfer of labor to war or other more
highly paid industries); the degree in
which other methods of supply can re¬
lieve the depletion (such as the sub¬
stitution of women), and they should
lay these facts before the advisory
boards, so that those groups or indi¬
viduals who are indispensable shall
receive deferred classification."
