a zenith periscope, for making vertical
observations to detect aircraft.

The periscope jtself s a tube about
2ix Inches in diameter, and abhout twen-
Ly-five feet long. This length allows
It 1o project for a distance of some
ecighteen or twenty feet above the su-
perstructure deck, the captain's peri-
scope usually extending a few inches
above the helmsman's periscope in or-
der to give him an unobstructed siveep
of the entire horizon, and the zenith
periscope, when there Is one, being the
shortest of the three. At its upper
end, the periscope Is reduced In diam-
eter from eix Inches to two, or even
one and three-quarters inches, for the
purpose of ereating less disturbance in
the sea. For {t 18 not the periscope
which is -picked up by the lookouts
of a ship under attack, but the “feath-

creased by the speed of the submarine
whith never exceeds four or five Knots
when it is using its peviscope in an
“attack. It is further decreased by the
installation of a mechanism for the
lifting and lowerlng of the periscope
a distance of four or five feet, s0 that
the submarine )is able to deliver an at-
tack with absolutely nothing in evi-
dence above the water for the grealer
part of the time. Oceasionally the
periscope may be liMed for u few sec-
onds in order to allow the captain to
correct his observations, but it is low-
cred again aimost at once.

The first periscopes, as Introduced
inte French submarines about fifty
yYears ago, consisted of an arrangement
of two mirrors in u simple tube. each
inclined at forty-tive degrees after the
manner of @ irench periscope, Lalter,
the optical qualities of this instru-
ment were jwproved by the installa-
tion of two triangular prisms instead
of mirrors, and by the introduction of
lenses to [ocus the view in the eyve-
picce. When periscopes came into more
general use about 1900, a  difficulty
arose which has now been correcied.

NOW USE MAGNIFYING LENS

TO PIUK U SMALL OBJECTS

Mnany periscopes n w in use are bhi-
focal, and by the shift of a smaull wheel,
a magnifying lens can be fitted which
magnifies, in some submarines, as high
ag six times. Dy this, signals may be
read and other small objects picked
up at long range.

The drying apparatus for modern
neriscopes is worthy of note. When a
submarine hgg-been on the surface for
some time, thealr 4n the periscopes ob-
viousgly becames of the same temperi-
ture a8 the outer air. When the peri-
seopes are submerged then the alr in
the periscope tunes is reduced in-tem-
perature to the temperature of the son,
# reduction which would condense the
moisture in the periscope tubes and
produce a haze o.er the lenses which
would entirely obscure the image. For
this reason. air :or the periscopes |s
dri€d beforeharl by passing 1L through
cialeium chloride and then hermetically
sealing the perizeope so that it will
remain dry. In this way, the periscope
is made to kKeep 18 clearness of image
despite the sudden changes in tempera-
ture which it must undergo.

The splasghing of sea water against
the outer lens of the periseope has not
been found to interfere materially with
the image, due to th: fact that & com-
plete filrh of waler |s usually formed
over the emtire surface of the ghiss
Rain i« more troublesome than sea
water in thigs respect, but raindrops
can be washed off the top lens by low-
ering the periscope into the sea for
an instant.

The periscope serves the great fune-
thon of & range-fnder on & submarine
ay well as the function of the sub-
marine’s eyes. The lower eyepiece is
fitted with a telemeter scale of fine
hair-like lines, which, by their coin-
vidence with the how and stern, to-
gether with the vertical lines of the
ship under observation, such as the
height of the stack or of the masts,
gives the range of the ship. ‘This Is
where marine camouflige, as applied 1o
allled merchanimen, is tntended ta do
fts protective work, iy nhscuring the
length of a ship and the height of its
stack and masts, by bLreaking up the
straight lines of a ship on which the
enemy periscope seeks to range, it is
intended 1o interfere with enemy sub-
marines.

Of course, the range-finding facili-
ties. which the periscope affords to n
submarine arc cxceedingly crude asn
compared wilh the range-finding ap-
paratus of 4 modern battleship, but ae-
curacy of range is a very much less
important factor in torpedo warfare
than in warfare with big zuns. There
is practically no chance of torpeadocsa
going under, and none whatever of
their going over their target, so that a
eubmarine is only concernad with find-
ing its range in a horizontal pane.
Moreover a hattleship may open fire
al a4 range of 16,000 yards, while most
submarine attacks are made from a
range probaluy within 600 yvards.
