Tlie
hospital /will consist of three frame
buildings capable of caring for 100
patients, mid will cost about *5,200.
They will be located on a part of the
City Almshouse Kami. and the euro

ed Into the city jail and boarded at the
expense of the city.

The
Hoard "f Health issued an order to¬
day. closing all shops and stores, on
Saturday evening at G o'clock, with
the exception of drug stores, restau-
rants, eating houses and those liand-
ling foodstuffs. This order is to hold
good until further notice, and is de¬
signed to prevent the spread of In-
iluenza I-i stopping the Saturday cven-
inu rush of shoppers.
The tobacco warehouses were closed

to vales to-day until the epidemic con-I ditions are improved.
The s-t nation is regarded as still

serious, with no evidence of the wane
of the epidemic.

OCTOBER 18 IS BIRTHDAY
OF CZECHO-SLCVAK NATION

I'rovlnlonnt Government In Vented In
.\ntfonnl Council. Headed by

I'rofeKiior Mosnryk .

WASHINGTON. October 18..This day
will live In history as tbo birthday
of a new nation, whoso soldiers are
scattered over (he entire globe, whose
capital in thousands of miles away
from tho motherland, hut who is light¬
ing the tight of the allied nations and
the 1*lilted States.
The t'zooho-Slovak state is the new

nation, and Its declaration of inde¬
pendence. drawn up by the national
council, was made public in Washing¬
ton and I'arls this afternoon. Tho pro¬
visional government is vested in tho
national council, of which Professor
Thomas O. Masaryk. now under sen¬
tence of death In Austria. Is the chief.
The Cssccho-Slovak nation will be a

republic, and will guarantee complete
freedom of conscience, religion, science.
literature and art. speech, the press
and the right of assembly and petition.
Only the main principles of the eon-
stitutlon, such as the foregoing, are
outlined In tins declaration as the final
decision is left to the "legally chosen
representatives of a liberated and
united people."
The declaration conclude;* with the

words: "Deinocrucy has defeated the
autocracy. Militarism Is defeated; de-
inocracy is victorious; on the basis of
democracy, mankind will bo reorgan¬
ized. The forces of darkness have the
victory of light: the longed-for age of
humanity is dawning. We believe in
democracy; wo believe in liberty; lib¬
erty over more."
