'jy prets associations late to-night from
Lasel, Switzerland, says that the con¬
tents of the note will be published
to-morrow. Another message received

is already on its way to Washington.According to an announcemen*. in the

patched tu-niglit. This newspaper also,
makes the further .-tat«metu that the
note Is conciliatory In its tone, but.
makes it clear that "Germany cannot
bow to a pi-ace which will destroy her'
future." The paper further says:,"Germany is ready fur peace of right,
i>ut not for a peace by might."
Another message received from Am-

sterdain sources declares that the sub-
marine warfare cannot cease until on
armistice has i "en agreed upon on
land and sea. This is said to l>c speci¬fically mentioned In the answer. Fur¬
ther hints of the forthcoming note are
to the effect that tJerrnany will .denythe cruelties in occupied territory as
alleged by President Wilson in his last
note. Th<* note. It is said, will "not
reject" President Wilson's demands,
but on the contrary will assert that
'further negotiations are possible."
AccOrdlriK to messages from Amster¬

dam, quoting the Germanla, Germany'sreply to {'resident Wilson will most
sitronuly protest against the accusa¬
tions of cruelty and will suggest that
:t would not be a bad idea to propose
an investigation of those cruelties. The
German reply, tho paper adds further.

stance the evacuation of the Lille dis-
trict as a showing that wanton de-
¦truction by th«» army has ceased. Pub¬
lic opinion in Prance, however, remains'
unmoved by predictions of fresh Ger-
tnan concessions and insists upon de-
manding complete evacuation of all
occupied territories, us well as military
guarantees.

New cases of Influenza in army camps

as reported* to the ofllce of surgeon-
general of the army to-day showed a
decrease of 1,402. Pneumonia cases de¬
creased 293 from yesterday, and the
number of deaths was li>5 less than
yesterday, numbering: 47 2.
Since the beginning of the epidemic,

cases reported from camps total 2S3,-
231. with 14,153 deaths. Camp McClel-
lan. Ala., with 344 new cases, led in the
number of new cases to-day.
The epidemic was reflected in the

weekly army health report issued to¬
day. showing: that during- the week
ending October 11 the death rate among
troops in this country was 200.4 a 1,000,
an increase of 150 per 1.000 over the
preceding week. Of the G,2f«G deaths
reported during the week, practically
all resulted from pneumonia and in-
fluenza.

TO BEGIN BUTTLE MONDAY
FOB CONTROL OF CONGRESS
National Campaign Will Be the

Shortest In History of Amer¬
ican Politics.

TO CHOOSE ENTIRE HOUSE

Thirty-Seven United States Senator*
Are Also to Be Elected, With Ex¬
citing Contests in Half-Dozen or
More States.

WASHINGTON, October 10..The pe¬
riod of "adjourned politics" In the na¬
tion has ©lapsed..W+tfc th® completion
of the fourth Liberty loan the political
struggle for the control of Congress
will begin in earnest on Monday. The
national campaign will be the shortest
in the history of American politics.
Only two weeks of actual campaigning
remain before election day, when the j
entire membership of th« House of
Representatives and thlrty-soven United
States Senators are to be chosen. While
tho political battle flold will thus
cover the entire country, chief Interest
centers In the senatorial contests which j
will be waged in half a doKen or more
States conceded by both i>artlcs to con-
stitute doubtful territory.

In the House the actual party
strength is divide.l as follows: Demo¬
crats, 214; Republicans, 210; indepen¬
dents. 7.

,There are fifty-two "Democratic Sen-
sttors and forty-four Republicans.
Of this number, thirty Democratic

and twenty-nine Republican Senators
continue in ofilco over the present elec¬
tion. Of the thirty-seven Senate va¬
cancies to be tilled, twelve are regard¬
ed as certain for the Democrats and
three for the Republicans. At the out¬
set of the campaign, the relative
strength of the two parties in the Sen¬
ate Is forty-two Democratic votes and
thirty-two Republican votes consid¬
ered as beyond dispute.

TJhis leaves twenty-two vacancies, of
which the Democrats concede the Ra-
publicans may fill eight, which will
bring their total admitted vote in the
next Senate to forty. Thoy claim as
Democratic certainties Colorado. Ken¬
tucky, Mississippi, Montana and Ne¬
vada, which will Increase the Demo¬
cratic vot" to . at least forty-seven,
This leaves as coneededly doubtful.
from the Democratic viewpoint, nine
States, as follows; Delaware. Idaho. Ne-
braska. New Mexico, Rhode Island.
South Dakota. West Virginia and Wyo¬
ming.

Both Senators Borah, Republican, and
Nugent, Democratic, are candidates for
re-election in Idaho, and in view of the
peculiar political conditions in that
State, it is considered as likely that
both will be returned. In this event
the Democrats would have a total of
forty-eight votes, and. in case of a
tie, the vote of Vice-President Marshall
would give then, a majority. No defi¬
nite predictions arc being made by the
leaders of either party, but both claim
thoy will control the House.
Will H. Hays, chairman of the Re-

publican National Committee, who has
establlshel general headquarters inNe*.v- York, will spend most of his time jin Washington in co-operation with the
heads of the congressional committees |of the House and Senate. Associated
with Vice-Chairman Cunnnings in the
active management of the Democratic
campaign will be Senator Gerry, of
Rhode island, and Representative ScottFerris, of Oklahoma.
