This ordinance lias several times!been before the. Council, but always wasieeoinmltted when some member wouldobject to these ite»s on tlie groundthat he believed the AdministrativeI.oard had exceeded its authority inmaking the purchases.
When the matter was last before theFinance Committee it was sent outwithout further amendment.The measure is a general appropria¬tion ordinance carrying items for liiolGas Works and many other city agen-tics. These have many bills that can¬not be cleared up until the measureis adopted.

The sclu-mo of I<cwis It. Macheii, di¬
rector of the legislative reference bu¬
reau for preserving valuable letters
written by "(lie soldiers In France to
Virginians, promises to result in a set
of several volumes of interesting com¬
munications written during the period
of hostilities.

j Mr. .Machen's exchange list contains
nearly every paper published in Vir-

j ginia, and being struck with the largo
number of soldiers" letters appearing
in them, he laid the plan of preserving
them before the Virginia Council of

j Defense, of which Mr. Machen is a

member. The council approved the
plan, which contemplates turning the
scrapbook over to Ur. 11. K. Mcllwaine.

Mr. «Machen has extended his origi¬
nal idea to take in not only a com¬
plete casualty li^i. but also other in-
uresting articles of an appropriate iia-
tuie. wnich. however, will be put in
separate volumes. When completed
ihi.-i set will, i? is thouuhl. retlect the

j.ictivities ot' Virginia soldiers more ac-
curate!> and vividly than could be
ilolie in any other manner.

Mr. Machen is anxious to receive
copies . clipping.' thai have been made
by relatives and friends of Virginia
soldiers. lie has already several
thousands of them, bu; he wishes to
make the symposium as complete as
possible. .Some of the newspapers in
the Slate he lias not received. £otnc
others he may have overlooked. There
would be no objection to having dupli-
catps, as some of tiie letters are on
both sides ot a printed paper, and twoj copies are needed for clipping. of
course, only those items that have
been printed are suitable for the scrap-
hooks.

Mr. Maclicn expects to Issue in a
few days an appeal to the people ot
the State to co-operate in making up1 such a record as the .State never ha.i
of this sayings and doings of her sol¬
diers in any of the wars in which her
sons have fought. It will constitute
a mine of information for historians
who may wish to write of Virginia's
part in tiie .world war.

WASIliX'IT-'N. January .Crea-
t Ion of a department of education and
human welfure. to be prea;ded over by
a Cabinet officer, is proposed in a
bill to be introduced in the ll>>use
Monday by Representative Uaer, uule-
petnleii'. of North Dakota.

Kiiual opportunities for r.ll Ameri-
cans. Mr. Ii;u-r says, is the keynoteof his bill, v, iii .'a provide* for a direct
campaign of Arv.ortcanization and self-
help. Nearly all of the recognized edu-
ational authorities in the countryhave enthus.astically indorsed the bill,iie says, and a strong public sentimentis expected to be developed in favor of

creating the new department. Mr.Haer .'aid:
"The bill has for its purpose the co¬

ordination cf ali our national educa¬
tional activities under one head, a
proposed secretary of education andhuman welfare. Educational activities
nre now directed through more than
eighty different oflices. divisions, bu¬
reaus. commissions and oilier agenciesof the government.
