SHARP DISCUSSION bv BUDGET

Dr. J. A. C. Chandler. Superintendentof. City Schools*. tohl the city CotyicllFinance Committee last nigh, that tho
school estimates should l>e accented
as submitted, and that It was not'
possible to conduct these institutions
on less than the $'.»72.27t> requested bythe school authorities. He explained
that the salaries were based on theDecember rate of pay and the onlyreal increase over the estimates of last
vear was $31,000 for maintenance.In addition to Dr. Chandler. ActingSuperintendent A. 11. Hill, and W. F.
Reams, chairman ot" the City .School
Board, addressed the committee on the
subject of the city schools, and 11. L.-
Davidson, superintendent of thb Vir¬
ginia Mechanics' Institute, spoke in
advocacy of the $12,500 asked by hisinstitutfc.n. Judge J. Hoge Ricks, ofthe Juvenile Court, also addressed the
committee, speaking on the subject ofthe estimates for his tribunal.
Councilman Seaton during the dis¬

cussion of school affairs criticized the
recent circular issued by the SchoolHoard. He declared that everybody jknew the City Council had no idea ofstanding for a cut to seven months
in the length of the school term, andneither was ;l favorable to the sub-gested i> mills tax. Ao the Council
had always co-operated iti Improvingtho schools, he was surprised that such
:i circular should have, been sent intothe homes of the pupils. Mr. Hill re-jplied that the circular was simply adiscussion of a proposed plan. and.wasnot meant to reflect on the Council in
any way. jMr. "»raton rrMi-ntu l-'lcorrs.Mr. Seatun presented figures to showthat 43.o per cent of the available rev-
enues ot" the city went to school pur-poses. He and Dr. Chandler becameinvolved in considerable discussion onthis question. uie latter contending Ithat the calculation was not made on
a correct basis.

In the course of this discussion. Dr. !Chandler stated that the present tax
rate of Richmond would be sutlicientif tiie city had not such a large percapita bonded indebtedness. This in- jdebtedne-ss. he said, amounted to5112.50. while the average of cities of;Richmond's class was but $72. Put
two of these cities. however, he said.had public utilities to Ik- counted in as jan offset. The speaker declared that itshould be made plain to the peoplethat the need to increase taxes was ;to pay interest on bonded indebted-
ncss, and not for any extra things tliatdepartments might be asking for.

Stiyn Itielimond 1% Wealthy.Dr. Chandler further declared thatRichmond was a wealthy city, standingsixth from the. top in per capita wealthin a list of forty-six cities of its sir.e.According to tho speaker. Richmond !cuold stand an increase in taxes of 10'
per cent, and still be the lowest city;i» the United States in point of taxa-tion.
CouncMmen Mills, Powell and Seatonreplied to Dr. Chandler and Mr. Hill!with questions regarding outside act!v-itles or "frills," which, it was de-1clarcd, the schools were indulging in.It was brought out that negro waiters [at one ot the hotels had been taughthow to wait on the table, and thatschools in dressmaking and millinerywere conducted. Mr. Mills declared]some of thes activities wrong In prin¬ciple. It was explained that seven-eighths of the money expended In suchvocational work was not paid for bvthe city, but came from the govern¬ment and State under the provisions ofthe Smlth-IIughes bill. jMr. Hill read the budget estimatesand answered various questions con¬cerning the figures presented.The Finance Committee will holdanother session tomorrow night, atwhich time any taxpayers that areinterested are invited to be presentand discuss the budget.

ROOT'S AMENDMENTS
HURTFUL TO TREATY

Senator Hitchcock Declares Effect Would Be to Make
Pact Impossible of Ratification.Senator Borah

Praises New Yorker's Proposals.
UY JAMKS IX- NOUnSB.

WASH I N G T O N, March 31..The
amendments to the league of Nations
constitution proposed by lOlihti Hoot
Were the subject of considerable com-
rncnt among Senators today. Senator
Ho rah. of Idaho, the chief antagonistof ihe league among: the Republicans,expressed himself as being: entirely in
accord with Mr. Hoot's position. llo
welcomed Mr. Hoot to the side of those
who insist, upon formal recognition
*.1 the Monroe Doctrine.

In distinct opposition to Senator
lioimh. was a statement issued by.Senator Hitchcock, who will lead the
tight for the ratillcation of the league
covenant as the representative andspokesman of the President. Senator
Hitchcock takes the position that ac¬
ceptance of tii*3 amendments proposedbv Mr. Hoot would be prejudicial to
ratillcation. The Senator announced
that he would be glad to see an amend¬
ment adopted, which would preserve
the Monroe Doctrine, but insisted that
the question should be separated from
the question of immigration to which
i: was joined in Mr. Hoot's proposal.

Slakcn Rntlflcntlon Impossible.
Most of the other amendments, in

Senator Hitchcock's opinion, would
make it practically impossible to bringabout ratification of the covenant bythe Senate.
Speaking of Mr. Hoofs first amend¬

ment. which would establish an inter¬
national tribunal for the trial of dis¬
putes between nations, even those in¬
cluding "national honor" and "vital
interests." Senator Hitchcock saic}:"In my opinion if this amendment
were incorporated in the league con¬
stitution. it would add to the difllcul-
ties of securing ratification. The
Senate has never been willing to arbi¬
trate disputes involving national honor
and vital interests. It has specificallyexcluded them. 1 can well imaginethe storm of objections to this amend¬
ment in the Senate from those who
fear tiie United States may go too far
in binding itself in advance to acceptthe decisions of foreigners, as some
Senators have expressed it. Nor do 1
think that other nations will care to
go any further than we are willing to
go in the direction of agreeing in
advance to submit questions involvingnational honor and vital interests to
the final decision of an international
court. The proposition really con¬
templates, though Mr. Hoot does not
propose it. equipping the league of the
court with military or naval powers
to enforce the decrees if necessary.

League Provision llrtter.
"This certainly is going too far.Hetter far, in my opinion, is the leagueprovision, which provides for arbitra¬

tion where the members have treatiesfor it or may agree upon it."
Senator Hitchcock said he hoped thatthe Monroe Doctrine would be specifi¬cally reserved, and that the Presidentis of the same mind.
"1 would not be willing, however, toinsist upon it at the expense of losing

LONDON, March 31..Tho House of

Commons today passed the third read¬
ing of tho military hill by a vote of
-82 to 64, after strong criticism of tho
government on tho ground of wasteful
oxpendlture and violation of election
l>lcdecs to abolish conscription.Winston Spencer Churchill, Secretaryfor War, made a vlgorou.s reply tothese criticisms. lie declm-d thatGermany and Austria were lllcely toslide into hopeleas anarchy or Prom amilitary alliance with tho Itolshevlsts.With respect to the cost of the armyof occupation. Mr. Churchill said thatafter after deducting tho estimatedfigures of about seventy million pounds jto be recovered from Germany for the 1upkeep of the Rhine army, this leftthe cost of tho army of occupation forithe present year about $005,000,000.Tho amount which was expected tobe recovered by salvage was calculated Jto pay two or three times over tho costof the armies of occupation (luring thisyear.

Replying to arguments that therewas no national necessity for the bill,Mr. Churchill declared that liolshevlstarmies were attacking along the wholefront in lOurope, and the various littlestates were In direct peril.
