Court's Opinion Unanimous.
The court in an unanimous opinionrendered by Chief Justice White heid

thai there was no ground for holding"that the prohibition of the utatutcagainst transporting liquor in intci-
statc commcrcr: "into any State or ter¬
ritory, the laws of which prohibitthe manufacture.' etc.. includes the
movement in interstate commcrcc
through such a State into another." !
"No elucidation of the text," saidt'nc chier Justice, "is needed to add {cogency to this plain meaning which

would, however, be re-enforced by the
context if there were need to resort
to it, since the context makes clear
that the word 'into' as vised in the
statute referred to the State of desti-
nation, and not to the means by which
that rnd is reached, the movement
through onf State as a mere incident
ot transportation to the State into
which it is shipped.

eral peace settlement will bo inter¬
rupted or that their consideration,
wli'ch has long been under way, will
be retarded. On the contrary, it is
expected that rapid progress will now
be made with these questions, so that
they may also presently be expected
to be ready for linal settlement.

Hope* for Enrly Settlement.
"It is hoped that the questions most

directly affecting Italy, especially the
Adriatic questions, can now be brought
to a sj/aedy agreement. The Adriatic
question will be given for the time
precedenec over other questions and
pressed by continual study to its final
stage.
"The settlements that belong especi¬

ally to the treaty with Germany will
in this way be got out of the way at
the same time that all other settle¬
ments arc being brought to a com¬
plete formulation. It is realized that,
though this process must be followed,
all the questions of the present great
settlement are parts of a single whole."

Summary of Reparation
Terms Is Announced by

Envoys in Paris.

THREE DISTINCT AMOUNTS
ARE SET FORTH IN SCHEME

To Securc Forty Billion Marks
Spread Over Period of Thirty

Years.

PLAN'S AR1<; NOT COMPLETED

Special Commission Will Devise
Means of Collecting Similar

Sum From Enemy.

PATIIS. April 1 4..One hundred bll-i lion gold marks is the amount Germanymust pay tlir allied and associated
governments for losse.s and damagecaused' in the *ar, plus other billions,
to be detennined by a special commis-s'on, on which Germany is to be rep¬resented.
This is the final and definite con¬clusion. which has been reduced to! writing after weeks of negotiations.I which took a wide range and involvedfrequent changes and modifications.

The payment of the 100,000,000.000
gold marks is tr> be d'vided into threedistinct amounts, as follows:

First, 20.000.000.000. or approxlmaIely$5,000.000,000. within two years.' Second. <0,060,000,000 during thirty
years, beginning In 1921.
Third. 40,000.000,000 when a commis¬sion shall determine how it shall bedone.
In view of the fluctuations throughwhich thg negotiations have passed,an authoritative statement was ob¬tained todav concerning the final termsof the settlement. This .sums up thoconditions as follows:

Germany Held Responsible.
Germany is at the outset held gen¬erally responsible for the losses anddamages in accordance with PresidentWilson's fourteen points and the al¬lied response at the time the armisticewas concluded. To determine the ex¬tent of the payment under this respon-testimony, assemble data, and arrangetestimony, assemDle dat and arrangeall details of the payments from theenemy and distribution among theallied aud associated powers. Whilethe commission Willi administer thedetails of the payments, suthcient isknown to permit 'the determinationthat an initial payment will be re¬quired of 20,000,000,000 gold marks,payable in two years, without Interest.It has also been determined that 40,-000,000,000 gold marits shall be pay¬able in bonds extending over a periodof thirty years, beginning in 1921, witha sinking fund beginning in 1926.

IntrreNt lLntrn flted.
These 40,1)00,000.000 Marks draw2 1-2 per cent interest from 1921 to192G and 5 per cent interest after 192G.In addition to the foregoing pay¬ments, Germany also will be requiredto deliver additional bonds for 40,000,-000,000 marks when the commissiondetermines that this shall be done.These three payments of 20,000,000,000.40.000,000.000 and 40,000.000,000 bring! the total to 100,000.000.000 gold marks?.! 00000 OuOOO 00000 00000 OOETAOINNNl' Beyond this total, the commission isempowered to fix anything furtherthat tinny be required to cover Ger¬many's indebtedness.
"In other words," concluded the emi¬nent American authority who framedthe terms and furnished the foregoingsummary, "a commission is set up witli! power to collect from Germany to theutmost of her capacity to pay. withini the limitation of lici indebtedness."

I'annruta In tiold Marks.
It is in the gold mark that oil paj-ments arc expressed In the final terms.This excludes depreciated paper marks! and fixes the standard of payment ingold. The gold mark is worth aboutthe same as the English shilling andbefore the war was quoted at 23.S2American cents.i The allotment of the 100,000,000,000marks among the allied and associa¬ted powers lias not yet been finallydecided, but a tentative arrangementmakes the allotment of France aboutjj per cent of the total Grea:Britain's allotment) between 20 and30 per cent, and the allotment of theUnited States between 2 and 30 percent.

. , . , -The text ot the opening clause of theterms, whereby Germany is held gen¬erally responsible, reads substantiallyI as follows:
"The allied and associated powersaffirm and Germany admits respon¬sibility for all losses and damages ofthe allied and associated governmentsand their nationals from the unjustifi¬able war waged by the enemy poweragainst the allied and associated gov¬ernments."
Then follows a provision for the com¬mission on payments, and extended de¬tails of the operations of the commis¬sion.

Credentials Inadequate.
The credentials committee held ilsfirst meeting today and elected JulesCambon. of France, president. On ex¬amining the credentials of the variousdelegates, the committee found many tobe Inadequate and Incomplete. HenryWhite, of the American delegation,said this apparently had resulted frorn

a failure to understand the require¬ments and could be corrected.
Many countries, it developed, failed

to indicate which two of their five
representatives shall sit as actua
delegates. This is necessary, in ordei
to determine the authorization of the
delegates to vote In the conference.
The conference commission on terri¬

torial nuestlons haa settled the prob¬lem of the Banal district south of
Hungary proper. In which Serbian and
Roumanian claims were involved, ac¬cording to the Petit Parialcn. Tho
newspaper does not give tho terms of
the solution reached, but says that the
decision respeated the rights of each
nation.

Council falls to Meet.
The council of four did not meet thi3

morning. Instead President Wilsonhad a long conference w^th PremierOrlando and other Italian leaders onthe Adriatic problem, one of the lastvital questions remalnln* to be dis¬
cussed hi the council.
