How to Grow
Carrots and Parsnips

Carrots art- one of the most desirablepardon crops from the standpoint ofproducing a large quantity of food on
a small area. They require a deeplyprepared. rich soil for their best de¬velopment. The seed may be sownabout the time frost danger is past.Plant the seed in drills fourteen toeighteen iticlics apart and about ten totwelve seeds to eaeii foot of drill.Cover one-half to three-quarters ot aninch", and as soon as the carrots areabout two inches in height, thin to an
. von stand with the plants two to threeinches apart. Where the plants are
not too thick in the row, the thinningneed not be. done until some of them
ar» large enough to use on the table
as baby carrots.

I.ate plantings <.! carrots may hemade follow inn early cabbage, lettuce,
or radishes. The secoinl or late plant¬ings should mat in >. just before fros:
and arc better for storage than theearlier planting.

Karly spring parsnips may be grownand used the same as earl> carrots,but ordinarily are planted later, are
gi\en a full season to mature, and areused only during the winter months.Their planting and cultivation is prac¬tically the same as for carrots. Par¬
snips may remain stt the ground dur¬
ing the winter and are not injured byfreezing.
