Fina laction on the daylight-zav-
repeal came after & dny inarked by
Eharp political clashes in both Houses
and {n committees, Democrats, includ-
Ing those favoring repeal, refuged
In making the repeal rider
order, and in specches on the floor
Attacked the Hepublicans as “playing
politics."

Republican leaders, however, insist-
ed that the rider alone would asgcure
early passage of the agricultural biil,
which Democrats said was certain to
be vetoed again by President Wlilson,
ff 1t Included the repeal provision.

Opponents to  inserting the repeal
provision galned strength with
vote In the House, the final action he-
Ing by a vote of 203 to 151. This fol-
lowed two tentative wvotes, which fav-
ored the ecllmination of the rider, 149
to 123. A few Democrats voled with
tha majority Republicans in opposing
the elimination, but their votes ware
mora Lthan offset by Hepublican mem-
bers.

Portland, Me, and Wllmingten, Del.,

the rallways lald before the commis-
sion evidence designed to show thay
higher fares had solved the problem
in localities where tried.

Power of Dollar Caot.

Franeis H. Sisson, vice-president of
the Guaranty Trust Compiany, of Naw
York, aseribed most of the difficulties
of the street railways to a decline of
60 per cent since 1914 in the pur-
chasing power of a dollar.

“Public authoritles racing this sit-
uation,” he said, “should not forget Lhe
they are hoiding In thelr hands the
credit of thelr savings banks, life {n-
surance companies and Investment In-
stitutions.
