plies might be held and compel dis-
posal of them after the permitted
period.

Willson for reducing the high cost of
living.

Make Further Appropriations.

Further appropriations suggested
by tha Prasident will be made quickly,
lllr.

Some opposltion to the plan
of branding all foodstuffs with the
price pa'd the producer was expressed
al the committee meeting, but no defin-
ite stand was taken against it.

Watson for Licensing Plan.

Senator Watson, Republican, of In-
dianx, expressed himself strongly in
favor of the licensing plan, but is not
incelined to favor a Fenersl scheme of
price-fixing. He believes strongly in
legislation to limit the exportation of
foodstuffs and pointed out that during
the yeur ended June 30, 1919, the ex-

rtations from the United States of
nod materials amounted in value 1o
£2,5304,000,000.
The Senator is of the opinion that
vhe exports ara largely In excess of
wkat should be allowed under the
existing stautes of production in the
United States. He said he could not
foresee how prices in  this country
will fall so long a& exports in excess
of the normial surplus are permitted.

Senator  FPomerene, Democrat, of
Ohlo, explalned to Lhe committes .that
in his opinfon Lhere Is no doubht of the
right of the Federar government to
license and control ull storage houses
whose contents enter into interstate
cornmerce. He pointed out "also " that
" e States have the right to license

aldl storuge plants and warehouses
which held goods for interstate traffe.

Principle Already Upheld.

Senator FPomerene found this aue
thority in_a decision rendered by the
Supreme Court of the United States
in the case of Munn wvs. Illinols.” in
which the valldity of a law passed by
that State to license grain elevators
was upheld. . The court ruled in a de-
clsion written by Chief Justice Walte
that the .grain elevators were In Lhe
nature of a publie utility, and as such
were Huplect to Stale regulation.

In the declsion It was stated:

“When the owner of properly de-
voles It to & use In which the publle
#has an Interest he In effect grants to
the puhllc an interest in such use, and
must, to .the extent of that Interest,
submit to be controlled by the public,
for the common good, as long as he
malintaing the use. e may withdraw
his grant by discontinuing the use.”

ELEVATOR'S EXPLOSION
GOSTS LIVES OF EIGHT

Twenty Others Injured in Catas-
trophe at Port Colborne,
Ontario.

MUCH GRAIN 1S DESTROYED

Bpontaneous Combustion Believed to
Have Caused Disaster—Financial
Damage Estimated to Have Reach«
ed Bum of $1,800,000.

PORT COLBORNE, ONTARIO, August
5.—Eight persons were killed and a
score were Injured, seven of them
serlougly, In an explosion which
wrecked the large government graln
elevator on the Welland Canal here
this afternoon.

Four of the bodies have been recev-
ered; one has been located In the debris
of the elevator and three others are
In the wreck of the barge Quebec, which
lies on the beach outside the harbor,
where she was towed to prevent her
sinking.

The financial loss is estimated at
$1,800,000. Spontaneous combustion {8
belleved to have caused the explosion.
