Newport News to confer with the 200
men whe went out on a strike there.
The Richmond committee informed
the Newport News men as to all fea-
tures of the labor controversy and par-
ticularly as to why the men should
return to work at this time. The con-

ference was held yesterday morning |

and when the members af the Richmond
committee left for home the Newport
News strikers had not reached a deci-
slon as what action they would take.

Practically all passenger and freight
service out of Richmond was normal
vesterday, although there was still a
slight curtailment of service Into the
city. All trains are expected to oper-
ate on the old schedule today, whether
they are leaving or arriving.

Rural Communities Suffer,

The curtailment of passecnger ser-
vice on the Chesapeake and Ohio dur-
ing the strike caused as much If not
more |nconvenience at the country
places along the line as it did In Rich-
mond. Citizens living in towns on the
maln line dld not recelve their morn-
ing papers until latz In the after-
noon, and in most places It was im-
possible to recelve a letter from Rich-
mond and reoly to it the same day.

Many of these country towns were
without ice for Lhree days, and for
ths same period thelr citizens were
without their customary supply of
bakers' bread, which is usually shipped
in every day from Richmond and
Washington.

the entrance of his country into the
world war.

Althougzh he had bheen in feehle
health for more than 1wo years, his
final iliness was bhrief—a matter of
days. A severe cold developed quickly
into bhronchial pneumonia, the aged
patient lapsed into uncensciousness,
and the end came as though it were
but the beginning of a deeper sleep.

In his last davs, whatever his
thoughts may have been, Mr, Carnegie
appeared as one far removed from
the affairs of the world in which he
had plaved so great a part for moreas
than the average lifetime. To his
physician he spoke only of his health
and the mode of living best suited
to it. He always appeared cheerful.

No guards were needed to induce
the people of the countryvside and the
occupants of the summer villas to re-
Spect the privacy which they instine-
tively underastood would he desired by
Mgs. Carnegie and her daughter.

visit to the estate in the early sum-
mer of 1917, as bearing a strong ra-
semblance to tha country around Skiho
Castle, in his native Secotland, that the
ironmaster decided to purchase the
property.

Estimated in Matter of Provisions

WASHINGTON, August. 11.—Food
prices are beginning Lo be lowered’in
the face of the government's campalgn
against the high cost of living.
The first jolt given market quota-
tions was the sale of the War Dapart-
ment's surplus supplies. Secretary .of
War Baker sald today that retajl
dealers, handling the commercial lines
of foodstuffs, which are simlilar to flie
War Department's supplies, have ba-
sun to lower their prices to “make
them square” with the government
prices. -

The prices will be matér-
ially lower than those in the commer-
cial market. Some ot the blankets °
have never been used; others are ren-
ovated, and will sell at lower prices,

To prevent cornering of the market
by the big buyers the War Department
has limited the maximum quantity that
will be sold to one customer to 10,-
000 blankets. The prices will be ap=

It was also announced at the Whe
Daepartment today that there would bha -
no further sales of army subsistence |
In Kurope. It Is therefore probable
that a considerable amount of what
is known as surplus will be returned
to the United Stutes and disposed ‘of.
The department says that this is duoa
te the recent resolution of Congress
relative to army food supplies, and the
director of sale in Europe has been
so advised.

The allotments of surplus food for
=ale by the War Department through
municipalities and parcel post are
valued at $83.000,000. The quantity Is
inough to give three-quarters of a
pound of bacon and a litl.e over ona
and one-half cans of otner food to
every man, woman and chiid of the
country. bl
