T T is difficult to understand the psychology

all his might. Ho has every right to be. lie
is a senatorial free agent, and while he holds !
his seat in the upper branch of Congress he
must be granted the privilege of taking either
side of any public nuestion that is presented.
IJe need only consult his own conscicneo and
his own constituency.

Hut he cannot deny his fellow-countrymen
the opportunity to wonder at some of his
mental peculiarities. He is one of those Sena¬
tors. be it recalled, who inveighed most
violently against the President for the latter s !
"refusal" to take the Senate Into his. coufi- j
dence on the issues of peace. He joined with
Lodge and Johnson and Horah in repealed
fulmination against the autocratic indiffer¬
ence on the part of Mr. Wilson toward that
section of the ( onstitutiou which gives the
Senate the right to advise and consent with
respect to all foreign policies. While the
President was abroad negotiating the peace
treaty that official did not counnuuicatc dail\
with the Senate, it is true. He did not as¬
semble the Foreign Relations Committee
around him in Paris for the purpose of niak-
ing its members parties to the proceeding.
He proceeded as other Presidents have done
to draft a treaty; then when it was completed
he came home, formally appeared before the j
Senate and submitted the. document.

I his v\ as followed by a series of confer-
enees between the President and certain mem-
hers of the Senate. They were conferences !
which the President himself invited, after
the Foreign Relations Committee had ignored
Mr. Wilson's offer to appear before the body
as a whole and to communicate to it any and
all information he had bearing upon the
treaty, the leagne of nations and the nego¬
tiations leading up to the signing of the docu¬
ment at Versailles.

1 hete conferences had barely started when
Senator Hrandegee. the man who had clam-
ored loudest against treaties "secretly arrived
at and who had been most caustic in his
condemnation of the President for not con-
lulling with the Senate, arose to charge the
f resident with tampering with the jurv. He
likened Mr. Wilson to a jackleg lawyer, who. !
after submitting his ca.ie to a criminal court
jury, sneaks around in the dark trying to "fix"
enough of the individual jurors to win his
case.

The President, according to the Brandegee
line of reasoning, engaged in foul practices
which would result in the disbarment of any
member of the bar found guilty of them
Could the mind of mortal man conceive of'
anything more absurd than this notion? p
had seemed that Senator Sherman and Sen¬
ator Reed had reached the utmost limit of
absurdity in their assaults upon the President,
but they have been outdistanced bv the Sen¬
ator from Connecticut. He has set a new
record in that direction. He must be awarded
tiie palm.

one's health? What is ptomaine poisoning'.'What i« the difference between ptonitfine pois¬oning and botulism? Does cooking destroyptomaines and the poison of the latter'.''I'he item referred to was. or course, non¬
sense. When the reporter produced ptomainepoisoning by merely combining tomatoes andbananas he works a miracle indeed. A childunder live should not be fed cither tomatoes orbananas or any other raw* fruit, for sometimesserious consequence:; ensue, especially in mid¬
summer. Certain fruit juices and fruit pulps,slewed and strained, are generally beneficialin the diet ot even a young baby.l'Jotulismus is quite different from ptomainepoisoning. It is an acute g.ist rointest i:u< I distur¬bance, with vomiting. pain or cramps, diarrhea,fevar, shock, and sometimes mental (lishtiness,caused by infection with the bacillus butu'inus.which sains entrance in certain foods kept orhandled carelessly. Botulismus has often beenmistaken for ptomaine poisoning. Such foods
as Icenbtirp steak ground wholesale instead ofIndividual quantities when purchased, loose sau¬
sage, saft fish. ; moked hum. preserveii v.-ge-tables (peas, beans) ami some canned fruit:j
may harbor this bacillus. Tin re is not ncces-8iirily any change of color, taste or order pro¬duced by the bacillus. I!cjt will destroy thebacillus, provided llic lieat penetrates evenlythrough the mass of food, which does not hap¬pen. for instance, when hatiiburg steak or aau-
sage is cooked in large ball?.
