LONDON, Sept. I t .Brussels appears
to be the tirst city in Belgium to re¬
cover from the incubus ot four years
of German occupation and the territ^
strain of war A returning' visitor
to the capital of King Albert's realm
gives this picture of conditions there:

"Brussels at the present time offers
manv surprises to the visitor. The
boulevards and cafes are thronged with
well-dressed people, and there is no
apparent lack of money. Tht: shops are
well stocked, although prices ar. high, j
The famous patisseries <io a good trade
in spite of the faet that cakes formerly
sold at 10 and .0 centimes now en.-:
three times as much.
"On the other hand, the restaurants

are three-quarters empty, a.- many of
thoir old patrons are compelled to dine
at home on account of the high prices.
Bacon Is marked at the equivalent of*
<s. to 5s. (Jl to Ji.i a pound, and I
cheese is a luxury. Clothes of all kinds
are very dear; suits cost from £12 to
120 ($60 to $100). boots from ia to
£S ($25 to $40) a pair, and bowler hats
on the average about £2 i?|0) eaeh.
The. present high rate of exchang, is
also a great handicap, and in rea^..
the cost of living and of all imported
commodities very consider;'ly indeed.

Many* employers hesitate to order
machinery or undertake rebuilding for
fear of the high standing charges
which would thereby be incurred to
their prejudice as against competitors
who may wait and only resume opera-
tlons when prices and the e.vhanue
have, fallen.
'The number of individual Belgians

who have become wealthy through the
¦war is extraordinary, and instead -f
ruined businesses, as one might have
cxpected, one finds an amount of com¬
mercial prosperity whi.-h is almost in¬
credible. it is explained to a large ex¬
tent by the fact that Brussels was the
local headquarters of the German gen-eral staff, and. in addition to the otli-
