Periling for the Presidency

THAT there will be a presidential boom in
behalf of General John J. Pershinn is

one of the few certainties of the immediate
future. He himself may contribute little to
it and may be little impressed with his own

qualifications for that high office, but he is
too good a "bet" for the floundering poli¬
ticians to pass up. There will be plenty of
campaign calculators who will weigh the
enthusiasm which will be manifested incident
to the return of this officer aud who will
find abundant capital in his splendid services.

If is being assumed in most auartcrs that
General Pershing is a full-fledged Republi¬
can; that be is a good party man and that
he could not be persuaded to see any good
in any other party than that in which he was

raised. This is taken for granted for the
reason that he started out in life with a

Republican environment; that he married
into a conspicuous Republican family, and
that he has once or twice said that such
politics as he had were of the Republican
order.

But the Republican/politicians need not be
too sure of General Pershing's G. 0. P. lean¬
ings at this particular hour. That officer
owes the most illustrious part of his mili¬
tary career to a Democratic President. It
was Woodrow Wilson who selected hiui to
command the expedition against Villa, an

expedition which placed him in line for nn j
infinitely greater command. And it was tHe
same Woodrow Wilson who picked this offi-
rer to be the eommander-in-cbief of the ex-

pedition against Germany.
It is not too much to believe that an officor jwho Is indebted to a Democratic adminis-

tration as John J. Pershing is indebted, feels
a measure of obligation to that administra¬
tion and feels an even greater measure of
confidence in the powers that chose, him to
command because they supported him un¬
waveringly through all the trials of bis ser¬
vice in France. And there were trials
aplenty. Now that it is all over, including
most of the shouting, the fact may be men¬
tioned that more than once General Pershing
was the object of bitter attack on the part
of the allied governments. He did not. con-
form blindly to their military policies, and
it is declared on highest authority that a',
one time the supreme war council urged the
general's withdrawal.

Rut Woodrow Wilson and Newton D. Raker
stood stanchly behind their field commander.
They refused to be influenced for an instance
by the clamor against him. And they fol¬
lowed his every recommendation even to the
extent of keeping General Leonard Wood at
home.
Whether or not General Pershing would bo

willing to lead a campaign against the Presi-
dent, if the latter should seek a third term j
or against any man whom the President might
support as his successor, is a question which
only one person in the world can answer.

Moreover, it is morally certain that the
Democratic administration's conduct of the
war will he one of the leading Republican
issues in the coming campaign. It is scarcely
conceivable that General Persliing would lend
himself to a movement designed to discredit
and dishonor the work which General Per¬
illing himself performed in Franc*

Puckers and Cold Storage.
IT is obvious that if the packers arc in con-

trol of the cold storage industry of the
country, as charged by Senator Mc.Kcllar, of
Tennessee, they cannot escape their respon-
sibility for the manipulation of prices and
their hold npon market conditions. And the
opportunity for abuse of power is greater in
that direction than in the business of buying
live stock and the parking of meats.

A? a matter of fact, it seems that the toll jwhich the packers exact from the consumer
begins'^after the meat is dressed. There is
sworn testimony to show that the packers
make a little less than 2 cents a pound upon
the meat products which they dress in their
packing houses. This is an insignificant sum.
If the whole of it were taken from them and
the price of meats reduced to that extent, the
housewife would scarcely know that anythinghad happened. ;For the service of buying live stock and
slaughtering it the packers are entitled to a i
fair return. The 2 cents a pound, more or
less, which They receive is not in itself ex- jcessive. Rut the business they operate docs
not end there. They transport these prod- jucts in their own refrigerator cars, for which
they get another profit. They store it in |their storage plants, from which they get a
third profit. They act as wholesalers, a ser¬
vice which renders them a fourth profit. All
this is trne: nor does it take into account
the profits taken from the by-products.
According to the new indictmcnt which hasbeen hrought against the packers, the evil

practices of which they are guilty do not be¬
gin. in reality, until the storage of meats and
other foods begins. At that point manipula¬
tion becomeB possible on a most outrageousscale. Ry holding food from the market the
price can be fixed, the law of supply and de¬
mand can be defeated and the consumer"shaken down" at will.

The remedy which is offered is a law whichwill fix the period of time in which food
products may remain in cold storage. No
purpose of destroying the storage business i?evidenced by even the most relentless cru-sader. Rat the profiteer pursuers insist thatthe processes of storage sbould be rigidlyregulated by the government as the onlymeans of protecting the consumer from ex¬
tortionate prices Nor does there seem tot)c any good reason why this should not. bodone. Tlven the packers themselves agreethat regulation might be. desirable.

cle X.. or to accept any mandatory
from the league except by action of
the Congress of the United States;
reserving to the Cfllted Stales the
exclusive right to decide what ques¬
tions are within its own domestic
jurisdiction; abuolute reservation of
the Monroe Doctrine to the judgment
of the United States alone. The
twenty-six articles of the league xre
so joined together as a complete whole
. hat opinions may differ as lo which
are the more important ones. The
covenant and Article.- X. and XI. a p.
pear to b« the, ones which have excited
mo»>t discussion In America.
