Destitute Family
Needs Assistance

Funds Required to HelpRichmond Woman Ccirc
for Small Children.

Practically destitute since the illness
of her husband and two children to
oare for, a Richmond woman is in
need of funds to aid in keeping her
little family together. A charitable
organization. which tirst learned of thedesperate circumstances of the wo-
man. says flan will he suflicient tokeep the wolf from the door until the
recovery of the husband.
These fund* are being raised throughI'he Times-Dispatch, and contributions

arc being received daily. L.oth thechildren are small and helpless (sixand three years old, respectively). The
woman herself has just recovered front
a long illness, and her husband is nowin a hospital recovering from a dan-
gerous operation.

This family lias never bee» in dos-titute-circumstances before, but three
months of sickness has eaten up thesmall savings of the familv.
