PRESIDENT CANNOT
LIFT LIQUOR BAN

This Is Portion Taken by Two
Members of Judiciary

Committee.

TO CALL UP BILL TODAY

Third Member Takes Different
View Than That of His

Collegues.

"WASHINGTON, Oct. 9..President
Wilson will not be able to lift war-time
prohibition because of the ratification
of the pcace treaty by three of the five
great powers, despite the fact that the
pact provides it shall become operativewhen ratified by three of the principalsignatories other than Germany.This was the position taken todayby Representative Volstead, Republi¬
can. of Minnesota, chairman of the Ju¬
diciary Committee, which has jurisdic¬tion over prohibition legislation, and
Representative Webb, of North Caro¬lina, ranking: Democrat on the com¬mittee.
A contrary view was taken by Rep¬resentative Graham. Republican, ofPennsylvania, also a. member of thecommittee. He contends that thePresident has the power to lift thewar-time ban now, because under thelaw he is given the discretion to sus¬

pend the prohibition when the army Isdemobilized or when peace is pro¬claimed after ratification of the treaty.
Sijh Point In Overlooked.

"The point that has been overlooked,"sa'd Mr. Graham, "is that the actspecifies the President may repeal itwhen either of the two requirements
are fulfilled, not when both of themare."
Under a special rule reported out bythe rules committee today, the con¬ference report on the prohibition en-forcement bill will be called up in theHouse tomorrow. It is expected to beadopted and on the way to the WhiteHouse before the end of the day. The

report already has been adopted bythe Senate.
The "wets" are preparing to make afight on some of the provisions of theconforence report, hojyever. and It Ispossible that it may go back to con¬ference. Representatives Gallivan. ofMassachusetts, and Caldwell, of NewYork, leaders of the "antls." declarethe report is subject to several pointsof order.

Hold Ratification Nrceaiarj.
Representatives Volstead and Webbbased their position on * the groundthat ratification of the treaty by theUnited States is necessary before thePresident, under the authority of thewar-time act, can take steps to liftthe han. Mr. Volstead eaid:"Should Italy ratify the treaty soon,as France and England have done. Iam sure it would have no effect uponthe prohibition question in this coun-try. That would put the treaty Intoeffect and mean peace for tho countriesapproving the pact, but the UnitedStates still would be at war with Ger¬many.
"The prohibition act undoubtedlyprovides for the lifting of the banonly when the United States and Ger¬many are at peace, and the Presidentcould take no action. The UnitedStates technically never assumed po¬sition of an ally during the war, asthe forces fighting Germany were fre¬quently referred to a3 'the UnitedStates and the associated powers' andthe putting of the treaty into effectwill have no effect upon the UnitedStates."

Maynard, thenying parson," was at Chevcnne,\\ yo.. hundreds of miles ahead of theother westbound aviators, while Cap¬tain Lowell H. Smith, well in the leadof the contingent from the West, waa

at Omaha for the night.Maynard. piloting machine No. 31.left Chicago at 7:03 A. M.. Central
time, and flew SS6 miles today, scv-
enty-six miles more than he covered
yesterday in sailing from New Yorkto Chicago. But his time, chiefly due
to adverse weather conditions which,in one form or another, extended al¬
most from coast to coast, was slower.He landed at Cheyenne at 6:25 P. M..Mountain time, having covered a totaldistance of 1,696 miles in two days.

Battlen With Snonnform.
Captain Smith, after strugglingthrough three mountain snowstorms,and over three mountain ranges,reached Omaha at 7:20 o'clock to¬

night, having made 852 miles todav
without accidcnt. His total distancesince the start at San Francisco, is
1,460 miles.
The remarkable flights of Maynardand Smith for two days have madethe transcontinental race a record

event in this countrv.
At the close of today's flights, thefliers remaining in- the race, of theforty-nine starting from Mineola. LongIsland, and the fifteen which left SanFrancisco, were strung out across the

country, most of them accounted for.Two machines from the West, No.50. piloted by Second Lieutenant Hall,and another driven by Second Lieu¬tenant Fuen, were missing tonight. AtRawlins, Wyo.. it was feared they were
lost In the mountain snowstorms.
