GAME WARDENS TO DRAFT
BILL FOR LEGISLATURE

Final .Nennloa Kfntarrd by Adopting of
Meamire Which Will lie More

l.cnirnl With Doc OiTnrm.

With the appointment of a commit-
tee to draft a bill incorporating
changes in the present game, lisli and
dog laws of the State, the joint meet-
ins of the same wardens and the Vir¬
ginia Gaino and Fish Protective As¬
sociation came to a close yesterday.
On the committee are It. W. Shul-

tice, of Norfolk; State Senator C\ O'-I
Conor Goolrick. wf Frcdericksburg;
Norvell Henley, of Williamsburg; Col¬
onel li. .Morgan Shepherd, of I'ich-
moiul; Captain I). II. Harger, of Shitws-
ville. and It. T. Corbcil. The oill
including the changes will be pre¬sented to the General Assembly at its
.next session.

Tat Simplify Kxl^ltiiK l.ann.
Members the committee stated

yesterday at the conclusion of the
convention that the idea of the new
law is to simplify existing: laws. Hum¬
iliation of the section requiring dogs
to be mu/./.led and confined is ndvo-
crated. No .further penalties on own-
ers ot' dogs would be proposed, it was
said.

Prohibition.* on i^- Killing of ''lk
.ind doe will be included in the lesis- i
lative draft which tiie committee will
make. Only male c!k and those large
enough to have antlers will be con¬
sidered as game for sportsmen except
when elk make depredations on the
crops of farmers. Farmers will be
permitted to shoot elk which make
raids on their gardens.

Recommend* Hag Limits.
The committee will recommend

hag limits of fifteen partridges,
two wild turkeys and six
l>heasant3 a day. A season limit of
two deer will be sponsored. it will
also recommend the passage of a State
law to con'form v|ith the National
migratory bird law in order that ac-
tlon may be taken in this State against
violators of the law.
One of the important recommenda¬

tions will be that the boards of super-
visors in the counties of the State be
relieved of their power of declaring
the hunting season closed in their
counties. This power will be vested]in the 1 >epa rtment of Game and Inland!
Fisheries, if the bill is passed by the
Legislature.
