Hnddon Meanure Requires Able-Bodiza
Children Over Slxtern to Support
Pestitule Parcnts,

Wilful neglect and nonsupport of a
child born out o6f wedlock, by either
parent, is regarded as a misdemeanor,
and .Is punlishable as such, under the

rovisions of a bill introduced {n the
F!oulm yesterday by Delegate T. Gray
Haddon; of Hichmond. No distinetion
is made as to whether such illegiti-
mate offepring shall have been born
within or wilhout the State of Vir-
inla. The measure empowers the
court to enter an order for tho sup-
port of such chlldren, and makes per-
gons glving fulse statemeuts In cer-
tain cases gullty of a milsdemeanor.
The DbIill carrles a penalty of $500,

Carries $500 Pennlty,

Another bLill introduced by Delegate
Haddon requires able-bodied children
more than sixteen years of age to
support their destitute parents.  This
measure glso curries a $500 penalty.

A bill offered by Dilegates Price and
Wileox, of Richmond, aund Dillard, of
Rocky Mount, amends the workmen's
compensation aect. The, bill  would
make jt possible, where a third party
eontributed to the Injury or death of
an employee, for the employer to suc
this third party for damuges. Should
damages be recovered in excess of
Lthose paid the employee, all such ex-
ca8s damages shall be pald over to the
employer. Should damuages only equal
or be less than the sum paid by emn-
ployer Lo mmployee, then such sum Is
to be retalned by employer.
