Renounces the Formation of

New Ministry.

NATIONAL ASSEMBLY MEETS

Constitutional Body Will Gather
at Stuttgart Today to Clear

revolution in Germany appears tonight
to have f'eache.] the end of the road.
There is a strong probability that
shortly one government will he in con¬
trol and that President Kbert will pi
hack to Merlin with his ministers.
A basis of agreement between the

government set up by Dr. Wolfgang
Kapp as Chancellor, and the gov.-rn-
ment of President Kbert is enunciated
in a declaration issued by the present
Merlin government today. Announce-
inent is made that negotiations, with a
.settlement in view have been. openedbetween the two governments at I tiu
instance of President Kbert and his as¬
sociates. There is. however, no din-el
confirmation of this from Kh«rt. who
is understood to be at Stuttgart,j Mrlofly, Chancellor Kapp is agree¬
able to the continuance itr tdlice of the
"present linperiul President".who is
Kriedricli ^ Kbert; he renounces the
formation of a new ministry and places
the direction of affairs in the hands
of the I'nder-Secretaries of Stale,

¦election l»y People.
The agreement as set forth by

Chancellor Kapp. provides for a
Cabinet, which shall include "profes¬
sional ministers." or experts; elections
wiihin two months for members of the
Keichstag and the Prussian National
Assembly and, subsequently, ao elec¬
tion for "Imperial President" by the
people.until which time Kliert Shall
hold the reins of power.
One significant clatiso in the pro-

. nuncianifiito says: "The new and obi
governments shall issue a jolht deelar-
ation that under present conditions a
general strike is a crime against the
German people."

Herein lies the explanation of the
proposed, settlement for I lie general
strike, as often before, has proved an
effective weapon. Germany already has
felt its sinister effect, for the strike
jn Berlin and many of the other prin-
cipal cities of the country cut otT sup¬
plies. means of transportation, light
and heat.

| Innlmit mid KfTeetlve lte*pon*e.
It was President Kbert and his min¬

isters who called upon the Socialists,
the workmen and all the people to de¬
clare a general strike, and there was
an instant and effective response to
this call.
Lubor fiercely resisted the usurpation

of the reactionary government. Vast
numbers of men left, their work, and
serious disorders occurred In various
parts of tin* country.
Chancellor Kapp and his supporters

announced that they would deal harsh-
ly with I he strikes or passive resist¬
ance to the existing order in Merlin.
One of the leaders of tile eounter-reVo-
jlution, voicing the sentiment of the
others, said: "We won't knuckle down
to the Socialists and workmen, who
think they can run the country."
Notwithstanding the government's

threat of drastic measures, it has been
[evident that neither 1m\ Kapp nor
Major-Geiieral Luettwit/. was willing to

(put their warnings to the test. Mlood-
shed would then have been inevitable,
plunging the country possibly into a
state of anarchy and giving the Cone
muni.ots the opportunity they had long
awaited to foist the Soviet doctrines
upon Germany,

l'onHlhllitirM Were Alarming.
The .situation for a time was fraught

with alarming possibilities, particu¬
larly If the strike should extend to the
railroads. The immediate consequence
of tliis would have been the speedystarvation of Merlin. The most liberal
estimates placed Merlin's food supply
at less than eight days.
This state of affairs was recognized

in all its seriousness also by the Kbert
government. Therefore, hope Is enter¬
tained here that an agreement will be

j reached by the two contending govern-
menus and that the streets of Merlin
will soon be cleared of wire entangie-
merits. machine guns and armed troops.
Although this counter-revolution has

thus far been the most orderly of anyin the history of a great count rv, :t
has not passed without the clashingof arms and bloodshed. In various
cities lighting has occurred, parti, i-
paled in both by mobs :.nd troops, anil
today several persons were killed ami
others wounded in disorders In the
suburbs of Merlin, when rifles and ma-l
chine guns were turned upon tin-
crowds.
