of tltv article is too plain to admit a
question.

Mr. "Hoot further argued that the
oriu%nal Hill of Rights upon which the
Federal Constitution was founded,
would be swept away if the amend-
nient were sustained and laws in-

I-acted as constitutional amendments
would be made superior to other
laws. This would mean, he added,
that "we are not a Roverninent of
limited powers because there is a
legislative body that is not subject
to these limitations."

Replying to an inquiry' by Asso¬
ciate Justice Pay. Mr.- Hoot said only-
two ways existed to insert a prohi¬
bition amendment in the Constitu¬
tion: to transfer power to regulatn
the liquor traffic to Congress, as was
done regarding interstate commerce,
or to call a convention to propose
amendments on the same authority
as was done for the original Consti-I
tut ion.

SWEEP OUT REDS
WITH IRON BROOM

New German Chancellor Ex-
presses Strong Views in

Assembly Speech.

SURRENDER IS DEMANDED

Berlin Tells Revolting Work¬
men All Required Force

Will Be Used.

BKKI.l.V. March 23..Chancellor
.Mueller, in a speech outlining tils
program, told the National Assembly
today that "(he reactionary elements
in the army will he swept away with
hi iron broom." The new chancellordevoted half .of nis speech to consid¬
eration of the recent revolution.
No quarter will be shown to the

military leaders who Violated their
oath, said the Chancellor." The termsof the peace treaty were responsiblefor the reactionary sentiment still
prevailing in many quartern in Ger¬
many. he added. The Chancellor as¬
serted the government would opposethe French demand for allied occu¬
pation of Frankfort. Darmstadt and
other cities, in return for the privi¬lege of sending German troops into
the neutral /.one. The government,he continued, "does not propose to
subject these peaceful communities
to the terrors of occupation."

.Ve(V Regime Mtrndn Amirnibl)-,
The new government was fullv rcp-rcf.ented at today's session of the

assembly. Gustav Noske, the former
Minister of Defense, and Dr. Sehiffer,former Minister of Justice, occupied
seam with their party factions. The
assembly recessed for two hours to
permit the parties to prepare their
responses to Dr. Mueller's speech.
The discussion, after moderate re¬

marks from two Socialist Senators,
ended in a vcte of contldence by the
raising of hands.
One of the leaders of the majoritySocialist party, asked by the corre¬

spondent tonight as to whether Carl
Rudolph Degien. president of the
German Federation of Trades Unions,had made a definite peace with the
government, said:
"Leglen Is anything but satisfied

with thi: reconstructed Cabinet."
The speaker added that Legion'santipathy waii not confined to the

democrats, but that he wns out of
tune with the entire solution of the
recent political crisis. Legien, the
correspondent was told, ivm onlyreconciled to it by Ills conviction that
a coalition blue was the only basis
of a stable government at this crltl-j cul period of the nation's affairs.

I'lnn Another General Strl&r.
Humors were current in Berlin to¬

night that the radicals under Krnnt
Daumig. with the assistance of the
Communists, would attempt to force
another general strike in an efTorjkto extort still further concessionsfront the government. Responsiblelabor leaders declare that the pro¬posed movement would be doomed to
failure, as the moderates will not
strike.
Similar decisions. it is stated, are

expected from Dortmund, Klberfeld
and Bremen, which would mean the
isolation of the Muelhelm faction.This faction, however, has not chang¬ed its attitude in making demands
which far exceed ttie terms of the
agreement reached a few days ago
at Bielefeld for a settlement, the car¬
rying out of which was preventedby further military activities on the
part of the workiiigmen. These de¬
mands in cxcess of the. settlement
terms were for the complete disarm¬
ing and disbanding of workmen, to
which all arms must be surrendered.

.Suffer Severe Reverse.
The attitude of the Muelhelm in¬

surgents is not easily understood here
in view of the fact that the rebels
have suffered a sharp setback before
the fortress of Wesel, which theyhave been besieging. The Friedrichs-
felde camp has been cleared of rebels,
who suffered heavy losses, so the
bombardment of Wesel is no longerfeared, the rebels' heavy howitzers
mid other artillery then} having been
captured.

GERMANY ABANDONS PLAN
RE-ENFORCING TROOPS

PARIS, March L'9..The German
government has abandoned the idea
of sending strong re-enforcements to
the Ruhr Valley, in view of the con-|dltions imposed by the French gov¬
ernment. Wllhelm von Mayer, the
Gorman charge d'affaires, requested
Premier Millerand to authorize the
dispatch of the troops last Friday,
and followlnglseveral conferences. the
French l'retnier, on Sunday, agreed
to approve the move, subject to sev-
eral guarantees.

55 LOSE LIVES IN
SOUTHERN STATES

La Grange, Ga., Is Heaviest
Sufferer With 26 Reported

Dead.

MANY HUNDREDS ARE HURT

Two Georgia Towns Alone Sus¬
tain Damages of More Than

Two Millions.

LA OHAN'GK, OA.. March 29..

Thlrly-slx lives wero lost, nearly 200
people injured and property damage
estimated at nearly $2,000,000 ro-
sulted in La Orange and West Point
from the ravages of the tornadoes
that swept these two cities Sunday
afternoon. It was shown today by
investigation.

Of the thirty-six dead, twelve were

white and twenty-four negroes, and
of the 200 persons injured in various
ways and degrees aa a result of tho
storm. approximately seventy-five
were whiten.
La Grange's storm casualties were

seven whites and nineteen negroes
hilled, and fifty whites and 100 ne¬
groes injured. Five whites and five
negroes were killed in West Point,
and twenty-live whites and an equal
number of negroes were injured in
the same city.
