I began to think
that, perhaps, this was peculiar to
this particular neighborhood, where
there is much shipbuilding and wages
are uncommonly high.Bvt Just at this tlnle thero came to
me the statement of Mr. Cumpson,president of the New York Whole-
Hale Grocers' Association. This gen¬tleman says we canno-t expect lower
prices for at least two years to come.
Four things make this certain, in Ms
opinion: a short supply, an immense
demand, short hours and high wagesof -labor, and tbe universal call for
tho highest quality regardless of cott.
He says that this last compel'' wast¬
age of lower grade products and puis
more demand and 'more prices on highgrade goods.
Yet I earnestly believe that thero

are ihousewives who have never seen
the problem from this angle. Now.of course, we all know that there is
no economy in purchasing somethingthat is not lit for human consump¬tion. But there are several gradesin commodities that are edible. Forinstance, one may purchase broken
rice at a decided saving. The grains
are simply broken and not quite .sopleasing to tho eyo. Yet,- I had to goto at least a dozen grocers before Icould fine some broken rice.

Is Slated to Go

Must Put Skids Under
White Plague Along
With Kaiserism.

^ cllow fever has been wiped out
by tropical .sanitation; smallpox h
succumbed to vaccination; leprosv,
said to have been as prevalent In tlie
Middle Aires as tuberculosis Is now,
is rarely encountered. The defeul ot
til lie rou I os is Is no Idle dream.
'ireat attention is being given these

days to the detection of latent tuber¬
culosis. meaning by that tllo period
between Infection and the devolpinent
of sullicleiit damage to enable us
easily to recognize active disease.
Throughout this latent perlol the!

'lUinan body Is waging warfare
against the toxins produced by the
tubercle bacillus. Toxins are poured
out into the circulation, antitoxins are
produced, and so the battle goes. The
host is well or ill or only sliuhtiy
disturbed as the tide ebbs and Mows.

I.atent tuberculosis may easily be¬
come active tuberculosis, so we have
to give earnest consideration to its
manifestations. The success of our
efforts to wipe out tuberculosis de¬
pends largely upon the recognition of
latent disease. If we wait until the
lungs are actually diseased wc have
lost valuable time.
The signs are not very definite, but

much may be Inferred from certain
manif< station*:, and the tuberculin
shin test helps us to Identify and ex¬
clude. th<)se who are not Infected.
Hun-down children and young peo¬

ple especially should be studied for
evidence of latent tuberculosis. If a
child is poorly developed, is found
to be wearing the same size clothes
that he did last year, has drooping
lower eyelids with bluish pink tri¬
angles under the eyes, conspicuous
veins 011 the chest, small .beady gl.inits
In the neck, and a |uor upper chest,
you may at least suspect latent tuber¬
culosis.
Young people who aro tired all the

time and thin, and whose blood
pressure is abnormally low, are not
Infrequently .subjects of latent tuber¬
culosis.

Tills condition is quite managoxble.
and a reasonable concern at this stage
will accomplish much more than panic
or despair later.
