Cronkhite, known to thousands of
Virginians through th«ir Intimate
connection with troops !roji this
State during and after tho war. have-
again received their w.ir-t;me rank
of inajor-general. according to au¬
thentic information received tn Hich-
Itiond yesterday.
Both officers were affected when

the wholesale reduction in rank was
begun by the War Department sev¬
eral months ago From major-gen-
er.tis. with division and oorps c«>m-
inarids during the heaviest lighting
on tho western front, they were re¬
duced to their pre-war rating of
brlgadlcr-gen-. ral. In the reorgan¬
ization of the army, now in progress,they were restored to their former
ra nk.

¦ ienerals Hundy arid Cronkhite are
favorites in Virginia. The former
was the first commander tn France
of the Second Division of Marines
and regular army ni-'ir. and won fame
for ins handling or the famous on-
g.iK«'ment at Belleau Wood. He was
nft..-wards a corps commander, while
Oes.erals ilarbord and I.eJ--une suc¬
cess1 ively commanded his old division.

At first it
was thought that the gaff on the de-
render had been\ irreparable dam¬
aged, and a metal gafr was rigged in
its place. More careful examina¬
tion. however, convinced Designer
lierreshoff that the gaff had not been
seriously damaged in Its fall, when
tho halyards supporting it parted, so
be ordered it repaired. When this
work was conmpleted, the metal gaft
was taken down and the old one re¬
placed. The wooden gaff had workcj
better in the trials and the Res.»!ute's
owners w<ro loath to make the
change.

PEACE WITHOUT VICTORY

Bolshevist Minister Declares Only
J riumpliai ICntry Into Warsaw

Can Terminate War.

tlio Bolshevist War Minister. In a
violently warlike soeech ;ii Moscow
yesterday. (Iceland peace with Poland
wan possibly only after a triumphal
entry of the Soviet army in Warsaw,
according to a Moscow dispatch. The
Polish council of defense, which has
dictatorial powers, has decided to ac¬
cept Premier Lloyd 'Jeorge's proposal
for an armistice between Poland and
.Soviet Russia, according to a dispatch
to the livening News.

Announce Continued Sucernx.
Continued success by the Bolshev-

ists in their operations against the
Polos along the northern front Is an¬

nounced In an oitictal statement from
Moscow received by wireless today.
The communique sajs: "South of

the River Villa (in the Vilna region)
we defeated the enemy along the en¬
tire fro/it. Our advance is continuing
energetically.
"West of Molodechno (on the rail¬

way line between Minsk and Vilna)
we are successfully continuing our
advance and driving hack the enemy."
A warlike dispatch says the Polisn

governmental authorities have agreed
with the Lithuanians for the occupa¬
tion of Vilna by Lithuanian troops,
and this step will soon be taken, ac¬
cording to information received la
military quarters.
The surrender of Vilna to the

Lithuanians was conceded by the
Soviet government of Russia soma
time ago in negotiations between the
two countries.

A Hern dispatch ^ays the Russian

Bolshevist .offensive in the Ukraine
has come to a standstill, according to
advices from Bucharest, which de¬
clare the counterottonsive of the
1 krainian forces is making progress.
The Ukrainian armies are bein^
backed up by growing forces of vol-
unteers forming in the rear of the
Bolshevist* and aided by the exten¬
sive uprisings of peasants
