Threat* of lluliihr\Uli.
The Bolshevists declare they will

subjugate these latter countries as

soon as they have att-tided to Po¬
land. They plan in tills way in
thwart possible domination of Tur¬
key by Great Britain through sir,
port of Grecian territorial aspira-
t ions.
Hatreds of centuries arc being dis¬

played in their most hideous form.
Keligious an,I race prejudices and in¬
ternational battles for commercial
advantages in territory and f. . r fuel
oil appear In the swirl of which Con¬
stantinople Is the center. Kvcn the
Kusslans here, who hitherto appar¬
ently had been unsympathetic, are
watching the struggle with more
complacency. It Is said they lio;>u
for actual control of Constantinople
by the Moscow government in the
event of Poland's defeat and the
realization of the pledges made by
ltussia early in the war.

In high otlicial quarters here it Is
said that Great Britain and Greece
stand alone with regard to tho Turk¬
ish treaty. Tho Italians here openly
disavow tho treaty, while the French
acquiesce in it grumblingiy.

MuMtnphu'M 111k Army.
The indications are that l>amad

Keri<l Pasha, the Grand Vizier, who
is dcvldedly Anglophile, will organ-
i/.e a new government, which will
sign the treaty in order to check a
further Greek advance Into Asia
Minor. Hut Miistapha Kcrnil Pasha
and his regular troops and bandit as¬
sociates, who are variously estimated
to aggregate from 200,000 to 500.000,
arc still to 'he dealt with.
The British and Greeks arc prepar¬

ing to clear the Scutari peninsula of
all Nationalists and establish a line
from Jsmid to Chileh, on the Black
Sea. which will control the bandit
raids against Bosporus towns and
check communication between An-

t gora and Constantinople through the
Scutari peninsula mountains.
General Ironsides, of the British

forces, probably will command the
troops. Ilia headquarters will be Is-
niid. Two British divisions already
arc available. These will be increased
lo an army corps. Two Greek regl-

, ments will he used.
Greek VlllngpN Wiped Out.

Turkish Nationalists continue to
raid Greek villages on the south shore
Df the Gulf of lsmid. The Greek pa¬
triarch reports that Fouladjik, a
iJreck village with a population of
J,000 near Karamorsal, was virtually
wiped ^ut July 15.
The entente is preparing for a cam¬

paign for the extermination of ban-
Jits. They will issue a warning that
ill villages which shelter or assist
the Nationalists will be shelled or
tiurned. British torpedo-boat de-
itroyers have shelled and ruined ltiva,
i Nationalist stronghold on the
[Slack Sea, near tho entrance to the
Bosporus, and are carrying out spas¬
modic bombardments clsowltore
igainst the Nationalists on tho Scu-
tar I peninsula, who are shortly to be
ittacked by land forces from the
East.

Gouraud, the French commander, docs
not receivo n satisfactory reply by
Monday, tho French forthwith will
occupy Aleppo and march on Damas¬
cus. I

Cairo quotes a report received from
Haifa, Syria, dated last Friday, as
saying tho French hnd advanced In
force to Itayak with armorod carc,
airplanes and artillery, and that It
was assumed their destination was
Aleppo and Damascus.

YOUNGEST SON OF
KAISER, IS SUICIDE

Shoots Self and Dies in
Hospital Four Hours

Later.

Iteportcd an Accident.
A report from I'otsdam declared

the prince had <lled :n St. Joseph's
Hospital from injuries received in an
'Automobile accident. This explana¬
tion of Ills end. however, is believed
to be oltlclal "camouflage" for his sui-
clde.

Lobdon newspapers say domestic
prUf caused the tragedy. The prince's
wife was suing for divorce and sen-
f-ational revelations had been prom¬
ised for the trial, which several times
had been'postponed.
The only member of the former

imperial family now in i'otsdam is
l-.itol Krcdcrick, the former Hinperor's
.vt'Coinl son.

I'rlncT Kit,.| IM Silent.
i'rince Kitcl. questioned as to the

motive for his brother's suicide, de¬
clined to make any statement, re¬
ferring the correspondent, at the
same time, to the otllcial announce-
men; that Joachim was suffering

",t :it <>f excessive dementia."
The body was transferred to 1'ots-

f.tim chapel this niornin,'. I'rince
Joachim was the least talented of
the Kmperor's sons. He helJ the rank
of captain, but, according to state¬
ments now made, ho was never ac¬
tively at the front. He leaves one
son.
The whereabouts of I'rince Adal¬

bert. I'rince August William and
I'rince Oscar are unknown. The
former crown princess is reported to
be staying on ltugen Island.

I'rince Joachim, the sixth and
youngest son of the Kaiser, was born
December 17. 1S90, in Berlin. He
served in the late war on both the
western and eastern fronts. In the
first y.-ar of the war he was wounded
i:i the lighting in France, and for a

i-j'ss t.me it was feared that he
would not recover.

Sent to ItiiHslmi Front.
When he did recover he was trans-

ferred to the Russian front, where
he had several narrow escapes from
capture and afterwards suffered a
serious illness.

SINN FEIN MS
! COLONEL SMYTH
Officer Who Ordered Irish Con-
stabulary to Shoot Without

Warning, Killed.

RAIDERS MAKE ESCAPE

Policc and Military Indulge in
Indiscriminate Shooting, Kill¬

ing Belated Pedestrian.

COUK, July 18..Swift and unerr¬

ing was th« vengeance which Sinn
Kcin visited upon Colonel Smyth,
commissioner of the ltoyal Irish Con¬
stabulary, here yesterday evening
when fourteen armed and disguised
mfn entered the club where he was
staying and riddled him with bullets.

It was one of the most dramatic
and appalling incidents of the his¬
tory of Sinn Kein activities in Ireland.
Colonel Smyth had been called to

London last week to explain to the
government his recent speech to the
Irish Constabulary at Listowol, in
which he had ordered the police to
shoot down without warning all per¬
sons not complying religiously with
the letter of the antirt-bel regula¬
tions.

It appears that from that very day
Smyth had been shadowed closely by
Sinn Fciners. A few days ago ho
had returned to Ireland and last
night ho was in the smoke room of
tin* County Ciul>, the most exclusive
club in Cork, frequented chiefly by
men of the military and land, d
classes.

Kntrr Willi Drnun Revolver*.
At 10:30 o'clock sharp the "ven¬

geance gang" entered the club, held
up tlio servants at' revolver points,
dashed upstairs and entered the
room where Smyth and thirty others
were seated at tables smoking and
talking and drinking whisky.
"Where la he?" cried out one of

the gang. i
"The linger of another just then

shot out in the direction where
Smyth was sitting and almost simul¬
taneously a volley of bullets crashed
out. The doomed man. evidently hit,
struggled to his feet, swayed,
steadied' himself, attempted to dash
out of the room .another volley came
sizzling through the smoke clouds,
and he fell dead on the threshold.

Inspector Craig, who was also in
he room, was wounded in the leg.
obviously unintentionally.

Ilnidern Quietly l>lnn|iiifar.
The raiders then quietly pocketed

their guns and left the premises, dis¬
appearing unpursued into the dark¬
ness of the night.
Immediately afterward a big force

at police and military turned out to
give chase. Indiscriminate shooting
J-i the streets at suspicious-looking
dark objects followed. A lone civilian
passing near Northsate Bridge was

MACHINE GUNS AWE jMOB THATTHREATENED
TO LYNCH NEGROES

IS'orlh Carolina's Governor
Sends Troops to Guard

Jail at Graham.

HAI.K1G1I, N. C. July 13..Gover-
jnor Hickett today ordered the Dur-
ham Machine-Gun Company of ihe| state National Guard to Graham V*
protect three negroes, one of whom
is suspected o£ attacking a white
woman there. Hloodhounds were
used to track the negroes and after
they were lodged in jail a mob of
several hundred men threatened to
lynch tliem.
Orders to "protect those prisoners

at all hazards," and "notify the peo¬
ple of Alamance that I have ordered
necessary men and machine guns to
shoot straight if an attempt on tlie
life of tho prisoners is made," wore
acnt tonight by Governor Hickett to
Captain Fowler, who commands the
machine-gun company guarding the
jail at Graham, where throe negroes
charged with attacking a white wom¬
an are confined.
Three machine guns have been

placed before the (jail, and troops
patrol the immediate vicinity.
County Attorney for Alamance, R.

S. l'arker, prevailed upon the crowd
to let the law take Its course and as¬
sisted in Weeping mob violence down
until tho Arrival of the machine gun¬
ners.

Later, Governor Bickott learned
that tho machino. gunners had tho
situation well In hand and at 10
o'clock tonight qulot prevailed there.
Tho Governor also informed Captain
Fowler that other companies of tho
State National Guard would bo called
if he should need them.

ta. bandit chief, in the State of Morc-
los, more than a year ago. rebelled
recently cn route to Chihuahua with
1,300 men. It was stated that few
followed him in the revolt, lie was
pursued closely by de faeto govern¬
ment forces and captured Saturday
near Monterey shortly after the arrest
of General Pablo Gonzalez, who con¬
ducted the attack on Monterey.
According to General P. IClias

Callcs, Minister of War, the execu¬
tion of Guajardo, and the arrest of
Gonzalez aborted an attempt to or¬
ganize a revolutionary movement in
Nuevo Leon. It Is believed that other
malcontents involved have been in¬
terned or are fleeing toward the bor¬
der.
