At the request of State Auditor C.
Lee Moore, a written oplrrion has been
glven him by Attorney-Gereral Saun-
ders, in which the latter says: “1 ful-
ly agres with you that capitation
laxes cannot be returned when paid
by women who are assessable under
the law, but are unable to register
for the reason that they cannot an-
swer any or all of the questions af-
fecting their qualifications us clec-
tors submitted to them by the regls-
tration “officers. In other words, the
mere fact that a woman s requirel
Lo pay her capitation tax on account
of being a resident of Virginia does
not mean that she is entitled to vote
on account of having pald these poll
taxes."

WASHINGTON, Sept. 26.—America‘s
Imiport trade is expanding at a more
rapid pace than |ts exports, Dao-
tailed figures were made public today
by the Department of Commarce
showing that Importe for the nrat
elght months of this calendar year
exceeded thoee of the twelve months
of 1219 by approximately $190,000,000.
Imports In 1919, established a new
high record.

On the other hand exports for the
eight-month period ending with Au-
Eust were 3$2,437,171,889 less than
those in the twelve months of 1919,
and wero only $211,000,000 greatsr
thun the exports for the first alght
months of last year. Tho total of
exporis for the elght months was $5,-
433,254,171, The total of Imports for
the eight months was $4,000,625,455,
as compared with $2.261,500,440 for
the curresponding period [n 1919,

The exvess of exports over imports
for the ecight months of this YOoar
wius  §$1,483,000,000, which represents
the trade balance In favor of the
United States. The trade balance for
the first elght months of 1919 exceeded
$3.000,000,000.
