Iy Coughlin, the Infant whose kid-
ﬁ.an'.m: severil months ago set the
police of the whels uatien on trail
for the ahductor, is dead. The child
was smothered to deuth hy August
Pasqunale, the “crank.”

Pasquale, who has been under ar-
rest since August 2 in connection
with the stealing of o Coughlin

child, today confessed having pul the
infant to death, according to Major
Lynn . Adams, of the State police.
The “crank' deciares he smothered
the chiid aceldentally after stealing
it, according to Major Adams, and
then buried Blakely's ‘body near Egg
Harbor, N. Y. 4

Hundreds of detectives are search-
ing Egg Harbor today for the body.
Adams refused to reveal the exadt
location of the grave as rovealed (o
him by I'asquale. Ha sald the police
have heen [fully informed of its
whereabouts.

Smothered Child to Death.

“Pasquale told 'rne," aald Major
Adams, "that he hod gone into the
room where the baby was sleeping,
put the child under his coat and
while he was getting down Lhe lad-
der heard a noise, whereupon he
buitoned hisz coat about the baby,

“He suvs he ran as soon as he
reached the ground and when he
epened his coat some distance from
the Coughlin home he found the baby
had been smothered to death.

‘Pasquale showed no hesitancy in
teliing of the kidnaping. He told
moe hie haud been around the Coughhin
home several nights before the kid-
naping, sizing up the place, | have
suspected him for weeks and weeks
of being the only per=on concerned
in the kldnaping, especlally after his
numerous confessions turned out ty
be the cleverest string of lies that
I have ever known any criminal to
put across’

"asquale told Major Adams that ha
had no intention of killing the chila,
hoping  to  collect ransom. After
burving the child, I"asquale sald he
wrote a =erles of notes to Lhe father
of Hiakely demanding a ransom
$12,000, .
Denied Kidnaping Baby.

Following his arrest, the “"crank"
said he had nothing to do with the
kidnaping of Lthe child. lle said,
however, he knew the Suilty par-
ties, and on several occasions led
searcling parties to where he sald
the grave of the ehild was. But on
each occasion he carefully avoided
revealing Lthe buried body.

The bureau {s understood also to
have discovered definite connection
hetween fureign scamen engaged in
smuggling and a  “whisky ring"
through which the smuggled whisky
Is marketed

Law Peovides Confiscation.

The Voletead act provides specifi-
cally for confiscation ot vehicles of
trangportation employad in vielation
of that law. Dureau officlals were
sald to feel that although foreign
complications may resuit, they should
take =teps in that ditection in order
to conirel the traflic,

No estimate has been made of the
amount of liquor thus reaching
American “bootleggers" but officlals
are agreed it has reached large pro-
portions within the last six months.

Technlcally, foreign ships are with-
In jurisdiction of American laws when
inglde the three-mile limit. This
makes them liable to confiscation at
‘any time contraband goods Is found
on them. The belicf was Indicated,
however, that scizure of a fow ships
would end the activities of the sca-
going buotleagers,

Certain foreign ship masters are
alleged tn have emploved a unigue
method of defeating prohibition. The
reports revealed, it was stated, that
pay of seamen had been reduced to
nominal amounts, in some cases to
the amazingly small figure of. $1 a
week., In lieu of more pay, the sea-
men are permitted to lay in stocks
of liquor in foreign ports and deliver
it in American ports.

Fay Neduction Without 'ratest.
