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Reduction Not an Injustice

FRANK MORRISON, secretary of ihe
American Federation of Labor, protests

that there is no Justitication f«»r the 20
per com reduction in the wages of em¬

ployes of the Vailed States Steel Corpora¬
tion. He says: "The employes of the steel
trust are unorganized. Thev are helpless.
The steel trust is a law unto itself, and it is
permitted to violate the antitrust lafts be-
cause of the fear that it will interfere with
the company's foreign trade."
, We hold no brief to defend the so-called
"steel trust"; hut public knowledge uf its

supports the statement of sincerity
of eitort on its part to comply with the anti¬
trust act, as construed by the courts,-in
numerous instances when its practices were
declared out of conformity with the statute.
It lias taken more than a quarter of a
century of judicial effort at construction to

'^ clarify tho act. .so in the confusion which
lias surrounded it Solution of some of its
provisions may not offhand be charged as

deliberate defiance. The steel trust,
whether involuntarily , or intentionally,
perhaps has been no more frequent a viola¬
tor of the law than several other big cor-
porations constituting our key industries.

As to the wage reduction announced by
the corporation, this is no greater than re¬
ductions that are taking place in numer¬
ous other industries in response to the low¬
ered costs of living and the necessity for
abandonment of the 1iigb level of war
wages, to bring about a resumption of in¬
dustrial activity, essential to the welfare
of all forms of labor. Although the steel
company's employes are unorganized in

i the sense of being under the dictation of
J , the American Federation of Labor, they

leceivcd tin bene to of \y£»ge advances dur-
. ing the period oi'wa'r activity, and now they

arc being treuttri no worse than the or¬
ganized emploves affiliated with the Federa'-
tlon of Labor in numerous other large in- j
dnstrial n;:v orm which have been forced
to institute cuts in wages in order to keep
on producing.

Richmond is prepared 'to work hand in
hand with Charlottesville for the greater
glory of the University of Jefferson, and
that glory will be magnified.not dimmed
.by the placing of its medical department
in the capital of the State with its superior
advantages. Richmond has heard the de¬
cision of the commission in no selfish spirit,
but it does rejoice because it believes* the
decision was carefully considered and wise¬
ly deliveredS\irely those Virginians who
served so arduously on the commission are

"genuine and loyal," and no one in his right
mind will accuse theia of aiding and abet-
ting Richmond in putting across a "selfish
grab." Their devotion to the profession,
their loyalty to the State and their love for
the university ar«> too well known to warrant |
such a preposterous suggestion.

No .More Teiupoi i/.ing

THE reaction in public sentiment in
Germany against the Feb renbach Cab¬

inet because of its failure to put through
it« scheme of inducing the Harding admin¬
istration to plead its cause before the al¬
lies in the effort to escape just, reparations,
has forced its downfall. Secretary Hughes'
note of refusal was humiliating to German
pride, for defeat meant diplomatic blunder¬
ing. and, although German diplomacy since
the outbreak of the world war has been
a series of blunders, it is not in the nature
of the German idea of fitness to admit ex¬
tent!tiling circumstances. The rebuke had
to be administered.

The resignation of the Cabinet, however,
will not alter the situation which confronts
Germany, though, no doubt, the crisis will
be urged as a plea for further time in
which to make answer to the allied ulti-
malum. Hut it will be a futile plea. The
German government has been notified as to
what it may expect, and the quicker it pro¬
ceeds to form a new Cabinet, the sooner will
it he prepared to make intelligent and sat-
isfactory reply to the allied ultimatum.
There will be no more temporizing on the
part of the allies. Germany must announce
its willingness to comply with tho terms of
the allied demand by midnight. May 12,
otherwise the morning of May 13 will find
Fiench and Helgian troops marching into
the heart of its richest industrial districts,
with IJorlin as the ultimate objective, if
need be.

German procrastination has served its
day of usefulness to stay the hand of jus-
lice.

Scurvy is a mystery to the laity because the

fully developed disease is not commonly seen
in this country. though mild forms of scurvy
are perhaps much more common than peoplein general arc aware. The fully developeddisease, in infants or adults, is characterized
by bleeding from the gums, sore swollen gums,foul i reatli, bleeding beneath the skin or irtu-
cous membranes from slight or no local cause
uiiscolorations of the "black and blue" kind,
.sometimes wrongly ascribed to blows or
abuse), pule complexion, a painful gait ,,r
pains in the legs (sometimes mistaken for
"rheumatism" or "paralysis"). Hut tills full-
fledged scurvy is not the ordinary every-day
scurvy, which is too easily overlooked <>r un¬
recognized. The more common form is not so
clearly manifested; there is lack of physical.'.nil mental vigor, vague pains usually lightlyascribed to "rheumatism" (although there i:<
no such disease or condition as "rheumatism"),lack of appetite. In infants a noticealty pale
or muddy complexion anil stationary weisht
and fretful disposition. The scorbutic nature
of tills condition In Infants lias been provedin Innumerable cases by the prompt improve¬
ment and recovery of such infants after some
antiscorbutic substance has been added to the
diet. such as orange Juice tomato juice, fresh
cooked vegetable pulp strained through a
sieve, or pure fresh raw milk.

It is a fallacy to assume that foody which
contain vitamins- when fresh lose their vita¬
mins in the process of canning. Many canned
foods are Innocent of vitamins, but canned
foods of an acid nature, such as pineapple,tomato, rhubarb and berries, may retain most
ui all of their vitamins for many months.
Pasteurization more completely destroysthe vitamins of fresh milk than dues boilingfor a few minutes, because the twenty minutes

or thirty minutes of heating at 11"> K. induces
some change which live minutes or less of
muting at 212 !.'. does not produce.it has
hr.-n found that such short boiling doe- no;
impair lite antiscorbutic value of fresh milk,
when as pasteurization does.

1»i«il lor powdered milk, prepared by sub¬
jecting the mlk to a temperature of 2:ui K.
for a few seconds, has been found to retain
much of its antiscorbutic value. i»r. Mess
'onnd nntiscorl.utle vitamin was retained even
by sweetened condensed milk when the milk
was s;ealotisly protecte dfrom the air in the
course of the condensing process, and he sug¬
gests that oxidation by the air accounts for
the loss of vitamins in various cooking and
< auulng processes. lie cites the reports of
V.triot and other good observers who have in¬
sisted that sterilized milk does not cause
scurvy.the milk was sterilized In hermetically,Jialcil bottles, thus preventing oxidation by
the air.
Home 'vantiinir processes commonly do not

exclude the oxidation factor; nor do all fac¬
tory canning processes.

Of course, rest of the eyes (no near work)
and such glasses as the oculist may prescribe
nre the only remcdj for eyestrain.
