ISailrond Ad¬
ministration and Interstate Commerce
Commission.have to do. It is ex¬

pected, however, that the secretary
will be questioned about some of lit*
revisions made in the original mem¬
orandum presented Monday.
The nature of the changes has not

been disclosed. but it is understood
that some additions have been made
to the original document after con¬
ference among Treasury otlicials.

Republican members of the com¬

mittee held Hvo extended sessions
today, discussing ^witli Dr. T. S.
Adams. Treasury tax expert, the
grouping of various administrative
features of the l»iil and other
changes, which would make for sim¬
plification in determining taxes.
Chairman Kordney said some very
helpful suggestions had been re¬

ceived.
The extent to which the present law

is to be rewritten by the committer*
remains to be determined, but if the
suggestions made by Treasury ex¬

DENYREPORT CHARLES
AGAINSEEKS TOREGAIN
THRONE OF HUNGARY

Return Will Never Take Place
Except by Will of People,

It Is Declared.
I'AlilS, Aug. 3..lleports that for¬

mer Kmperor Charles has once more
entered Hungary in a second attempt
to regain the throne were vigorously
denied here today by Count I'ravnov-
sky. who heads the Hungarian dele¬
gation to Krnncc. Count I'ravnovsky
declared that such stories emanated
from Berlin or Vienna, and asserted
that the King's return would never
take place, except by the will of the
people, the Parliament and the re-
gen r.
The count indicated, however, that

Hungary considers the <|uet*iioii of
the monarchy her own internal af¬
fair, to be decided as a purely na¬
tional issue, and that Hungary is
merely forced, at the present time,
to hold the matter of Charles' re¬
turn to the throne in abeyance until
a more opportune moment.
