EUROPE'S AREA OF SUFFERING

Tens of Thousands of Htinger-Strieken Children, Dying
From Disease and Want. Are Saved.Refu¬

gees Are (riven Shelter and Food.

WASHINGTON. Oct. IS..American

Red Cross relief operation* in Ku-
rope jluring the last fiscal year were

cnneemud almost ..ntlrely :n aiding
otherwise helpless hordes of refu¬
gees and establishing a chain of child
health units that are rescuing
thousands of children from the misery
war has visited upon them, says the
annual report of the Hod Cross made
public here today.

In Austria the American Ked
Cross program resulted ill the dis¬
tribution of food, clothing and med¬
ical supplies t<i MIPjino persons, most¬
ly children; (rave employment in gar¬
ment making native women;,
provide*] 2ft.000,0tu» francs" worth of
medical and other supplies to 235
hospitals; 3.SCO beds to institutions
curing for I'T.OOO children, and as-
slstcii organizations reaching 107,-
000 persons.

In South Russia and Constantino-
pie. the organization was called upon
to suddenly care for 150,000 refugees,
who wire forced to leave the Crimea
when Wrantei's arm; collapsed it
distributed .ill the supplies original-
ly placed at its disposal in the Near
Kast. J300.000 sent by the Russian
embassy in the United States. and an
Additional f 400.000 worth of supplies
from its own reserve fund.

In Poland, 10.000 refugees who had)
fled before the Russian Soviet Inva-
slon. w .-r- cared for. .">(>.000 children!
were assisted with food and cloth-I
ing. Permanent relief work was es¬
tablished in many hospitals for chil-
dren, more than 1.000 surgical cases
were cared for weekly, and a maxi¬
mum of 750,000 persons were fed in
a single month.

<)unkc Sufferer* \lilcd.
in Italy, the chief work of the

American lied Cross last year was
asslstane, civen in the Mugello and
Tuscany earthquakes, when It had
21S tents with all relief supplies'
erected and in operation within
forty-eight hours.

In Hungary, the outstanding fea¬
ture of the work for the year was the
distribution to needy children and
refugees of 1.500.000 articles of cloth¬
ing and the mobilization of 50.000 na¬
tive women in a nation-wide knitting
campaign. The total relief supply
distributions of the Red Cross in
Hungary for the year averaged ten
tons a day.

in Greece. 50.000 Greek refugees!from the Caucasus were assisted with
food and clothing, and later were I
given such supplies that a large num¬
ber of them were able to colonize In
fifty-two deserted villages and re¬
sume their normal occupations. A
complete child-health program was
also inaugurated among 1 0,00(1 chil¬
dren.

In Czeeho-Slovakia, the work for
the year included a medical survey
of 50.000 children; enrollment of 165.-
000 children into a Junior Ked Cross;
mobilization of 72,000 children into a
health crusade; the distribution of
large quantities of medical supplies
and elritbing and the establishment
of the first two of twenty-one medi¬
cal centers for child-health work.

In Montenegro the work of the
American Ked Cross was devoted to
assisting war orphans. Child-feed¬
ing kitchens served during the year
a total of over 3.000.00U meals, while
the health centers supervised and
aided 20,000 children with medical
supplies and surgical treatment.

In Serbia, relief work was estab¬
lished among the 90,000 war orphans.
The work in Rumania was entirely

among Lhe children, and consisted of
financial assistance given to Ru¬
manian organizations.

Work Done in Hu»»la.
In Western Russia and the Haltic

Stateti, 132 child-health centers were
opened and 13,000 children were
treated monthly during the last two
months of the year. When the pro-
pram is complete, medical supervi¬
sion will be maintained over 450.000
children. In addition to medical
care, 31.000 children were furnished
clothing, an epidemic of dysentery
wan overcome in l.atvia and a still
more threatening epidemic of typhus
was destroyed in l.ithunia. Two
hundred and for ty hospitals were
also assisted in tfi'e four'Kaltic States.
Although th'^T A'me'rlcan Ked Cross

had liquidated most of itn relief
operations of France in 1920, during
t-he past year it continued to help
the children in the devastated re¬
gions and made several gifts of cash
to carry on the work being done
among the maimed soldiers.

And In this connection I am trying
to liulld permanent committees lit
various sections of the country which
will work gratuitously, in an at¬
tempt to raise the standard of nuts-
Inn schools and interest the general
public in the education of nurses.
