When she struck the match to light

the candle, the whole box ignited
and nho dropyed It to the ground, the
blaze catching In her dress. She
screamed in fear and pain, and her
mother and grandfather. George
Freeman, rushed to her aid and ex¬
tinguished the flames, but not until
nearly all of her clothes had been
consumed and her entire body was
frightfully burned. In putting out
the lire, Mr, Freeman was painfully
burned about the hands.

1I.MT Of POLICEMEN

Council Increases P ay o f
Force Rather Than Accept

Resignations.

WINCHESTER. VA . May 12..A

threatened strike of a majority of
the local police force was averted
last night, when the Common Coun-
011 adopted it resolution increasinx
the salaries o! certain officers and
incidentally Ironeo uiit for the time
being a number of grievances.
Some of the ollleers. claiming they

were unable to support their fami¬
lies and lay aside snvlngs for a

"rainy day." had tendered their res¬
ignations to Mayor W. \V. Glass, and
Chief of Police M. A. Doran, it was
said, also was ready to hand in his
resignation in event the Council ac¬
cepted tho resignations of the best-
trained men-of the force

Neither would accept responsibil¬
ity for conditions with a crippled
and untratii'd police force. "With
the crime of arson committed right
at our doors with tragic results Just
a few nights ago. and holdups on
the public highways near town." said
the Mayor in addressing tlic Coun¬
cil. "this is no time to do away with
the services of trained tneu and
break new ones in. With enforce¬
ment of new traffic laws in the hands
of the police department, and city
limits having been recently ex¬
tended, the city will need not only
Its present force, tut It will have to
be increased." the Mayor said.
The Council finally adopted by a

majority vote a resolution. Increas¬
ing salaries of officers who had of¬
fered theij- resignations. Mayor
Class Is not a salaried officer, but Is
responslblo for the police force and
vigorously championed their cause.
