W 11 hou' preliminary discussion,
ami after a few words of explana¬
tion liy .Mayor Ainsll<>, the .Streets
Committee of Council yesterday aft¬
ernoon. on motion of Councilman
John W. Moore, recommended to
(ouneil for adoption a resolution by
the Mayor, providing for tin* perma¬
nent improvt no lit of tiio sewer sys¬
tem of Shot koe Valley. Tho resolu-
t ion is similar to that adopted liy
the eommittee last winter, contain¬
ing plans devised hy Director of
Works Savllle. It provides for lat¬
eral sewers designed to relieve
Shuckoe Creek from t lor tremendous
burden imposed upon it during re¬
cent years, through large additions
to the smooth paving and guttering
Introduced in both tho Fast and
West Knds of the city. Two out¬
lets will |>e constructed, one running
practically along Fifteenth Street be¬
tween Hospital Street nnd the river,
ami another along Kightcenth Street
from l>road to the river. Tho plans
are voluminous and take care of
every foot of tho territory embraced
within tlur danger zone. Jt is es¬
timated that the cost will lie be¬
tween $l!.00U,00O arid S3,OU<',OOn. and
that it will take more than one year
to complete he job.
This resolution will be acted upon

at the meeting of City Council on
October ", and the Finance Commit¬
tee immediately will be delegated to
provide tho funds, which, it is he-
lieverd, will come through a bond
Issue. In the meantime, tho Direc¬
tor of Public Works will proceed
with temporary structures which may
protect the territory Immediately
within the Shockoe Valley from the
river to the Docomottvo Works.

Protest < losing of Alley.
A large delegation of citizens, rep¬

resenting tho residents of the block
surrounded by Floyd, Grove and Co¬
lonial Avenues and the Itouievard, ap-
peaivd liefore tile committee to pro-
test against the closing of an alley
abutting upon Grove Avenue (the
only such alley on that thoroughfare)
and to petition the committee to di¬
rect the reopening of the alley as a
convenioiico in getting to and from
numerous garages inside the block,
opponents of the project pointed out
Unit there are three other alleys in
the block, two running east and
west, the thiril running from Floyd
Avenue and connecting with the
cross-alleys. Among tho petitioners
were Carter X. Williams, W. C.
Camp, John Sloan, and among those
opposed to the opening was Judge
\\ F. Rhea, of the Corporation Com¬
mission. M. J. Fulton ami Nelson
represented the petitioners, and W.
K. Mathews tho opponents. After
discussion of more than an hour, the

Carpenter, determined »o visit the
site at -I ;ii) o'clock tomorrow after¬
noon. City Attorney Anderson and
Director Savllle will accompany tin
commit tee.
