and the constitution-wa- brought up for
adoption. The only change of Im-
portance in the new document was in
the membership clause admitting orga-
nizations of sheep raisera to member-
ship in the Wool Growers' associa-
tion. The Committee on Credentials re-
ported, recommending that the ofllcial
roster of membership be tho roll call
of the convention, and that the repre-
sentatives of the association be allowed
the full vote of their organizations. The
report was adopted.

When the adoption of the constitu-
tion as rend was put to a vole, it was
sustained unanimously.

RANGE SHEEP INDUSTRY.
The attention of the convention was

then directed to the condition of tho
range sheep Industry in the States of
Arizona. California, Colorado, Idaho,
Montana. Oregon, Washington and
Utah. Representative sheep-raise- rs of
these States gave brief reviews of the.
conditlons in their respective States.
These talks were devoted particularly
to the public land question. The con-
sensus of opinion was that the Gov-
ernment, in setting aside eslen&lvc for-
est resprves for the purpose of aiding
irrigation and bettering natural water
supplies, was going to the extreme and
cutting down the ranges to an un-
warranted degree. The speakers as-
serted that the interests of the sheep-
men arc suffering, ami many arc be-
ing forced out of business by the in-

fringement on grazing Innris. While
they admitted the necessity of pre-
serving the watersheds, they wore of
the opinion that this end could be ac-
complished and the interests of the
sheepmen be taken care of at the same
time.

WHAT SHEEPMEN DESIRE.
The action of the railroads in leas-

ing out public land grants for use as
range ground was pointed out, and it
was argued that the Government could
do likewise, with profit to itself and
to the inestimable benefit of the sheep-
men. In a few words, the expressed
desire of the sheepmen is thut the Gov-
ernment shall adopt a broader and
more liberal plan in relation to public
lands. The sheepmen want permission
to ui'o the reserves for grazing, sub-
ject to such regulations as the Gov-
ernment may see fit to adopt for the
protection of the forest reserves. These
views on the public land policy that
should be adopted were given before
the convention for the purpose of sup-
plying Informatoin as to tlie desires of
wool-grower- s, to Prof. Gilford Plncholt
and F. H. Newell, President Rooec-velt- 's

commission appointed to con-
sult with the stockmen on this mat-
ter. These representatives of the Gov-
ernment were present.

HITCHCOCK DESCRIBED!
It was suggested that the relief

sought by tho sheepmen would be at-
tained could thej' secure the passage
of the bill now pending in Congress
transferring the executive ccuitrol of
public lands to the Department of Ag-
riculture from the Department of the
Interior. The argument was that the
former department knows the nature
of the lands and would work in har-
mony with the sheepmen. Secretary
Hltchcoclc, of the Department of the
Interior, was described as a man who
would like to have a forest reserve
with o. Chinese wall around It and all
the Western men inside. Tlie conven-
tion was urged to send a telegram to
the Speaker of the House urging fa-
vorable action upon the bill.

Resolutions expressing the desire of
the convention for the passage of this
bill were unanimously adopted and
copies ordered ient to Congress.

GOVERNMENT EXPLAINS.
Prof. Glfford Pinchott, chief of the

Bureau of Forestry, was introduced to
,lhe convention and explained the policy
of the Government relative to public
land, that It Is proposed to follow if the
executive control of forest reserves is
placed In the hands of the Department
of Agriculture. He stated that The de-
sires of the sheep men, as they have
been expressed1 during the convention,
will be met by the Government's
policy. The Intention of the Govern-
ment, he said, la to permit the stock-
men to use the ranges under regula-
tions to be determined upon, so that
exclusive ranges may be afforded law-abidi-

sheep raisers for use so long
as they observe the regulations for the
protection of the reserves. He said the
Government was ready to meet the
sheep men and' make such agreements
as will be to the benefit of all.

WHY NEWELL WAS PRESENT.
F. H. Newell stated that he was pres-

ent for the purpose of learning the
views of the stockmen that he and his
colleagues might decide upon and sug-
gest some policy to the President.

Dr. Melvin of the Department of
Animal Industry, told. of the efforts be-
ing made to prevent the spread of
disease among sheep of different States.
He urged between sheep
men and ofllcluls of the department.

The last order of business for the
afternoon was the selection of an execu-
tive committee composed of the presi-
dents of State organizations.

SELECTION OF OFFICERS.
While the convention has scarcely

started, politics in the matter of offi-
cials for the ensuing year and a place
of meeting are beginning to be mani-
fested. This activity Is not jdiowu so
much in the matter of officers as with
relation to a place of meeting, San
Jo.va, Cal., Is doing much work In a
cjulet way, and members of the dele-
gation from there express confidence In
winning the next meeting. El Paso is
also after the convention, and St. Jo-
seph, Mo., and Denver, Colo., are like-
wise In the field. The of
Senator F. E. Warren as president of
the Wool-Growe- association Is prac-
tically assured, but a forecast of the
other officials at this time Is uncer-
tain.

SGOTT IS AFTER WOOD

Senator Submits a Review

of the Evidence.

OPPOSES THE APPOINTMENT

Shows Why Bloodless Seldler
Should Bo Set Aside.

Jumping the Doctor Over a Hundred
Old Army Veterans Pronounced

a Grievous Wrong.

Washington, HI.. Jan. 11. Senator
Scott of the Senate Committee on Mi-
litary Affairs, has submitted in execu-

tive session of .the Senate a review of
the evidence Introduced before the com-

mittee in the hearing on the nomina-
tion of "Brlg.-Ge- n. Wood lo be a Major-Gcnera- l.

Senator Scott makes a strong per-

sonal argument to the Senate in op-

position to the appointment of Gen.
Wood to be a Major-Genera- l. He pre- -'

faces his remarks with tho statement
that confirmation to so high a position
as that of Major-Gener- should be
made with deliberation, and the per-
son to be confirmed should bo highly
qualified and in every way worthy and
above suspicion. "'oncornlng nomina-
tions of this character, Senator Scott
says-

RIGHTS Olf OFFICERS.
The President, th appointive power, Is

tho comnmndor-ln-rhip- f of tho army and
navy of tho United States, and appoint-
ments in cither of these come from him
to thoso under him with peculiar force
and power, In that what he says to those
under him Is to them the law, and even
complaint or criticism on their part are
really acts of Insubordination. These of-
ficers and men. thus cut off from the
right of complaint, havo a peculiar claim
to Ix? heard here In the matter of appoint-
ments nftoctlng them, ilnd it hnromos and
behooves every Senator to exercise his
very best judgment and do his utmost to
throw every poMdhlc safeguard around
this class of appointments, particularly
when the net of confirmation has the

effect that Ibis one will have.
'WHAT EVIDENCE ESTABLISHES.

Commenting on a statement in the
brief of Senator Foraker, calling at-
tention to the fact flhat it was Presi-
dent McKinley who jumped Gen. Wood
over hundreds of officers in the army,
Senator Scott says:

The evidence In hl case quite cloarlv es-

tablishes the fact that ho was appointed
because of his supposed capacity as a
civil Governor, and there Is much to throw
doubt upon tho question of whether even
his appointment as a Brlnadlor-Gener- al

was not regretted by the President, and
no one will believe that Mr. McKinley
would ever thought of promoting him to
a certainly not in tho
light of the present developments:

'NOT AT SAN JUAN.
The testimony of Gen. James N. Wil-

son concerning the advancement of
Gen. Wood Is quoted at length, In-

cluding that portion which asserts that
Gen. Wood was not in the battle of
San Juan. In reference to this the re-

view says:
This statement of Gen. Wilson shows

clearly the natural resentment that will
exist if this great wrong Is perpetrated
upon the army of the united States by
tho confirmation of Gen. Wood, and Its
injurious effect must necessarily be very
great, affecting, as It does, the ambitions
of scores of young men, and which must
be nipped In the bud because of the youth
of Gen. Wood, and the long time that he
may remain at the head of tho array.

DISLOYALTY IS SHOWN.
Referring to the conduct of Gen.

Wood toward his superior officer, Gen.
Brooke, Senator Scott says that no
Impartial person can review the evi-

dence In thl3 matter without reaching
the conclusion that the charge of dis-

loyalty i3 fully established.
In reference to the support given by

Gen. Wood to gambling games In the
Jal-Al- al company's 'IFronton," Senator
Scott says It Is shown by the testi-
mony that Gen. Wood was a habitual
attendant of the games, especially
spending his Sundays there, on which
days the betting reached as ihlgh as
$50,000.

HIS CONCLUDING OPINION.
In closing his .review Senator Scott

says:
At the conclusion of the evidence of

Gen. Wilson, the junior Senator from
Ohio, Mr. Hanna, akcd that Gen. Wood
be brought 'bofore the committee of this
body having this Investigation In charge,
to tlie end that ho might answer the al-

legations and accusations made against
him and relieve himself from tho unjust
(as his frlend3 claim to be the case) im-

putations and criticisms made against his
character and quite a colloquy ensued, it
being claimed by some of his champions
that there was no reason for him to bo
heard; that nothing' had boon proved
asalnst him; that there wa3 nothing for
hbn to answer; In a woid, that he was

GOES FOR WOOD,
This, I submit, was to me, and must bo

to every one perfectly monstrous When
did It come about that this Individual,
a doctor In civil life and a bloodless sol-di-

In battle. If he ever saw a battle,
has reached the exalted position thut he
Is unlike other people and Is not to be ac-
countable to any one, not even to the
Senate of the United Slates, and will not
even honor It with his presence; n6w, for
my part, J want to say that It Is due to
Gen. Wood; it is due to the pcoplo of the
United Stales, that he should not only
explain, but disprove many statements
mode In tho evidence now hero for con-
sideration before confirmation obould be
thought of. The fact that he 13 willing to
lot tills Investigation go on without per-
sonally meeting it like a man Is in Itself
strong evidence to my mind thut he Is
not mode of material that goes to mako
up soldiers such as we need for our

and chief of staff.
EVADING THE QUESTION.

This talk' about tho difficulty of his
coming bore Is silly. It is simply evad-
ing the question. The truth Is. a brave
and courageous man would rather resign
a dozen commissions as Rrlgadlcr-Gcn-cr- al

than allow his character to be be-

smirched, his conduct assailed, his mo-
tives Impugned and his Integrity and
veracity sought to be Impeached, If by
giving up the same.' he could come In
pei'Eon and disprove the accusations
made acalnst hlin.'

INJUSTICE DONE' OTHERS.
Senator Scott comments on tho evi-

dence introduced tending to reflect di-

rectly upon Gen. Wood's character as
a man by impeaching his integrity and
veracity, and then, after summing up
other charges, says: "To rny mind, a
most grievous injustice has been done
in the preferment of Gen. Wood over a
hundred or more old army officers of-
ficers who won distinction on many

bloody battlefields battlefields where
more lives were lost and moro prison-
ers taken in one day than during the
entire Spanish-America- n war."

NEW ARMY 0R9ER.

Secretary of War Hns Prepared Reg-

ulations Which He Will Soon '

Promulgate.

Washington, Jan. 11. The Secretary
of War Jias prepared regulations, whicii
will be promulgated shortly, under
which examinations will be held to

the lists of suitable persons spe-
cially qualified to hold commissions in
any volunteer force which hereafter
may bo organized under the authority
of Congress, other than a force com-
posed of organized militia.

In addition to mental and moral qual-

ifications the applicants must be at
least 21 years old, applicants for Sec-
ond Lieutenancy commissions shall not
be more than 110 years of age, First
Lieutenancts not more than 35. Captains
not more than 10, Majors not more
than 45, Lieutenant-Colonel- s not more
than GO and Colonels not exceed 55.

The persons pissing the examinations
which will be held at specified placet)
may, upon authorization of the Presi-
dent, pursue a regular course of study
at any military school or college ex-
cept West Point. In attending such
schools they shall be entitled to mile-
age and commutation for quarters at
?12 per month and 51 a day for aubsist-onc- e.
