ELECTBIC CAR FUSES. .

What Happens When They
Out."

One often seo3 a bright Hash and a
sudden stop of an electric car, with all
tho lights out. This is frequently de-

scribed as a more or less serious acci
dent, and it often causes a panic among
tho passengers, especially on elevated
trains. Tho greatest danger to passen-
gers however, is a iosslblc panic, which
might bo avoided If II was generally
known how little chance there Is of lire
or other danger. To help people to un-

derstand what happens we mako the fol-

lowing explanation, which should be plain
to lay minds: If a steam engine is over-
loaded It will stop and refuse to work,
although tho full presiure of steam may
remain upon the piston, and not cause
any damage. On the other hand, a motor
when overloaded, tries Its best to do the
work thrown up in It. If It cannot run at
full speed it will run at whatever speed
it can. As the speed decreases the cur-
rent through the motor increases, and
tho motor adjusts itself to that speed at
which the turning effort Is sufficient to
cauao rotation and do tho work. If the
effort demanded of the motor is so great
that the current which pafses through It
when standing still is not sufficient to
cause rotation, the motor will, of course,
not turn, but tho current will continue,
to How unless Interrupted by a suitable
mechanism.

The current which will flow through a
motor when It is standing still is in

all cases far In of that which
the motor is designed to carry; and, in-

deed, in a motor a current
dangerous for the motor will be reached
before the motor has been stalled. Tho
effect of this heavy current on the mo-
tor, if nllowed to continue, is to heat the
windings to a dangerous degree and de-
stroy the Insulation possibly setting It on
lire; and It Is to prevent this occurrence,
whether due to careless handling of the,
car or to unexpected causes, that tho
fuses are used. A fuse Is simply a short
piece of wiro of such Mzc that It will be
melted by a current which, if allowed to
flow through tho motor for any lime,
will damage 1L. "When a fuse blows, then,
it simply means that one of the safety
devices on the car has operated to pre-
vent damage to tho motor. The melting
of tho fuse opens the circuit and cuts off
the current from tho motor. To protect
the cor tho fuse is Incloaod in u fireproof
box.

Thero is another device for accomplish-
ing this purpose, which is known as the
circuit breaker. This Is a Ewltch con-
trolled by an electromagnet, which opens
whenever the current reaches a certain
dangerous value. This mechanism is now
generally installed upon electric cars in
addition to tho fuse. It Is often placed on
the roof of tho platform over the motor-mna- 's

head, whero it Is. easily reached,
and It Is set to operate at a higher cur-
rent value than the fuse, because the cir-
cuit breaker acts almost instantaneously.
while It takes a little time for tho ruso
to bo melted. Now a motor car can stand
for a second or two a current which
would destroy It If applied for a longer
period. Tho circuit breaker, then, takes
caro of heuvy overloads and the fuse pro-
tects the motor against those smaller cur-
rents which are dangerous if applied for
a 'considerable time.

When a fuse blows thero Is generally a
volatilization of tho metal of the fuse unci
a slight explosion. These explosions
usually cause a report and ."ome smoke
"When the circuit breaker Is opened it
draws an electric arc In breaking the cir-
cuit, and as In this arc a considerable
amount of energy Is dissipated In heating
the air. thero may be hero alho some-
thing of an explosion; but In neither caso
Is there any danser to the passengers
when the apparatus Is properly Installed.
The fUHo and the circuit breaker aro
safety devices, the operation of which In-

dicates, not that there. Is danger to thoso
on the car, but that danger to the mo-

tors has been averted. Electrical Review.

NEW BISHOP COMING

Russian Church to Establish

New See in Alaska,

DIOCESE 13 TOO LARGE

In Five Years. Numbar of Par-

ishes Has Doubled.

Kev. Innocent Has Been Selected' as
Coadjutor Bishop, and Will

Work in Alaska.

New York. Jan. 24. Plight Ilev. Tikhon.
Russian orthodox bishop of North Ameri-
ca, is among the passengers on the

Victoria, which was reported off
Nantucket this morning and will reach
her dock early tomorrow. The bishop is
returning from an extended visit in Kus-sia- ,.

where he went in tho interests of the
Russian church in America. Simultan-
eously with his arrival the announcement
Is made that tho Synod has decided to
create a new Kplscopal see in Alaska, with
a bishop coadjutor, and that Right Rov.
Innocent has boon nnpolnted to the posi-
tion.

The creation of the new see was de-

manded by the growth .of the Russian
church in this country. During tho past
live years the number of Us parishes and
Its congregations has been doubled, ami
tho enormous territory which the Ameri-
can mission covers mad" It Impossible for
Bishop Tikhon to rare for It alone.

His diocese includes all North America
and the Aleutian Islands, and the neces-
sity for a bishop coadjutor has been made
more pressing by the general movement
on tho pari of the Austrian and Hunga-
rian slnvs of the Roman-Unlat- e confes-
sion, who have been Immigrating to
America in large numbers, to return to
the Eastern orthodox confession, from
which they were separated In the Seven-
teenth and Eighteenth centurli-s- .

This religious movement had Its orlcln
largely In thn eastern part of Bishop Tlk-lion- 's

vast diocese, and as It demanded his
personal attention and care he represented
to thi holy synod tho necessity of a coad-
jutor In Alaska. Ills representations were
successful, and Bishop Innocent will hnvo
bis residence in SItkn. which until 1S72

was the cathedral town of the Russian
orlhodox mission.

The see of the governing bishop will re-
main for the present In San Francisco,
but It is proposed In tho near future to
transfer It to New" York, which possesses,
In the Cathedral of St. Nicholas in East
Nlnty-sovent- h street, tho finest Russian
church in America.

Bishop Innocent Is a young man. being
now In hia Tiiirty-3lxt- h year, and as a
hlernmonk has dono much missionary
work in tills country. He Is an English
scholar, and is thoroughly familiar with
American conditions. At the time of his
selection as blBhop coadjutor of Alaska
ho was aljbot of the monastery of tho
Miracle t.t Moscow. Bishop Innocent Is
expected to arrive here early In February,
and will proceed Immediately to Alaska.

WILL RECALL AMENBMENTS

Programme for the Week In

ths House.

Army Matters and Urgent Deficiency
Appropriation Bills Will Occupy

Lovcr Branch of Congress.

Washington, Jan. 21. The Senate has
set no programme for the week beyond
a continuation of the debate on the
Panama question. The fact that the
Gorman resolution of inquiry was dis-

posed of last week docs not change the
situation except that it makes necessary
a new basis for speeches.

This will be supplied In the resolu-
tions of Inquiry to be Introduced tomor-
row as the result of yesterday's confer-
ence of Democratic Senators. A num-
ber of addresses are still to be made on
both sides of the controversy, and it Is
finite certain that the debate will con-

tinue for many days. It is well under-
stood on both sides of the chamber that
In reality the treaty and not any par-

ticular resolution Is being discussed, the
reason bejng that the treaty Itself could
not be discussed in open Senate, where-
as the resolution. can be.

The Democrats prefer an open discus-
sion' of the question and the Republi-
cans, as a matter of policy and In the
Interest of tho expedition of the vote on
the- - treaty, have not objected. When it
becomes apparent that the discussion in
open session is exhausted, executive ses-
sions will bo ordered and the debate will
proceed behind closed doors.

It is quite well understood that the
amendments to the treaty report by the
Committee on Foreign Relations will bo
withdrawn before llnal action is taken.

IN THE HOUSE.
The House will devote practically the

entire week to consideration of the army
and urgent deficiency appropriation
bills. The former is now before the
House, and Chairman Hemenway of
the- Committee on Appropriations, has
given notice that tho latter measure
will be called immediately on tho dis-
posal of the former.

Friday will be private calendar day,
and opportunity will bo given each day.
Immediately on convening or Just be-
fore adjournment, to secure action upon
minor mcasuns. but any bill which Is
likely to precipitate debate will not be
permlittd to come Lc.'ore the House
during the pendency of the two appro-
priation bills mentioned.

The army bill is being read under the
to rule in committee of the

whole-- for the purpose of amendment,
and thus far less than one-thir- d of its
provisions have been considered. Un-

less some of the paragraphs become
subjects of extended discussion, final
action can be had on the bill in one
more dny.

UNEASY LIES THE HEAD

Malcontents Plot Against

Servian Dynasty.

Vienna; Jan. 21. A telegram from Bel-

grade reports that Servians and Monte-
negrins living abroad aro engaged in a
vigorous agitation against the

dynasty, and have even
planned a conspiracy against King Peter.

Pamphlets have been distributed In ono
of tho Balkan states describing King
Peter's active agitation against King
Alexander and making serious charges
against him. Whllo the Servian Govern-
ment declines to consider this movement
seriously. Instructions have been Iseued to
keep a sharp watch over Servian and
Montenegrin emigrants. It la conjectured
thai this conspiracy Is the work either of
Montenegrins or of tho sisters of tho latu
Queen Dragti.

A dispatch to the Xouos Welncr Jour-
nal from Samlln. wlp'ch Is six miles from
Belgrade, says that a number of drunken
army oftlcers belonging to tho "murder
party" iccently mado a demonstration
In a restaurant at Belgrado against tho
powers, during which portraits of Em-
peror Francis Joseph and tho Czar wero
burned. Tho offending oftlcers wero

but upon a Fpeclal order from
King PcUr the proceedings were slopped.

KUST TENDER GOLD COIN.

Important Runng- in Connection
With the Satisfaction of a Mor-

tgageDistrict Court.

Ephraim, Jan. 21. An Important de-

cision was rendered by Judge Jacob
Johnson in the District court at Manti
Friday in the case of C. Belden Snyder
vs. Walter' R, Pike.. The grounds
known as the Copper Globe Mining
company, situated in Emery county, had
been mortgaged to Pike. The mortgage
was foreclosed In an action brought be- -'

fore Judge John E. Booth of the Fourth
Judicial District court at Provo. Sny-
der, the red cmpt loner, delivered to the
Sheriff of Emery county a certificate of
deposit for $?Qi.32, to lift the mortgage.
The Sheriff accepted the certificate and
on the last doy for redeeming the prop-
erty offered to Pike the certificate of
deposit as payment in full, on the mort-
gage. Pike refused to accept the cer-
tificate on tho grounds that the mortga-

ge-note colled for gold coin as pro-
vided by statute; otherwise Pike Insist-
ed on a Sheriff's deed to the property.
The gold coin could not be secured in
the allotted time and so tho Sheriff was
compelled, to execute a Sheriff's deed.

Thc-- n Snyder commenced action
against Pike, setting forth that Judge
Booth, 03 Judge of the Fourth Judicial
District court, had no jurisdiction in the
case, owing to the fact that the prop-
erty In the caso was located In Emery
county, outside of the Fourth Judicinl
district. This was denied In the answer,
and it was set up that the rcdemptioncr
had not made a good and sufficient ten-
der as contemplated by the contract.

Judge Johnson held that Judge Booth
was without Jurisdiction in the case,
disposing of the case In favor of Snyder.
He also held that the tender of the cer-
tificate of deposit was not a good tender,
that Is, a tender of gold coin.

Tho case was hotly contested and has
occasioned much Interest in this district.

Dlgglne revealed a portion of his
clothing, leaving no doubt as to his end.

Berlin. Jan. 24. The Hamburg Petro- -

leum Production company has in-

creased its capital from ?70O,O0O to
$3,000,000, and has purchased all the
Roumanian petroleum interests of the
Deutsche bank. The company is allied
with the Shell Transport and Trading
company and these transactions, fol-
lowing as they do the formation last
week of the new German Pctroloum
company of Berlin, with a capital of
?5.000.000. indicates. It is thought,
greater Interest on the part of German
capitalists In the oil business than it
has seen for years past.
