Herds of Cattlemen and Farmers
Too Largo for the

District.

Ephralm, Fob, 5. The cattlo owners and

farmers of Sanpete county held their con-

vention hero yesterday to consldor tho
question of grazing cattlo on districts No.
5 ar.d 6 of the Manti forest reserve, and
to formulate a petition to the Dopnrtmont
of the Interior relative to permits for e

on tho reserve. Nearly every dle-trl- ct

adjacent to tho dlntrlcts 5 and 6 was
represented.

During the past month the cattlo owners
havo mado a canvass of tho settlements
which are given privileges of grazing on
districts G and C to osccrtaln the number
of head of stock owned by tho farmers.
From tho report of this committee It was
learned that moro than twice tho number
of cattle permitted to grazo on the districts
Is owned by the farmers who are granted
grazing privileges. The area Included in
the two districts Includco nearly all tho
mountain range between Maylleld and
Spring City, a distance of twenty-liv- e

miles.
Forest Supervisor A, W. Jensen In-

formed the convention that tho number
of cattle for which grazing permits In
theso districts had been asked far exceed-
ed tho number of cattlo allowed by tho de-
partment within tho limited area.

The roports of tho committee and the
forest supervisor caused tho cattlo own-
ers and farmers of the county great alarm.
With the present ruling of tho depart-
ment It ncuns that Sanpeto stockmen will
be compelled to dlspcso of half their pres-
ent herds and that tho disposition of the
exc'ss number will work financial Iobs hi
many settlements In the county.
