CORONA IMPROVEMENT

Crosscut Is Now Eighteen

Feet in the Vein.

FRESH WONDERS REVEALED

Every'Day's Working Discloses

Them In Good Measure.

Work in the Crosscut Silver King
Con. Pump Starts Wabash

Mishap Notes.

Special to Tho Tribune.
PARK CITY. March 2, A pronounced

Improvement of tho ground in the cross-

cut at tho Corona ia an event that Is at-

tracting considerable attontlon this week.
The crosscut has now proceeded eighteen
or moro ieei iiuu uie vui, uu nv
matter has attained a degree of mineral-

ization which, in the opinion of mining
men who are watching the development
of the property, surely promises results.
Foreman John C. Hasson said today that
every foot of progress through the vein
is revealing fresh wonders In degree and
kind of mineral deposits which lay across
tho course of tho advancing drift. Tho30
deposits aro of tho very kind that desig-

nate tho proximity of ore bodies in this
camp, the oxides of iron and manganese
being particularly prominent among them.

Tho Corona mining force will not havo
determined whether the crosscut will tap
the vein in a barren or productive area
until the hanging wall Is reached,, which
may yet be Ufty feet away.

In tho event that tho former condition
is found to prevail, a drift will be run
along the strike of the vein on the most
promising seam to cut the ore chutes
iransvorselv. The Corona Mining com-
pany has reached the threshold of results
with comparatively little expense and la-

bor, the present nattering outlook having
been attained by 200 feet of inclining and
123 feet of tunneling, which leaves at
least 250 feet of the vein on the dip abovo
them.

Mining men arc betting on the Corona.
The long list of assays obtained, particu-
larly by A. F. Fuelling and Mr. Donovan,
tho original owners of the group, reveal
allies on practically every portion of the

ground, and several notablo mineral blow-
outs seem to be but the summits of great
ore chutes. Another fact upon which thoy
base their confidence is that geologists
and mining experts ho have examined
tho formation aro practically unanimous
In pronouncing the Corona vein an east-
ern extension of the Woodsldo vein, the
mother lode of what promises to be a
galaxy of producers. The discovery on
tho Corona grounds of the stratum of fos-
silized shells and the series of limestone
and quartzite layers peculiar to the Wood-sid- e

formation has thoroughly established
this a3 a fact In the eyes of geologists,
